LICENSED AUTO MAKERS PLAN.

Two Days Discussion of How to Control
All American Trade.

A two days meeting of the Association of
Licensed Automobile Manufacturers was
finished at 7 East Forty-second street yester-
day evening, Twenty-five of the twenty-
geven members of the organization were
present both days. The business trans-
acted concerned the plans for preventing the
manufacture and sale of cars that do not
pay royalty and are not licensed under the
Selden patent. It is understood that a large
part of the discussion concerned the details
about the control of agents, so as to prevent
them from dealing in unlicensed cars. The
plan of having the licensed makers bind
retailers by contract not to sell unlicensed
cars was dwelt upon, and it is sald that only
one member of the association reported
having found any agents who objected.

The only formal action given out for pubit-
cation was an amended form of contract
agreed upon, which every member of the
association muet embody in any agreement
he makes witha retaller.
{4 as follows, the second paragraph having
heen recast at the meeting so0 as to cover
sub-agents and other points:

In consideration of the fact that the party of
the first part has obtalned a license under Selden
Patent No. 0,160 and Is paying a substantlal roy -
alty thereunder, and has agrecd as a consideration
of sald license not to contest sald patent, directly or
indirectly, or ald others In so doing,

Now, therefore, the party of the second part, In
consideration of belng supplied with licensed vehl-
cles by the party of the first part under this contract,
covenants and agrees with the party of the first
part (1) that Jt (the party of the second part) will
not, during the continuance of this contract, In-
fringe sald patent, nor make, sell, keep on hand,
or in any manner dispose of or deal In, directly or in-
directly, any unlicensed vehleles, that Is to say, any
gasolene automoblles not manufactured T
llcense of sald Selden patent: and (2) that it will not
sell, consign or deliver any licensed vehicles pur
chased from the party of the first part under this
contract to any party making, selling, having on
hand or dealing in unlicensed vehicles.

The object in adopting this was to get some
form of agreement so comprehensively bind-
ing that there will be no loophole through
which cars of licensed makers can be dealt
in alongside of unlicensed cars,

General Manager Day was asked whether
anything was done relative to opening or
closing  the membership door. He said:
“No, but 8o far as those now in the field ara
concerned the door i8 very nearly closed.
There are more manufucturers outside than
inside of the associatioi, but we have made
a reckoning durim{ the two days session
and found that the licensed makers produced
ahout N0 per cent. of the cars made in the
country.”
