BREAK SPOILS DELMAR'S MILE.

COMES IN THE LAST QUARTER
AND TROTTER'S TIME IS 2:05.

Annie M. the Only Favorite te Win at the
Empire Track Sulky Rasces—Four-ine
Hands Race Against the Watch and
Winner Makes 8 Record—Awards.

The weather did not favor record-breaking
at the Empire track yvesterday.

‘There
was no mistake in the next-send off, and, well
in hand, the first quarter was trotted in 0:30%.
Then the clip was quickened, and with a
second runner behind as a prompter, the
gecond quarter was trotted in 0:20, bringing
the Major to the half mile pole in 0:30%.

This was fast enough to win and the more
enthusiastic in the crowd began to give vent
to their overwrought feelings by shouting
that he would win. The same whirlwind
gait was maintained around the recond turn,
the three-quarter mile pole heing reached
in 1:20%. This left him an even 30 seconds
for the last quarter to beat the record and
finish in 1:50%.

It was not the good fortune of those pres-
ent to see the wished for prize captured.
Just after passing the three-quarter pole
Major Delmar made a break and, although
it was quickly corrected, ended all hope of
a record-breaking mile, and he was allowed
to finish at ease in 2:05.
