UNFAIR EXCHANGE FORCED ON
HIS GRACE OF ST. PAUL.

He’s Golng te Washiagten, Maybe te

Archbishop Ireland arrived in New York
from St. Paul yesterday and is staying at
the Fifth Avenue Hotel. He is on his way
to Washington. His visit to the ocapital
is semi-official, but he refuses to disclose
{ts nature. Asked concerning the Phil-
ippine queation, he said:

“I know a great deal about that, much
that will be of interest to the publio, but the
time has not come to speak about it.”

It is believed that Archbishop Ireland
will take some active part in the reorgani-
zation of the Church in the Philippines.
If the Fourth Plenary Council should be
held here it is believed also that Archbishop
Ireland will represent the Philippine hier-
archy, c8 Archbishop Harty's friends assert
that he will not attend the Council.

Speaking of labor conditions, Arohbishop
Treland said: “Throughout the Northwest,
President Roosevelt has been indorsed for
his attitude in the Miller case. He took a
stand for a principle, and the stand was
well taken.

“All this talk about trusts and capital is
ponsense. Every man who has $10 in the
bank is a capitalist, and if two men are
partners in a little grocery store there is
a trust. Organized capitai and organised
labor are part of this age—they are here
to stay. And they are harmlees, except
when they violate the law,and when they
do the law should act against them,

“And speaking of labor questions, here is
a good stoyly. I am wearing somebody
else's hat. This is the only New York hat
1 ever owned, and, as a matter of fact, I
don't own this one. Six months ago I
went to 4 labor meet| here. After the
meeting had adjourned 1 went for my hat,
and this was the only one left. Whoever
owned it had a big head, but he is weari
a better hat now than he did before tha
labor meeting.”

Many stories have been told of Arch-
bishop Ireland's hat. He is known for his
broad-brimmed black headgear, and the
New York hat he has been veu‘ng for the
last six months, and will probably wear for
the next six years, is of that type, although
not quite 8o expansive as his own.

Speaking of hats suggested Cardinal
Gibbons's announcement that another red
hat is to come to the United States. Asked
concerning the rumor that it is to go to the
Archbishop of St. Paul, Archbishop Ireland
replied: “You want to k it here,” and
hinted that the insignia ome new Cardinal
would not go further than this port.

Archbishop Ireland denied that the Paul-
Ists are to go to St. Paul. “Chicago is big

enough to keep the overflow of Paulists
busy for a while,” d he. “They will
establish themselves there ant do great
and good work.”

FIGHTING TUBERCULOSIS,

What the Various States Are Deing—The
Roof Garden Treatment.

The growth of the anti-tuberculosis
movement throughout the United States
and Canada is the subject of a paperintte
October CAarities by Paul Kennaday, secre-
tary of the committee on the prevention of
tuberculosis of the New York Charity
Organization Society.

In ten States, in several of the Canadian
provinces, in Cuba and in the Distriot of
Columbia, special sanatoria for the treat-
ment of tuberculosis are either in course
of construction or projected for the near
future. There is, besides, a strong move-
ment toward cooperation on the part of
health boards, medical societies, State com-
missions and charitable organizations.

The Cuban league against tuberculosis is
carrying on one of the most active of cam-
paigns against the diseaze. The league
will hold its third annual meeting on Oct.
13 and will then parfect plans for the estab-
lishment of a sanatorium for the poor in
Havana.

In eight States, Maryland, Rhode Island,
Minnesota, Wisconsin, California, New Jer-
at;r, Pennsylvania and Illinois, and the Dis-
trict of Columbia, sanatoria are now bein,
built or are projected, to cost from $30,
to $150,000 each. In some of the States
the work is being largely undertaken by
State commissions, in others by private

organizations.
ne of the experiments that has proved

most successful is that being tried in Phila-
delphia of treating tube is cases upon
a roof garden. Valuable work is be
done in ton, where a complete study

to he made of every house in which patients
live or have lived since May, 1800.

In this city the work reatly handi-
capped by the immense and ignorant popu-
lation, the tenements and inadequate hae-
pitals and diepensary facilities, e Board
of Health, the Department of Public Chari-
ties, the Tenement House Commission and
the Charity Organization Society are to-
gether trying to solve the problem. A
]mrt of the new work planned for the com-
ng year includes inquiries into exces-
sively high death rates in certain sections of
the city, the reporting of cases by physi-
cians to the Board of Health, and the pre-
vert'on of the regular recurrence cf tuber-
culosis in particular dwellings. The com-
mittee will also try to arouse the popular
mind to the conviction that consumption
fs both an infectious and a preventable
disease.

