Elliott had written several letters to the
President in one of which ho nclosod a
complimentary poem As it was evident
from tho communications that he was a
crank tho force of policemen and ushers-
at the White House and the adjacent Ex
ecutive Offices were instructed to be on
the lookout for him

Elliott was seen around the White House
grounds this morning At 11 oclock he
went to tho Executive Offices and asked
to sue the President but was told that It
would be impossible Ho titan went to the
White House and at the main entrance re-

newed tho request He spoke very poor
English but the officers managed to
understand that he was the man who had
sent tho poem to the President and for
whom they had been told to watch

Stone and Policemen Cissel
got the man to enter a small

waiting room to the left of the public lobby
and while ono of them went to telephone-
to the House of Detention for a vehicle to
take him away the others questioned him
as to name residence and what his busi-
ness was with the President

The man said he was a Swede and that
his name la Peter Elliott that he had boon
in this country twelve years and that he
canto here from Lancaster Ho referred-
to the poem which ho had written in honor-
of Mr Roosevelt indicating that It was in
connection with tills poem that he desired-
to see the President His speech was in-

coherent and the officers arrived at the
conclusion that ho was a maniac although
it did not occur to them that he had any
Qcsians upon the life of Mr Roosevelt
