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CAUGENAWAGA'S GAME RACE.

WINS HANDICAP OVER THE HILL
WITH TOP WEIGHT.

Odom Drives Him Home First by a Small
Margin in .he Best Finish of the Day
—Grenade’s Rancho Del Paso—Almans
zor Makes New Steeplechase Record.

Five favorites won at Morris Park vester-
day afternoon and one track record was
t~oken. The most sensational race of the
dav was the last, & handicap for three-year-
olus anu upward at a mile and a quarter
over the hill. There were only three starters
and they flnished so close together that a
big blanket would have covered the Jockeys,
John Sanford's Canghnawaga, carrying 123
pounds, was the favorite, opening at 9 to 10,
but receding to even money. Surmise, in
receipt of twenty-six pounds from the San-
ford colt, went from 8 to 5 to 5 to 2, while
Brigand, who got twenty-one pounds from
the favorite, was lowered from fours to
threes. Surmise, with ttannon up, set a very
slow pace to the top of the hill, which just
suited the top welight, and when the trio
straightened out for the long run to the
wire, they ran like a team, with Caughnawaga
in the middle. Odom went to the whip at
the final furlong and the Sanford colt re-
sponded with superb gameness, the others
hanging on like grim death. It was a case
of whipping right up to theline of the judge's
vision, where (aughnawaga won by three
parts of a length, Surmise beating Brigand
by a nose. The time was 2.08 3-5, compara-
tively slow.

Sydney Paget's St. Gatien colt, a 6 to 5
favorite, captured the Rancho Del Paso
Stakes for two-year-olds, run down the
entire length of the Eclipse course. Grenade
was always the leader, winning easily by a
length and a haif in the fast time of 1:09 4-5.

In the Meadowbrook Steeplechase at about
three miles, only two geutlemen riders, Mr.
Lvans and Mr. Mordecai, purticipated. There
were eight starters, with J. E. Widener's
Somerset, the favorite, unable to finish in
the money. P. M. Nagle's Manilian, second
choice, and J. Gerard's Aumaunzor, 8 to 1,
went off at a killlng guit, leading the others
such a chase that nobody couwld get up. At
the end of two miles Almanzos took the lead
ana won in a gallop by five lengths in 6:11,
chipping four seconds off the best record
for tne course, made by Cheval d'Or, who
won this race last year in 8:15.

In a big fleld of maidens who ran in the
first race at six and a half furlongs, Withera
course, Morris's Prince Ching, the
favorite, came from behind in the stretch
and won in a canter by six lengtha in 1:20 2-3,

Tommy Burns made all the runping with
F. R. Hitchcock’s Greencrest, the cholce
in the third race for maiden two-year-old
oolts and qeldinys Eclipse course, winning
rather easily by three parts of a length in

WATERBOY WILL RACENOMORE

CHAMPION OF THOROUGHBREDS
SUDDENLY GOES LAME.

Tratner Joyner Says He Cannot Start in
the Brighton Cup, and May Never Go
to the Post Again—Record of the
Son of Watercress and Zealandria.

If what was said at Morris Park yester-
day is based upon fact, J. B. Haggin's
Waterboy, considered by many to be the
greatest racehorse in training, will never
race again. It was with a feeling of amage-
ment that horsemen learned that the horse
had suddeniy gone wrong and had been
thrown out of training. A. J. Joyner had
been putting him under a special prepara-
tion for the $10,000 Brighton cup race, to
be run a week from next Tuesday, which
would have wound up his campaign for this
season, but two days ago Waterboy de-
veloped lameness and everything was de-
clared off. Joyner said yesterday that it
would be impossible to train Waterboy
any more this year, and that, while an at-
tempt would be made to fit him for the
races next season, it was doubtful whether
he would ever be able to go to the post
again. The trouble is in the right foreleg,
underneath the pastern. While it has not
been pronounced a breakdown, the horse Is
in such a condition as to warrant alarm
on the part of his trainer and owner.

Sydney Paget, the manager of the Hag-

in stable, sald that the horse was un-

oubtedly lame and would not start in the
Brighton cup, but as to the natureof the
inwry he was not in a position to speak.
aterboy's career has been the talk of
the turf world. As a three-year-old he
broke his shoulder, and his case seemed
hopeless, but a well known veterinary took
him in hand, and, after the ron of Watercress
and Zealandin had been hung up in a
sling for three monthe, he was turned out
for the rest of the teason. He was able to
stand training this year and readily de-
veloped sterling racing qualities, As a
weight carrier over a distance of ground he
was a real champion. He was victorious
in the Suburban Renewal, at a mile and a
uarter, at Sheepshead Bay, and then won
the Brighton Handicap, at the same dis-
tance, in 2:08 1-5, a world's record for a cir-
cular track, with 124 pounds on his back.

His next triumph was in the Saratoga
Handicap, at a mile and a quarter, when,
with 127 pounds, he outclassed his fleld and
was timed at 2:05 3-3. Waterboy was badly
beaten in the Saratoga cup, one mile and
three-quarters, by Africander and Heno,
but it was stated at the time that he was
a trifle stale, He recovered his magnifi-
cent form in the $20,000 Century Stakes, at a
mile and a half, when, carrying 126 pounds,
he disposed of The Picket, l‘feno, Hermis
and Major Daingerfield in 2:31 3-5, a new
record for the Sheepshead Bay track. He
won more than $40,000 in stakes and purses.

A great deal of talk was caused by the
elm sed matoh between Waterboy and
McChesney, arranged to be run at Brighton
Beach last July. Waterboy was ready, but
at the last moment MoChesney went lame.
There was no further chance for a match
until after McChesney had won the Twin
City Handicap, when the topic was revived.
Trainer Joyner was willing, but Owner
Haggin decided that Waterboy could not
indulge in another race this year except the
Brighton cup, at two miles and a quarter,
Conmquemﬂlz, although he was eligible for
various stakes at (Giravesend in which
McChesney started, Waterboy was kept in
his stall. Some time ago Joyner said that
it had not been decided to race Waterbo
next year, but that if he got through with
his Brithon cup engagement successfully
he might be trained for another campalign,
but this now seems to be out of the question,
and in all probability the black horse will
soon be retired to the Haggin stud.
