When racegoers entered the gates of the
Brighton Beach track yesterday they saw

infleld, submerging the steeplechuse course
to the depth of a couple of feet and making
it necessary for Timer Barretto to wade to his
usual perch. The water reached under the
ralia at the lower turn to the extent of several
feot, but otherwise the track, fetlock deep in
sticky mud, was free from the wavelets,
Though the weather was cold and threaten-
ing, a crowd numbering close to 6,000 per-
sons, including hundreds of women who
always go to DBrighton, gathered to see
what proved to be fairly good sport, pro-
ductive of four successful favorites, 'all
heavily played, and two other second choices
that enabled their backers to cash.

Before the first event, H. M. Mason, trainer
of J. . Follansbee's stable, told his friends
that he hoped to win four purses off the
reel. He slipped up with one, Eagle, who
rian third in the first race, but after that he
put Daisy Green, Astarita and Moon Daisy,
ull favorites, across the plate, much to the
discomfort of the individuals who were
handling the slates in the ring. Astarita
won the first of the Seuside serials, the Rip-
ple Handicap, at six furlongs. She was
backed from 6 to 2 to 8 to 5, with F. R.
Thomas's Young Henry and “Doc” Kyle's
Ahumada well supported at fours. When
the gate went up, Ahumada was practically
left, with Young Henry off so poorly that he
seemed to have no chance to tin. Astarita.
on the other hand, was away running, and
Hicks hustled her through the stretch, win-
ning in a drive by a short length. O'Neill
drove Rostand, 7 to 1, into the pluce a neck
in front of Young Henry, who closed with
whirlwind speed in the last quarter. The

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BRIGHTON TURF GOSSIP.

Drake Secures Stalls In Madden’'s Barn
at Bennings.

The story was in circulation at Brighton
yesterday that the Washington Jockey Club
had refused to give stable room to John A.
Drake on the ground that the demand had
exceeded the accommodations. There seemed
to be no basis for the report that the Ben-
nings management did not care to have Mr.
Drake's horses take part in the coming meet-
ing because of the plunging tactics of the
Chicago turfman, yet turfmen were busy
all the afternoon indulging in this kind of
gossip. Mr. Drake will race at Washington,
anyhow, as John E. Madden has set apart
s!x stalls in his own stables for his use. Ever
since the Trinity Bell case the statement
has been repeatedly made by irresponsible
persons that Mr. Drake was not In favor with
the local turf officials, but nobody can say
that the performances of the Drake horses,
barring this particular instance, have been
inconsistent. Those who know the cramped
condition of the stables at Bennings say that
it is hard to believe that there was animus
in the Washington Jockey Club's refusal
to furnish Mr. Drake with the uspal accom-
modations.

John J. Ryan, after talking freely about
his intention to fight the Jockey Club in the
event of being ruled off the Eastern turf,
left. for Cincinnati on Sunday. In explain-
ing the Fort Erie case of alleged “ringing,”
for which he was ruled off the Canadian turf,
Ryan said some harsh things about Vie Hol-
ler. The latter was at Brighton yesterday
and intimated that he might furnish the Jockey
Club stewards with some interesting informa-
tion regarding Ryan’'s part in the affair.
Ryan has admitted that there is a warrant
out for his arrest in Canada, and has stated
that he has never been reinstated, although
the Western .locker Club has not yet refused
to admit him to_ its tracks.

According to the best of authority there
is nothing in the report that work op Bel-
mont Park has ermnneutly ceased and
that the project has been given up. The
new racetrack will be ready for occupancy
next fall, at the latest, it is now said. Mean-
while it is currently reported that Morris
Park will be maintained for at least two more
seasons, and there is just a chance that it will
not be abandoned at all. It Is a magnificent
racing plant, is popular with the public, and
there appears to be no good reason why
it should be destroyed.

Jockey McCafferty, who broke his leg at
Sheepshead Bay, was at the track yesterday
on crutches and hopes to be able to ride at
Washington.

Joe Yeager has signed Jockey P. Barnett
to ride for him in California this winter, Bar-
nett is a promising lightweight who got into
trouble at Fort Erie some time ago but is
now in good standing.

Secretary John Boden, Jr., of the Brighton
track says that there will be no steeplechase
events until Saturday, when the Auteuil
.l\‘mk;s will be run if the course can be put
n shape.

BILLY BUCK’S WALNUT HILL CUP.

Smathers’s Horse Wins Big Prize—Judges
Suspend Gray Gem and Driver.

