NO MONEY TO MAKE CRIMB.

Friends tell me that the recent sensational
eruption of the District Attorney respecting
my candidacy on the Democratic ticket may
not have been altogether prcmpted by his
anxiety to recover the footlights from which
he retired disoredited, and was not upn-
connected with my attitude as a publio
official respecting some of his expenditures
of public moneys. 1t should be known to the
people that ave consistently opposed the
payment of public money for the procure-
ment of evidence of crime when that evidence
could be obtained only by lndudna persons
to commit crime. From the standpoint of
moral and decent publie policy, I regard
Jerome's and (ireene’s expenditures of this
kind as improper charges against the city.

I also do not hesitate to say that their meth-

ods of suppressing vice by riotous or violent |

entry of private houses with axes and crow-
bars and by putting crime for the time being
under public pay
porhag, with a government of the irre-
sponeible strong, but not in accord with the
cherished theories of American government.
I have always felt that the methods which
have been and are still employed for the sup-
presaion of .certain kinda of viece In this city,
and which have the strenuous indorsement
of Jerome and Creene, are not right methods,
and I have belinved that if the facts could be
fully known to the people of this city that
they would put an end politically to the men
reapnnsible for them.

STILlL ANTAGONIZES THE EVILS
OF TAMMANY HALL.

Execullve Commiitee, However, Adepts
Fifteen’s Report and (Inderses LIty
Ticket—MoeCarren Heads Five te As-
sist Shea to Manage the Campaign.

Hugh McLaughlin, the leader of the
Democratio organization in Brooklyn, does
not approve of the action of the committee
of filteen in recommending to the execu-
tive committee the indorsement of the
whole Democratic city ticket. He has not
budged an inch trom his hostile attitude,
issued this
authorized “interview":

Mr. McLaughlin was asked whether the
action of the special committee involved or
would necessitate any change in his own at-
titude in the campaign. “Not in the least.”
wus the answer. Continuing, he said: “I
take back notning that 1 have said, and abate
none of my desire to have the community
roused in antagonism to all the evils with
which Tapunauy is identified. 1 see in tie
present campaign that deeper than any politi-
oul issue lies the great moral issue of de-
cency against orime, purity of life againet
‘Red Ligutism,’ honesty in public office aguinst
graft. 1t would be impossible for me to give
any countenance o what Tammany is and is
doing wituoul being false to the people of
Brooklyn, false to my own convictions and
doubly false to tne whole cause of good gov-
erument.”

The campaign motto candy was distributed
amnong the children of all the schools and
placed on sale in every Jersey City candy
shop.

The candy gets sticky when subjected
to the temperature of a s&chovluoy'’s pocket
and the red letters will do to print with,
School children discovered that fact and
?ressed the lozengcs against their fore-

weads, cheeks and noses till they became
living campaign mottoes walking around
the streets.

“Mayor Fagan is now in everybedy's
mouth,” said an enthusiastic Republican.

Boss Davis has a notion, which every-
body doesn't seem to share with hitn, that
all the school teachers are for Murphy
tecause when he was in the Jersey Legis-
latiire some vears ago he favored an in-
crease of teachers' salaries.
