—Money Higher.

The heaviest shipments of currency
aver made to the West and South in one
{ay through the United States Sub-Treasury
were arranged by looal banks yesterday.
The total amount forwarded by telegraph
was $2 875,000, of which $2,025,000 was sent
to St. Louis, $850,000 to Chicago and $200,000
1o New Orleans. Requests for the forward-
ing of fully $3,000,000 were received by
New York banks yesterday from St. Louis
financial Institutions, but in some Instances
+he full amount asked for waa not furniched
ny the New York correspondents.

“These large transfers to St. Louls are
similar to the heavy shipments of currency
racently to Baltimore when trouble to the
general financial situation tHere was threat-
ened at the time of the failure of two Balti-
more trust companies. The relief then
axtended by New York rroved fample, and
the advices received in this city yesterday
from St. Louis indicated that there had
heen a similar result in the West. Call
money on the New York Stock Exchange
advanoced to 44 per cent., and many lenders
marked up time money to a minimum of
, per cent. for all datea. To crop moving
demands were attributed the currency
shipments to Chicago and New Orleans.
Ihere had been hog:s expressed prior to
vesterday in some banking quarters that
the usual demands of this sort would not
seeur this season.

Wall Street seems to share the 8t. Louis
suspicion that rumors intended to create
distrust of certain flnancial institutions in
that city were put into circulation by some
bear crowd for market purposes. Private
advices received yesterday from St. Louis
described an intemse feeling there aguiust
those on whom the suspicion rests. While
the opinion seems to be very general that
these rumors, if not really invented, at least
were wilfully ciroulated in the interest of
market speculation, the responsibility is
variously placed. Thers are st least three
sources whence the rumors might have been
iesued, assuming that the suspicions are well
tounded, und the latitude for surmise, there-
fore, is rather wide, In support of tha gei -
eral suspicion it is recalled that 4t several
critical periods in the stock murket this
vear operators for the decline Invented and
circulated rumors in a very reckless munner,
having at different times half the big houses
in the Street on the verge of bankruptcy
These St. Louis rumors were [irst received
by Wall Street wire houses ut least a fort-
night ago. BSeveral houses promptly sup-
pressed them upon assurances from their
own correspondents in 8t. Leouis thut they
were buseless. ‘The rumors continued to
come and then inquiries were made about
them at Chicago. The Chicago correapond-
ents at first replied that it waas all news to
them, but a few days later they telegraphed
that similiar reporta had found circulation
in that city. The wire houses at length were
fairly forcad to put the rumors on their wires
in justice to clients, who had some right to
the information.

It is reported that the Weil crowd is again
active In the market on the bear side. It
was said on the floor vesterday that a good
deal of short selling for that account was done
in Monday's session.

The market opened with an unexpected
display of strength, upsetting the calculu-
tions of those who were prepared to buy on
any further price recessions. Some thought
the market was being held to be sold, but
others insisted that it showed inherent
strength. Traders inclined to the former
view and put out short stocks rather freely
during the forenoon. "Later in the day they
made a concerted attack upon St. Paul,
selling it down to 130%, but a minimum
of long stock was dislodged. The selling
throughout the list waa principally by traders,
and they seemed to he losing stocks. Si.
Paul recovered its loss rather easlly, react-
ing in the late trading, however, from 140
to 1304, and olosing unchanged from Tues-
day’s final price.

Traders had complained that St. Paul
seemed to “bull hard,” but they confessed
vesterday that they found It as difficult to
put it down as to put’' It up. One theory
about St. Paul is that a short interest is be-
ing oultivated. It is said that there is now
a large short Intereat in the stock that has
heen outstanding for some time.

Wormser was the heavieat buyer of the
market during the first hour. His buying
of Pennsylvania was particularly prominent,
amounting to about 5,000 shares. E. & C
Randolph also were prominent buyers of
that stock. The forenmoon buying of Penn-
sylvanla so reduced the floating supply that
in the afternoon the stock was bid up across
120 without trouble. 1t clgsed within X
per cont. of the highest, showing & net gain
of 14 per cent. Pennsylvanla’® sdvance
was all the more interesting because it de-
stroyed the parity between that stock and
New York Central.

the market. These interests, they say, are
bolding the market against certain big shorts
and are on the alert to anticipate coveriog
operations. The shorts, on their part, are
believed to have been making strenuous
efforts to depress the market without losing
any more stocks. This theory is advanced
to account for certain perplexing aspeots of

the market.

*I know from personal observation that
the short interest is very large and, I think,
vulnerable in places,” said a broker last night
who regularly transacts a good deal of busi-
pess In the loan department. "I walked
around the loan crowd this afternoon to satisfv
myself,” be continued, “and I saw one house
borrowing 4,000 shares of one stock, another
house borrowing 3,000 of another stock, and
so on, and in several inetances the houses
1 refer to were comparatively small, doing
business on a limited amount of capital. I
think a good many of the smaller houses are
borrowing too many gtocks. One can only
guees what the larger houses are doing. As
a rule their borrowing is done privately.”

Incerperates Its Jmey Emnd, but Hasn't
Yet Ted Up to the Existing Lines.

The Hoboken and Manhattan Railroad,
with a capital of $500,000 and the same
directorate as the New York and Jersey
Railroad, which is build the trolley
tunnel under the North ver between
Jersey City and Morton street, Manhattan,
has just been incorporated in Jersey Cit
and yesterday the plan of its twin tunn
route was filled there. Three-fourthe of
the tunnel is now completed.

The new company is the New Jeraei
branch of the original corporation, whic
to comply with the law must be incor-
porated in both States. When the railroad
is built and in operation the two companies
will be consolidated.

A report that contracts have been closed
with the Public Service Corporation of New
Jersey and the Interurban Street Railway,
here, for the power to operate the tunnel
cars, and that the cars of the former com-
pany from Jersey City, Bayonne, Newark
and Hoboken will run through the tunnel,
was denied by an officer of the tunnel cor-
poration last night.

“Tt iz quite posaible that some such plan
may be adopted,” he said, “but it is quite
untrue that any arrangements have been
made so far. We haven't got our tunnel
built yet.”
