CONRIED DEFENDS “PARSIFAL”

SAYS THE MINISTERS HAVE
WRONG IDEAS OF IT.

Based on Garbied Version, He Says—LaW-

yer Hawes Says the Opera House
Manager Is Bound Not to Produoce It
by His Former Partner’s Contraet.

Gilbert Ray Hawes, who, as counsel for

Frau Wagner, {s fighting in the United
States Circuit Court to prevent the pro-
duction of *Parsifal” at the Metropolitan
Opera House, said yesterday that he had
known for several weeks that some local

olergymen are going to oppose the pro-

duction of the opera on the ground that
it 1s sacrilegious.

“At least half a dozen of these pastors

have been coming to my office for several
weeks to talk with me about the opera,”
said Mr. Hawes, “and 1 have furnished

them with copies of it and of other papers
in the case. Of course, the main thing
with me is the legal fight, but this protest
of the clergymen will help me iucidentally

by showing the Court that there is a re-
ligious phase te the case.”

When the case is heard on Friday, Lawyer

Hawes will produce a copy of a contract
entered into in 1887 between Leo Gold-
mark of this olty and Adolf von Grose of
Germany, the manager of the Wagner
estate,

The contract, Mr. Hawes explained,
autherized Goldmark to produce in this
oountry all of the Wagner operas, except
“Parsifal,” and bound Goldmark not to
produce that opera and to do all in ‘*his
power to prevent ite production.

“At that time,” said Mr. Hawes, “Gold-
mark and Heinrich Conried were doing
business together as a firm and the action
of Goldmark was binding on Conried.”

Coples of letters written by Richard
Wagner will also be produced in court in
support of the contention of Frau Wagner,
that “Parsifal” should not be heard except
in Bayreuth. An extract from one of these
latters is;

I shall keep “Parsifal® alone and exclusive
for Bayreath., Even the King renounces
*Parsifal” for Munich.
