! Passes Away In London.
A cable from London announces the death

champion of England. Pritchard died of
! pneumonia yesterday morning, after a few
days illness, This was his second attack,
his previous sick spell having been in 1805,
| Thé news of PritchArd’'s death was recelved
with much regret, as he was very popular

i.in England.
;  Pritchard was about 39 years old and was

a wonderful pugilist in his day. He first
! came into prominence in 1887, and in 1839
he fought Alf Mitchell for the title which he
held for years. The encounter took place at
' London and Pritchard was the vioctor in four
rounds. At the time Jem Sinith, who was
then the foremost English heavyweight,
wns asked to meet Pritchard. The latter,
although weighing only 156 pounds, made
. the matoh, and everybody expected to see
him slaughtered In a few rounds. But
Pritchard _was clever and game, and after
., staving off the big man's rushes for a few
rounds finally knocked Smith out in the
 third. This victory gave Pritchard a high
| standing in English fistie circles and a contest
. with Jim Hall was arranged for him.
|  The fight came off at Brighton on the
. grounds of a well known English gentleman,
ug. 3), 1802, Pritchard was no match
| for Hall, who put him to sleep with a right
{ hand swing on the jaw. arren Lewis
