The prisoners were
brought to Chicago late in the afternoon.

He was awnkened and found
the muzzle of a revolver in hia face. All
the fight had left him, as was the case

with his pals. He submitted and was
brought to the city at dusk.
Meanwhile the special train bearing

forty-eight Chicago policemen under As-
sistant Chief Schuettler had arrived at
Miller's Station, only to find “Anslee's
weilar” empty and the robbers gone.

BEOAN WITH SMALL HOLD-UPS.

The substance of the confeesions made
shortly after midnight this morning, as
related to the Grand Jury to-day, was
given by Assistant State's Attorney Crowe,
who, with State's Attorney Olsen and others,
was present with the prisoners in Inspector
Lavin's office. One of the confessions
said:

“It was about the 18t of March this year
that we got tired of working. The hum-
drum of ordinary working for a living
appeared to us to be too monotonous and
we decided to lead a lifo of crime. The
first job that we did was at Sheffield avenue
and Roscoe street, where 1.0 one was killed.”

There was at that hold-up Roeski and
Van Dine. The second hold-up was at
North Ashland avenue and Otto street, in
which Marx, Niedemier and Roeski were

present. Marx said:
“We killed the saloonkeeper and only got
$2.35."

At this point Marx pulled out a Lutheran
catechism, He underscored the Sixth Com-
mandment, “Thou shalt not kill," and
handed it to Vau Dine and the rest of the
boys.

“The next place we held up was Peter
Goerska's at 2611 Milwaukee avenue. We
got about $9 and killed or shot no one.

*After this we held up a saloon at North
Forty-seventh and West North avenues,
that is, Van Dine and Niedemier did. We
killed two men. They would not hold up
their hands, so we plugged them. We got
$8in the place. The price of lives was going
up, they were worth $4 apiece this time.

*We decided, however, that we would go
after something big and we only held one
more saloon up after this. That was
Greenberg's, at Robey and West Madison
streets, where we made the Jew look funny.
We told him to throw up his hands, and he
did throw them up and told us the place
was ours. Van Dine at this time remarked
that his girl was outside and, he was afrald,
recognized him. Within an hour after-
ward he was talking about the robbery
and said it was a shame that any one should
hold Greenberg up.

OUGHT TO BE HANGED, THEY SBAID.

“The night that we killed the man at
North Ashland avenue and Otto street,
we went south to Kedzie avenue and West
Lake street and got on the Lake street
elevated, where we were talking to the
ticket agent, who told of us the shooting,
and we remarked that a lot of men that
wonld do that ought to be hanged.”

“1 guess we will be if we get what's com-
ing to us,” put in Van Dine.

“We next began to investigate the car
barns and we looked most of them in the
city over. The Elston avenue barns did
rot seem inviting. We finally decided that
the Sixty-first street and Seventy-ninth
street barns could be made in one night
without any trouble and we carefully ar-
ranged and planned every detail which was
carried out without a hitch.

THE CAR BARN MURDERS.

“On the night of the car barn hold-up,
we took a State street car as far as Sixty-
third street and from Sixty-third street
we walked out to Seventy-ninth street.
We got theretoo late. It wasafter 1o'clock
in the morning and the office was closed up
and all were gone. We then went back to
Bixty-third street.

“Niedemier and Van Dine stayed at a
billboard near the place while Marx went
around to see if everything was all right.
In a few minutes Marx gave the signal
that everything was all right and gave
the signal to come on. Niedemier was
to stand at the window, smash the glass
and let the people on the inalde know that
be had them covered. Marx was to hold
up any one in the reception room and Van
Dine was to get the money.

Marx went in, directed the two men in
ghe reception room to throw up their hands,
which they did, and Van Dine struck the
yed glass at the cashier's desk, where the
monductors hand in their money, with the
sledge, 8o that he might have a good view
of the inslde. Marx told him to smash the
door in, About this time Niedemier
smashed the window in and opened fire,
and, after several were shot, Van Dine,
who had secured the sack, went inside to
get the money. He dropped the money on
the floor and Niedemier, who had come
in the window at this time, started to swear
at him because of his awkwardness.

