This Year Wil Reach $230,000,000.

WasHiNaTON, Nov. 28.-~The (Commis-
i sioner of Internal Revenue says that the
| receipts for the current fiscal year from all
sources of internal taxation will not be
less than $280,000,000, This estimate, he
says in his annual report to the Secretary
of the Treasury, is predicated on the re-
, turna of the first three months of the fiscal
period and on existing trade conditions.
Last year's receipts were $230,740,925.

For tho current flscal year, yesterday's
Treasury statement gives the internal
revenue collections actually covered into
the Treasury since July 1 todate as $100,428,-
424. The figures for the same date last
Year were $06,422,633. Last year's entire
receipts were about $41,000,000 less than those

KAISER'S THROAT SLOW TO HEAL.

Disquieting Reports In Berlin as to His
Condlition.
Special Cable Despatch to THE SUN,

LoNDON, Nov. 28.~-Very disquieting are
all the reports in regard to the health of
Emperor Williamm. The wound produced
by the operation on his throat is, in serni-
official language, slower to heal than was
hoped for, and its place, upon the vocal cord
renders it liable to constant irritation.

In Berlin this week certain definite
alarming reports have been discussed.
It should be borne in mind, however, that
such reports are practically inevitable
considering the present circumstances and
the history of the royal family. Nor is it
surprising that the reassuring statements
in regard to the non-malignant c¢haracter
of the Emperor's ailment do not receive
the frank credence to which their official
character seems to entitle them.

Anotlier fact which does not receive due

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FINDING HER MANCHURIAN ¢
VENTURES UNPROFITABLE.

Talk of a Compromise That Would Insure
the Neutrality of the United States
—Japan, Not Inclincd to Belleve These
Reports, Looks on Stluatlon as Scrious.

Speclal Cuble Despaten o THE SUS |
L.oNDON, Nov. 28.--Contradictory reports |
come from St. Petersburg and Tokio re- |
gzn'dingjlhn ¢risis in the Far East. The |
Russian authorities give the most pacific |
version of thesituation, while all despatches |
from Japanese sources represent the crisis
as grave. TheJapanese Legation in London
regards the condition as bad as it could pos-
sibly be, short of war itself.

Japan at the present moment recalls the *
advice of the Chinese proverb, “Strike
when you hear pacific words and see war-
like acts.” The belief grows stronger
in Japan that Russia i8 merely seeking
a little more time for preparations before
sending a peremptory refusal to the de-
mands made upcn her. {

On the other hand, some people, even I
those in diplomatic circles, are heginning i
to think that there is some genuineness in
the reports that Russia is really repenting
of her Manchurian ventures, which she finds I
have been wholly unprofitable. 't is cer- |
tain that a section of the Russian press is
assiduously building a bridge over which
Russia can, if the need should arise, grace-
fully retreat fromn her present position.

A compromise which is openly suggested
is that Russia should annex that part of
Manchuria between the railway and the
Amur River and give up every ambition
connected with the southern branch of the
line. She could retain some sort of hold
upon the lineitself by aninternational guar-
antee,

This proposition is particularly designed
as a concession to American demands,
and it is argued that it would insure the
benevolent neutrality of the United States
in any future developments. Inthe present
critical state- of international relationships
Russia would do much to attain this end.

In the meantime the internal situation in
Russia is becoming alarmingly worse.
Many largg districts in various parts of the
empire are in a state of smoldering revolu-
tion. Many large towns, inciuding Baku
in the east, and Vitebsk in the west, are
under martial law. Revolutionary proc-
lamations have been distributed among
the soldiers in nearly all garrison towns
asking them to bind themselves on oath
to refuse to fire on the people in case of dis-
turbances. The authoritice ordered the
soldiers to surrender these papers on pain of
heavy penaltics, vet only one-third of them
could be obtained.

IOTTERY LAW ['OR CUBA,

senate Approves It—I'rofits to Be Used
for I'aying the Army.
Speefal Cable Despa'ch to THE SUN,

HAVANA, Nov. 28.—The Senate to-day
approved a bill for a special lottery de-
partment to be established by the Admin-
istration. The bill provides that the Gov-
ernment shall secure 70 per cent. of the
prizes divided with the public in the draw-
ings. It is stipulated that there shall not
be more than three drawings each month
and two extraordinary ones a year. The
maximum prize in ordinary drawings is
to be $100,600 and in extraordica1y ones
$500,000. Foreign lottery tickets wiil have
to pay under the bill a customs duty of 100
per cent. ad valorern.

All money received from the lottery and
the grale of foreign ticke!s is to be applied
to the pay of the Cuban Army.

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WOMAN ACCUSED OF MURDER.

Her Four Year Old Foster Child Found
Dying at Foot of Stairs.

The death of four year old Mary Conning of
10 McWhorter street, Newark, on Friday
night is put down as murder by the Newark
police, and her aunt and fogter mother,
Mrs. Catherine Ray, is in jail awaiting
cxamination next Friday. Joseph Ray,
the driver of a distributing wagon in that
city for a newspaper, is the husband of the
young woman under arrest. He is 28
years old and has the reputation of being
steady. She is just over 21, and is addicted
to drink. She is the daughter of Maurice
Flynn, a contractor.

The Rays have two children, but in Feb-
ruary last adopted little Mary Conning,
who was a daughter of Ray's sister. The
neighbors say that the child had a hard
time when left alone with its foster mother
and while Ray was at work on his wagon.
Several times recently Ray appeared in
the Third precinct police court as a com- l
plainant against his wife for drunkenness
and she became known as one of the tough
characters of the precinct. She was spree-
ing on Friday with another woman and
locked the Conning child in her bedroom,
taking her own children to the home of a
relative. Ray returned and found the house
locked up and broke in through the back
door to find the foster child locked in the
bedroom and crying.

He left, but returned later and found his
wife in a bad mood and the child missing.
Ray made a protest agamnst her brutality
to the child and she drove him from the
house with a three tined kitchen foric, with
which she flercely lunged at him. He went to
the nearest telephone and c lled up Po-
lice Sergeant Loftiig, who sent thee police-
men to the houee, They sent back a call
for detectives and an ambulance. They
had found the Conning child at the bottom
of a flight of stairs in the basement in o
dying condition and the woman in such a
violent condition that they haed trouble
in controlling her. The child died in tha
ambulance on the way to St. James's Hos-
pital, and County Physician McKenzie
said that death was caused by abuse. A
broken chair indicaied that the drunken
woman had used it to inflict the injuries, and
the emaciated condition of the little torm
suggested deprivation. There was a small
cut on the forehead of the girl and the body
was a mass of bruises and cuts, caused
apparently by a blunt instrument.

he woman was atill in a maudlin conditicn
when she was arraigned yesterday, and
was sent to jail. Several boarders in the
house and her husband were called upon to
appear at the examination.
