WASHINGTON, Nov. 28.—The card offered
py the Washington Jockey Club at Ben-
nings to-day was very interesting, and there
was a splendld attendance. The weather
wus milder and the talent had a very profit-
able day, as three favorites and a well played
second choice won, the other eventa going
to long shote,

The Hunters' Champion Bteeplechase, at
about three miles, resulted in a cracking good
race, the lhorses fencing (n beautiful atyle
except Red Hawk and Ailanthus, who fell
early in the contest. Nine good timber
toppers pulled out, with Simon Kenton, Mara
up, favorite at 8 to 3, and Almanzor, Henry
in the saddle, second choice. Almanzor
went to the front as soon as Starter Cassidy
gave the word, followed by Simon Kenton and
Red Hawk. This order was maintained for
the first clreuit of the track. At a mile and
& half Almanzor was still leading by a length
and a half, with 8imon Kenton second and
Red Hawk third, Atlanthus, who was running
well up, took off too soon and fell. Round-
ing the far turn for the last time Red Hawk
fell. Almanzor had increased his lead to
eight lengths, but in the stretch Mara sat
down and commenced to ride the favorite
hard, forcing Henry to ride out Almanzor
to win by three lengths. Simon Kenton
was second, twelve lengths in front of Mor-
rellton Chief. The last named carried Mon-
trip into the rail at the head of the stretch
and was disqualified, Montrip being placed
third.

The handicap for two-year-olds, fourth on
the card, at six furlongs, Columbia course,
brought out ten good youngsters. J. A.
Bennett's Alforten was a hot favorite, but
a bad breuk spoiled whatever chance he had.
He was last away from the barrier, but
Michaels rushed him up in the first quarter
and took all the run out of him and had noth-
ing with which to finish.

ENGLISE RACING SEASON ENDS

AMERICAN JOCKEY RIDES WIN-
NER OF HANDICAP.

Dispersal Sales Will Be the Largest on
Record—Report That Duke of Rox-
burghe Will Buy Horses Not Confirmed
—James Miller Biggest Stake Winner,

Special Cable Despatch to THE SUN,

LoNDON, Nov. 28.—The English racing
season ended consistently to-day at Man-
chester in a downpour of rain.

The race for the Mancheeter November
Handicap of 1,500 sovereigns was won
by B. Ellam's Switchcap, ridden by the
American jockey Mclntyre, at odds of
25 to 1. J. Hare's St. Moritz was second
and A. P. Cunliffe’s Lord Rossmore third.
The betting against St. Moritz was 8 to 1
and against Lord Rossmore 100 to 12,
Twenty-four horses ran,

The annual sales of thoroughbreds will
be hbld next week at Newmarket. They
will bring more horses into the auction
ring than any sportsman reme_mbem. The
dispersal of the Keene and Whitney stables
would have made the sales abnormal in
any case, but the deaths of Prince Holt_yk-)ﬂ
and Sir J. Blundell Maple, both prominent
horse owners, in the last week of the season
have made the situation unprecedented.

GOOD FOOTBALL FOR NEXT YEAR.

Big Colleges Carry Over Enough Material
to Make Fine Teams.

Harvard, Yale, Princeton, Columbia and
other leading teams carry over enough
good material to next year to give promise
of a higher grade of football than this year.
There was no want of good material this
year, but not a team was produced that
was the equal of the champion Yale team
of 1002, the champion Harvard team of 1801,
or the champion Yale team cf 1900. Not
one of this year's teams had the finish of
those others,

Harvard's good material was not made
tho most of and was whipped into shape
too late, while at Yale injuries to valuable
men played a part in the defeat by Prince-
ton. A few years back football defence
was better relatively than offence, and the
problem was to develop the offence. The
problem scems to have been solved. At
any rate, offence was stronger relatively
than defence all along the line. The leading
feature of the season's attack was Har-
vard's “four-in-hand,” held in reserve for
Yale, a torment to Yale for the most part,
but stopped beautifully when the goal
line was in gravest peri. As berween
the two conditions, that in which the offence
is the stronger means more scoring and
hence more interesting play, but the coaches
next year, while seeking to make the offence
as strong as possible, will doubtless be
scheming on how to stop the ripping tackle-
back and tandem formations with more
success than this year.

Harvard may lose the whole right side
of her line next year, the stronger side,
Bowditch has played four years, Knowlton

may not return, and A. Marshall will be
graduated in June. Clothier, left end,
also will be graduated. Parkinson, Le

Moyne and Derby will be back. Meier, the
guod left tackle, will be graduated in June,
but will be eligible if he returns to college.
Carl Marshall has played his last year,
and the four-year rule may bar Schoelkopf.
There are good backs left in Hurley, Nichols
and Mills, while Noyes, s\ bstitute quarter-
back, returns.
