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STAW'S “CANDIDA” PLATED.

A BRILLIANT AND PARADOXI('AL
MATINEE AT THE PRINCESS.

Arnold Daly's Little Company Distine
guishes Itself In a New Dramatio
Production, Mr. Daly In the Leading
Role—A Play With Potentialities.

At last New York has witnessed a per-
formance of (ieorge Bernard Shaw's “Can-
dida"! Put on most unpretentiously yes-
terday afternoon at the Princess Theatre,
without any undue flourishing of mana-
gerial or histrionic trumpets it pleased
immensely an audience that quite thronged
the little Broadway playhouse, Nor did it
prove caviare to this assemblage; though
it would bore a first-night gathering,
«candida” has the potentialities of a great
play, but contains no smart speeches or so-
called dramatic situations. You may there-
fore fancy its reception if presented before
people who love musical comedy.

It is some vears ago since Janet Achurch
was in this country, where she came to in-
gtruct us in the art of Ibsen. If she had
not enjoved a falling out with Richard
Mansfield we might have heard “Candida”
gooner, In his written preface to his plays
the Irish author declares that Mr, Mans-
field had confessed himself beaten by the
physical difficulties presented in the part
of the youthful poet, Eugene Marchbanks,
Doubitless this was true, and a truth of the
order that Shaw would never let pass without
recording it, for he never forgave Mans-
field's conception of Bluntschli in “Arms
and the Man.” That is, he said, he never
would; nor did he think highly of the “Devil's
Digciple,” though he never saw Mansfield
easay the piece,

Thus it was that we have been too long
deprived of a brilliant, withal paradoxical,
play. (Every one says “raradox” when
Shaw's name is mentioned, not reallzing
that his lines are never more deadly in
their truth than when he wears the mum-
mer's maek) The ochiefeat thing about
yesterday's performance was its high order
of excellence, Ten years ago such a grasp-
ing of the dramatist's intentions would
not have been possible, for Shaw was re-
garded as a cynic, a burlesquer in the
robes of W. 8. Gilbert. To-day we know
him as something far more serious. He
haseducated his public as well as his actors.

To be brief, “Candida” was exceedingly
well played on this occasion. If this is
the measure of what Arnold Daly can do
in stage management and interpretation,
then we wigh to remark that this young
actor has never been taken seriously be-
cause he has never taken himself so seri-
only before. His conception of Kugene
oould be bettered—what interpretation
cannot?—for Mr. Daly is a trifle too sophis-
ticated] in expreseion, his features are too
mundane for the assumgption ©t a poet's

rsonality, and this particular poet, whn
at once Shaw's mouthplece, mingled

with much of the audacity o{ a Shellev isa |

perilous role to portray. It speaks volumes
for Mr. Daly’s supplenem of temperament
that he was able to slip into Eugene's skin
more than once, that he did not elicit idle
laughter in episodes where undue em-
& asis would have precipitated the charac-

r into the unenviable field inade famous

by George du Maurier. His Eugene was

neither Poatlethwaife nor was it pert or
lloggv in ser.l imeat,
Mitchell as the Rev. James

Mavor Moreu the brawny Christlan So-
elalist vlnrgvmun was admirable, sim )lv
admirable. He., too, avoided un
lining the character, He was not pnoua—
crusty or ecclesiastically unctuous
finely balanced study’ of a perplex
earnest. worker in the vineyard, uuerly
without humor, as are all men with missions,
and conjugally selfish as are moet men

without ~them. Herbert Carr was the
“fat-headed” old humbuf Burgess, the
father of Candida. We leave it to Mr.

Shaw to explain how such a supernally
far-sightod, well-bred worman as this daugh-
ter could stem from such wvulgar stock.
Mr. Carr got out of the part all there was
fn it, with its alternation of sly ragcality
and ml\ cockney hypocrisy. Mr.
Inu!r. as a tvpically timid curate was ex-
eellent, while Proserpine Proasythe typist,
was capitally enacted by Louise Closeer.

Her scenes Mth Burgesa and Eugene were |

verv conical in their seriousness,

There remains Candida. It i8 not a
facile r'le. Indeed, Shaw lends new values
tte all of his characters. Candida is not his

greatest. In. “Mrs, Warren'’s Profession”
there is one that is more intense; in “Cesar !
and Cleopatra” the Egyptian Queen with
the foteful nose has more variety and humor.