After
the game the freshmen attempted to
up Williams street. The sophomores made
a rush to break up the procession and a
fight ensued.

PULP MILL NUISANCE.

E. P. Hateh, Jr., of This City Fighting the
Pellution of Lake Champiain.

Edward P. Hatch, Jr., of Lord & Taylor
gave out a statement yesterday in regard
to a recent investigation which he made
in company with Olin H. Landreth, con-
sulting engineer of the State Department
of Health into the “pulp mill nuisance”
a, ke Champlain.

Mr. Hatch hopes that when Prof. Land-

reth makes: his report to Gov. Odell the
latter will proceed against the mills under

Mr. Hatch eays that the refuse which
the mills dump into the lake kills tons of
fish, pollutes the water and makes the

place wholly undesirable for residence.

WasamvaroN, Oct. 3.—When the first
quarter of the new fiscal year closed last
Wednesday the condition of the United
States Treasury was stronger than at any
time in ita history. It holds a larger stock
of gold than any other dapository, with
poseibly one exception, in the world; it
has a larger cash balance than it ever had
bafore; the gemeral stock of money, and
the amount of money in circulation are un-
precedentedly large; and the ratio of our-
rent receipts to current expenditures is
satisfactory. The public debt has been
decreasing month by month for many
months, and the total indebtednesa to the
oountry is now $1,307,100,720; but this was
offset to the extent of no less than $389,-
417,184 by the available cash balance and
the gold reserve in the Treasury.

Secretary Shaw is highly satisfled with
the state of the Government's finances.
The Treasury is now in excellent condition
to defray the preliminary expenses of build-
ing an interoceanic canal, up to the limit
of $80,000,000 or so, or to meet any other

Bankers Here Say It Is Not Immediately
te Be Expeoted.

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Several hundred mem in each. of the
four Weatérn mining ranges of the United
States Steel Corporation have been laid
off on aoccount of the overproduction of
non-bessemer are.

SHEET METAL INDICTMENTS.

Members of a Contraetors’ Assooiatien
Charged With Censpiraey.

Carcago, Ill., Oot. 3.—Nineteen mem-
bers of the Sheet Metal Contractors’ Asso-
olation combine, so-called, were indicted
to-~day for conspiracy to do an illegal act,
injurious to the public trade, to wit; “Un-
Justly, oppressively, unlawfully, deceit-
fully, fraudulently and knowingly to sup-
preas, prevent and destroy free and unre-
strioted competition in the bidding for and
the letting of contracts.”

The indictments were procured on the
testimony of Eli A. Rysdon and others,
Rysdon having instigated -the.investiga-
tion because of alleged injury at theshands
of the alleged combine or pool. ]

Rysdon told the jury how the Board of
Education and oorporations like the Pull-
man company, the Western Eleotrio Com-

pany and the Edison company had been
oompelled to pay exorbitant prices for
work in sheet metal. He also fnve informa-
tion concerning the alleged division of
epolls, and backed up his verbal testimony
by oﬁodn‘g dooumentary ' evidence,
According to Rysdon's testimony, mem-
bers of the pool induced outaiders to make
exorbitant bide on various jobs, promising
them a financial consideration for so doing.

SCARCER FPETROLEUM.

Price of Crude Was Advanced 8 Cents &
Barrel Twice Last Week.

The price of crude petroleum has twice
in the past week been zdvanced 8 cents a
barrel. The new range of prices is now:
Pennsylvania, $1.62, North Lima, $1.22,
South Lima and Indiana, $1.17. The failure
to discover new productive oil-bearing
territory Is responsible for the advances.
The price has been marked up by the Stand-
ard Oil Company on the idea that the
higher price will stimulate further fleld
work and that the result may be the bringing
{n of new wells. No new territory has been
found in some time, and the production
of the old wells i8 not only dwindling, but
the newer wells in the old districts are

steadily decreasing in productive volume.
It is now stated that there are not two wells
in the States of Pennsylvania, West Virginia
and southeastern Ohio that are preducing
100 barrels of oil a day. The largest pro-
ducers in West Virginia have to be shot
oocasionally to keep them flowing at all.