LExINGTON, Ky., Oct, 12.—The Walnut Hill
cup, earrying with it a beautiful silver trophy
valued at $300, the gift of L. V. Harknessa,
owner of the great breeding establishment
for which the classic race was named, was
the feature of another great programme down
for decirion at the Breeders’ Association course
to-day. The weather being perfect and
the track fast, 5,000 persons were on hand
to cheer the winners home.

The rich trophy fell to the favorite, E. E.
Smathers’s Billy Buck, after he had lost the
first heat to the Transylvania winner Caspian,
which horse, by going the heat [n 2:07%, low-
ered the record for this race by two seconds.
This is Billy Buck's tenth win in eleven starts
this year, and his earnings now foot up $32,300.
The time in the 2:08 trot made that event gen-
sational, as both Fereno, the favorite and
ultimate winner, and Prince of Orange, the
winner of the second heat, broke the track
record in a race, and the timesof the three
heats, 2:08%, 2:06%, 2:07%, make them the
fastest average three heats trotted inarace
this vear.

The judgee scented a job in the 2:14 trot,
in which the sharpshooters lit on uracie
Kellar to beat the favorite, Gray Gem. The
latter wom the first two heats, and then the
good thing came on and took the next two
The judges, however, for the fifth heat took
W. B McDonald out from behind uray Gem,
substituting Scott Hudson, and Gray Gem
then won the heat and race. At the con-
clusion of the race the judges suspended
Driver MeDon ald and the gelding Gray Gem
for a year, and awarded 8100 to Hudson for
driving the filnal heat. The suspended
driver, McDonald, hails from East Aurora,
N. Y., and this is the first season he has driven
in this country for several years, having been
engaged in the same capacity in .\llﬁ!rlu.
He has always enjoved a good reputation.

The three-year-old race was cleverly won
by Diadem, owned by Durbin Horne, a Pitts-
burg millionaire, and the 2:14 trot went to the
outsider, Marion Wilkes, after a stubborn
contest with the favorie, Norrie, which geld-
ing won the third and fourth heats. The
time in this race for a plow class was re-
markable, inasmuch as every one of the
flve heats was trotted in 2:10 or better. The
aueen of trotters, Lou Dillon, 2:00, and all of
tﬁ..- cracks of the .

IN THE FOOTBALL WORLD.

MEMBER OF RULES COMMITTEE
ON THE DECISION AT HARVARD.

Crimson Should Have Had a Touchdown
—Deductions From Last Saturday’s
Games—Snow of Michigan Helleves In
Line Smashing—Rapid Risc of Amherst.

Much of Harvard's poor showing in foot-
ball of late, no doubt, has been due to the

| absence of Capt. Marshall from the games.
ll\mrshull‘s generalship in selecting plays,

the increase of confildence due to his presence
and the quickening of the play with him in
the game would mean speedier and better
work all around. It is impossible to look
over the material Harvard has and come to
the conclusion that her cause is hopeless.
Had Marshall been in last Saturday’s game
to insist on the waiving of the penalty when
an Amherst man got off side as Harvard was
carrying the ball to the goal line then Harv-
ard probably would have been credited with
the touchdown, to which, from all accounts
of the play, she was justly entitled. The note
to Rule 28 covers just such points as that
which arose at Cambridge. Suppose one
team had the ball on the other team's goal
line with only a minute to play. Without the
rule providing for the declining of the pen-
alty by the non-offending side the team on the
defensive could get off side in every scrim-
mage until time was up and the attacking
team, receiving only half distance each time,
would be unable to cross the line. Umpire
Holton says “the matter should be taken up
at the next meeting of the rules committee.”
The matter of providing for such contingen-
cies as that which Umpire Holton had to do
with has been taken up by the committee,
as the note to Rule 28 shows, and the wording
of the note is pretty clear.

A member of the rules committes said
yesterday that there was no question what-
ever that Harvard was entitled to the touch-
down. “ldonot care to criticise the umpire's
ruling,” sald he, “without knowing all the
facts. He may have had some good reason
for ruling as he did. He was right in blow-
ing his whistle when he did, but from what
1 have read of the play it was absurd that
Harvard should not have had atouchdown,
as the penalty could have been waived. The
rule is as clear as we could make it, soclear,
anyway, that it leaves no doubt in my mind."”

It looks as {f somebody at Harvard was
not familiar enough with the rules to get his
just dues, also that if the Harvard acting
captain acquiesced in the ruling, the incident,
as Umpire Holton says, was closed. Again,
Harvard may have been expensively con-
fident of carrying the ball over on the next
play.

The games of last Saturday indicate, among
other things, a very stanch defence on
Princeton’s part and an offence more telling

than the Jerseymen have had in several i : q oo