Marx went into the washroom to see if
there was any one in there. He saw John-
son crouched and hiding and thought it
advisable to kill him, and did kill him. The
eonfeasion adds:

“After we gathered the money in a sack
Van Dine threw it on his shoulder. Marx
went out of the window first, Van Dine
second and Niedemier brought up the
rear guard. We crossed over the Mid-
way Plaisance, entered Jackson Park,
hid in some bushes opposite the Field
Museum until morning and when daylight
came we divided the money, each getting
abius 8750,

“We came out on Cottage Grove avenue
about 10 o'clock in the morning, and we
passed Capt. Shippy and a couple of police-
men. We knew they were looking for
the men who had committed the robbery,
but they did not know us, and we felt secure.

After this we determined that the only !

thing was to get trains and to blow up
safes.

BOUGHT DYNAMITE IN CRIPPLE CREEK.

“Marx and Niedemier went to Cripple
Creek to buy dynamite, 8o they could not
be traced. Van Dine went to Cincinnati to
huy mageazine guns, because we under-
stood there were no questions asked when
vou purchased revolvers, like in Chicago.
We were figuring on holding up a North-
western train, the fast train going north,
but somehow or other we miscarried every
time.

“We then decided to get the American
Express safe, which was guarded by police-
men with shotguns, and we hired a wagon

for this purpose. We were to shoot the |

driver when we got to a dark place at Kinzie
and Orleans streets, before entering the
station; jump on the express company's
wagon and drive to Bobey street, where we
bad a wagon waiting; transfer the safe to
eur wagon, plant it and blow it open at our
Risure. We had the 100 pounds of dyna-
mite stored out in the country, and it be-
came frozen.

“All four of us went out there to practise
pistol shooting and thaw out the dynamite
Niedemier was the best shot. It was
out there that the police found a number of

TRAIN ROBBERY FAILED.
I “After this we got the Northwestern
train. Roeski and Van Dine were 'id in the
baggage car and we were to kill the express
company’s messenger and kill the enginoer
and fireman if necessary, but we got sepa-
rated on the train,and Marx tried to attract
our attention, and in doing #o had to shoot
and shot the fireman in the thigh. We
jumped off the train and got away, having
failed this time, but intended to get it an-
other time. There wug gn understanding
between us that in case any one of us should
be arrested, the remainder of us were to
kill the witnesses if we could, then rescue
whoever should be arrested.

“When we heard of Marx's arrest and his
killing Quinn, we decided that Policeman
William Blaul should be put out of the
way. He was the most important witness
against Marx, and with this end in view
we hung around his house all night and
had he appeared he would have been a
dead man. Either ona of us was a dead
shot a block away. We stayed there all
night and the next morning’ we learned
why we did not see him. He had been
sent out in the country.

PLAN TO BLOW UP A SBTATION HOUSE.

“We then decided to rescue Marx. We
knew the Sheffield avenue station and
knew just how to rescue him, and hLad
Marx not talked he would have been rescued
the night after Le did talk. We decided
on the following plan: We would set fire
to some large barn or dance hall in the
neighborhood, something that would start
out a big fire quickly. This, we knew, would
take out the patrol wagon, the fire wagon
and most of the officers in reserve. When
the station was practically deserted we
would enter it from the front, cover the
man at the desk and any other officer who
might be in there, kill them if they resisted,
go down and cover up the lockup keeper,
and if he should happen to hide the keys
we had dynamite enough to blow the lock
and get Marx out.

THE SHOOTING AT THE DUGOUT.