Yet ¢ an ida is both diffiruit and interesting.
Comelv Dorothy
the praise she was accorded by an ex-
ceptionally acute and sympathetic audience.
She was womanly —a hateful word to the
Colti Socialist--and she was witty. She
moved at first a little stifly in the bonde of
the charaeter, bui thai i
futurs periormances. Her “shawl” speech
~—which wonld have heen hissed ten years
ago tor its outspok n Ibseniem-—was re-
«eived with applause, and the final perora-
tion in Act ]H was exceedingly well ex-
ecuted: it was natural, and warm with re-
etrained pathos--the pathos of the woman
who aees her husbhand as a grown-up baby.

It wvit+ matched Mr. Daly's departure,
the most technically trying moment of
the ploey falso move on either sgide

would hgve brought the house tumbling
about their ears with inappropriate laughter.

The play! Ah! that will keep for future
mnmdormiun It is too good to spill out
in a general notice. “Candida”™ may be
Shaw's “Wild Duck Like Ibsen, in that
bitter dmmmlv .lrrmgnmnm of himself,
the Irishman does not spare sociallsm any
more than Church or society. He has
named his piece after the prmm‘\nl feminine
personage, but it is the poet Marchbanks,
who talks the purest Shawese throughout.
His shyness is of the sort that causes rev-
olutions. Shaw makes Candida say that
nn'hlhg is 80 conventional as unconven-
tional pmg;le and we are forced to echo
the remark, an Irish echo—nothing is so
conventional as an unconventional play-
wright: he only sgubstitutes a new conven-
tionn for the old. Mr. Shaw's particular
convention is that an exponent of muscular
Christianity like James Morell would stand
the poetic pnl.n er of Eugene for a mament.
Without granting the prohablhrv of this
crux there would have been no “Candida.”

Mr. Shaw dvllghta in a good, square en-
counter with paradox. H'n oves to
vanquish with hn dramatic dialectica in
a one sided duel his opponent, who is usually
a man of straw. Up to the last ecene in
Act 1II. all is natural, if somewhat in the
nature of a problem posed. But after
James and Kugene plead rwspecthely for
the possession of Candida, the plnv goe
up into ohscene smoke, anr‘i from a ogwal
wall knit work of ironic power, it becomes
merel: 2 possible case. Mr. Shaw's “ex-
oent i .;ml case " knocks him into the corner,
witty and smiling, until the last, but de-
featod wtterly as o dramatist in the prize
rmiz of realism.

# lose our sympathy for the trio, be-
cause the two mmen and woman aim,at
Ibeen, but only suggest the pamdoxlcal
and ite sheer delights. In conclusion let
us hope that Mr, Daly-—~who made up not
unlike Richard Le (allienne—will repeat
“Candida” next week.

Mr. Rogers is a very intelligent singer,

and though his voice i8 not of great power
or beauty he manages it with skill and
achieves good results with it. It is much

more plearant to hear 4 man sing with
taste and insight than with a plethora of
tone and a minimum of brains.

MR. "FTILE.R’S CONCERT.

Harold Bauer Pll)’l neothoven’s E Flat
Plano Concerto.

Herman Hans Wetzler gave his third
orchestral concert at Carnegie Hall last
evening to an audience whose size indicated
that the instrumental market has - been
somewhat overstocked of late. The pro-
gramme was concise. For onoe Mr. Wetz-
ler was merciful. It consisted of three
numbers, namely, a suite in E flat by Bach,
orchestrated by Mr. Wetzler; Beethoven's
E flat concerto, with Harold Bauer at the
piano, and the C minor symphony of
Brahms.

Mr. Wetzler is fond of orchestrating
Bach. He has done it before. Whether
last night's suite is the one he brought for-
ward some seasons back does not now
come to mind and it counts little. There
is always room for discussion as to whet her
Bach ought to be “all powdered up and
modernized with chignon, rouge and curls,”
but for the present we may in legal par-
lance enter a plea of confession and avold-
ance, and proceed to the brief discussion
of Mr, Wetzler's orchestration.

Little need be said about it, excapt that
it was good. It was full andfr ich and never-
theless it did not hide the characteristics
of Bach's music. Especially in the slow
movementdid Mr, W etzlnr employ the wood
wind instruments in a manner which showed
a olose study of Bach's own method of in-
strumentation. The flnale was clearly
instrumented and sounded transparent,
yet modern in texture. In short let it be
recorded that this bit of orchestration wasa
credit to Mr. Wetzler's scholarship and a
| demonstration of his maatership in a de-
partment of music in which his abillty is
un uestlonad

Bauer's performance of the Beet-
hoven concerto wasthat of a planist of polite
culture, of refined sensibilities, of terder
feelings and of good technical acoomplish-
ments. But it was not Beethoven. Mr.
Wetzler's reading of the Brahms symphony
was a Wetzler reading. That is sufficient.