“That noontime, however, we saw in the
papers that Marx had talked. Then we
krew it was all up and decided to get away.
Niedemier got 812/ from his mother and
we started for the Kankakee swamps,
thinking that was the place most likely
that we would be safest. The papers had
it all wrong; we did not shoot half gs much
as they sald we did down in Ind8na. In
fact, we shot only about ten shots all to-
gether. Roeeki i8 the only one who shot
wild. When Driscoll came from behind
a tree with a gun and started to go to the
dugout, where we were, Niedemier just
took one shot at him and fixed him.

*Zimmer was behind the tree and he stuck
his face out and Van Dine fired three shota
at him, hitting him in the face twice. When
we got away from there and got on a train
the brakeman got fussy and Nledemier
took a shot at him and fixed him.”

At this point Niedemier broke in and
sald to Van Dine:

“You are making quite a hero of yourself,
but you ain't a bit more game than any
of the rest of us.”

Niedemier said it was too bad that
Marx was arrested, that they had so many

can Express Company's safe at the North-
western Depot.

“It would be o easy,” he said, “to shoot
the two men off the wagon and make away
with it, and it is too bad Marx waa in such
a hurry to talk, because we would have fixed
Blaul and got all the rest of the witnesses
who were in the saloon at the time of the
killing of Quinn qut of the way and rescued
Marx from the police station.”

The $1,500 reward offered for the capture
of Marx will probably be divided between
Detective Blaul and the family of his dead
partner, Detective Quinn.

BIG SCHEME OF CATTARAUGUS
COUNTY POLITICIANS.

Senator Fancher Secures Lease to Nearly
1,000,000 Acres of Lands In Indian
Territory for O1l Purposes—Millions
in It if the Lease Can Be FExtended.

SaLAMANCA, Nov. 28.—State Senator Al-
bert T. Fancher and State Senate Clerk

| James Spencer Whipple are home from

Washington, where they, in company with
Speaker 8. Frederick Nixon of Westfield,
and Congressman Edward B. Vreeland,
have b_een making an effort to engineer
an Indian deal that will make Mr. Vree-
land's Indians allotment bill look like a
cancelled postage stamp if it is carried to
a successful conclusion.

The present scheme had its inception
about eight y:ars ago, when Eenator
Fancher drifted into Indian Territory
in company with a speculator of the name
of Glenn, after a series of unsuccessful
deals in Buffalo real estate which reeulted
disastrously to several of his former con-
stituents of Cattaraugus ocounty. The
metheds that have contributed to Mr.
Fencher’s political success at home were
brought into play among the great chiefs
of the Territory, and with a liberal allow-
ance of the material that is said to talk
the Senator succeeded in securing a lease
of nearly one million acres of Indian land
for oil purposes.

Without awaiting the approval of the
lease by the Interior Departmoant, Mr
Fancher put down several wells and was
rfwardod by finding ofl in paying quanti-
ties, In the meantime, Congressman Vree-
land and Messrs Nixon, Whipple and, it is
said, Lieut.-Gov. Higgins werelet in on tho
deal and an effort made to secure some
means of rapid and economical transpor-
tation for the oil. As the lease was only
secured for ten years and has but two more
years to run, it was also found desirable
to secure an extension of time.

J. M. Guffy, the millionaire cil operator
of Pittsburg, was appealed to, and after
looking over the property made an ofier
to the syndicate of one-tenth royvalty and
$1 an acre bonus on 160,000 acres of the
lease, provided consent was obtained for
the laying of a pipe line into the territor
by the Standard Oil Company. The Stand-
ard, however, declined to have anything to
do with the matter or to handle a barrel
of the oil unless the lease was properly
approved by the Secretary of the ?nwrlor;
and there is where the trouble began.

The rolitical influence of the various
members of the syndio:te and their friendly
relations with esident Roosevelt were
counted upon to smooth out all difficulties,
but it is understood that, notwithstanding
the favorable attitide of the Preeident, a
8nag was encountered in the jyerson of Sec-
retary Hitchcock, who o L)oeed the mensure
most stubboruly.
