Studley, Sanger & Co. formerly did busi-
ness at 32 Spriuce street. When the firm
went out of bugineas Mrs. Sanger became
the Jegal owner and holder of the notes as
part of the assets of the firm belonging
to her husband, but she has not. been able
to get any satisfaction on them either from
Receiver Odell or his attorneys.

Eugene B. Sanger said last night at his
home at Larchmont:

“The transactions involving these notes
oceurred seven or eight years ago, and I've
forgotten most of the details about them,
At that time I was a member of the firm of
Studwell, Sanger & Co. of 32 Spruce street,
and Jackman bought leather from us. We
agreed to take these notes from him in part

Il‘ho notes had been made by a man named
Moorehead, who was a customer of the
Jackman company.

“The notes, as I remember, were pro-
tested after we had discounted them, and
we held Jackman, of course. When they
wera pot. paid and Jackman failed I remem-
ber they were turned over to a lawyer tosee
what he could get on them out of the as-
sets of Jackman's firm. That was after
Studwell, Sanger & Co. had gone out of
business, the notes being part of that firm’'s
assets. They have never been paid. I
don't know why.”

The:trial of the suit of McAlpin againat
Jackman has uncovered a number of in-
tereating pointa, Cavanagh, the firat re-
ceiver, was removed by Judge Hirschberg
and Gov.

Recelver Odell Turns Away McAlpin
Attorney.

Charles A. Hess, one of the attorneys
for George L. McAlpin, who is suing to
recover $35,000 from the A. H. Jackman
Shoe Manufacturing Company, of which
Gov. Odell is the receiver, sent his card to
the Governor at the Fifth Avenue Hotel
last night.

In the trial of the case before Justic
Dugro in the Supreme Court, yesterday
morning, the Governor's attorney, James
MeGregor Smith was on the stand.

He testifiad that the assets now in the
roesession of the receiver are valued at
$220,000, including the contract of A. J.
Pates & Co to buy the common and pre-
ferrad stock of the United Shoe Machinery
Company for $180,000.

The liabilities of the Jackman company
when it failed were but $97,000, so that it is
now more than solvent. But A, J. Bates
& Co. got assignnments of the $97,000 worth
of claims for about 12 cents on the dollar,
or for 11,000 in all. With the assignment
they got the tock of the Jackman company,

('oming out later Marshal Payn declared
that neither his opinions nor his beard had
been blunted by the interview.

Gen. Wood Proclaims the Law and the
Chiefs Promise to Obey.

MIKADO TURNS 00T THE DIET

GOVERNMENT GETS FREE HAND
TO DEAL WITH RUSSIA.

Japanese House Refused to Reconsider
Its Impeachment of the Ministry and
Session Was Dissolved—The Czhr to
Meet His Far Eastern Commission.

Speclal Cable Despatch ez to THR SUN.
Tok10, Dec. 11.—The Diet was dissolved

‘to-day. An extraordinary Cabinet meet-

ing was held yesterday afternoon, st which

Throne was discussed. It was practically
decided to dissolve the House of Repre-
sentatives, but it was agreed to give that
b.ody time to reconsider its hasty resolu-
tion of yesterday, which amounted to a
virtual impeachment of the Ministry.

The House did not avail itself of the op=
portunity, and at another meeting of the
Cabinet this morning it was finally de-
creed to dissolve the House and an an-
nouncement to that effect was made. The
refusal of the Diet to reconsider its action
was due to the decigion of extra parlia-
mentary meetings of the allied parties.

By dissolving the House the Covern-
ment secures a free hand for some months,
it not being necessary to convoke the new
House before April 5.

S1. PETERSBURG, Dec. 11.—The imperial
commission which was formed recently
for the purpose of examining into affairs
in the Far East will meet on Dec. 20. The
Czar will preside over the neetings. The
commissi n wll make a final reply to the
demands of Japun.

It is announced that on Dec. 8 the Gov-
ernment sent to Admiral Alexieff, Viceroy
of the Far East, and Baron de Rosen, Rus-
sian Minister to Japan, modifications of
their suggested reply to Japan, and that
they are now exchanging views thereon. It
is expected that the terms will be settled
and a reply sent to Tokio in a few days.

The Kussian newspapers on the whole
are pacificc. The Novoe Vremya asserts
that a settlement will be reached soon that
will in no way be offensive to Japan's amour
prepre.

LoNDON, Deo. 12,—A despatch te the
Times from Pekin says that another St.
Peteraburg telegram has been circulated
announcing that Russia accepts Japan's
demands regarding Corea, with certain
modifications, the question of the evacua-
tion of Manchuria being left in abeyance.

The repetition of such a report and the
delay are tending to shake China's con-
fidence in Japan, and influential Chinese
are becoming more favorable to the Russian
demands regarding Manchuria. Lien Fang,
the only member of the Chinese Bgard of
Foreign Affairs who speaks a foreign
language, has entered into close relations
with the Russian legation.

RUSSIA'S THREAT TO (OREA.

Diplomats Do Not Belleve Troops Will Be
Landed.
Spectal Cable Despalch to THE SUN.

S8T. PETERSBURG, Dec. 11.—-The Govern-
ment neither confirms nor denies the re-
ports of the arrival of a Russian squadron
at Chemulpo to coerce the (‘orean Govern-
ment into refusing to open the port of
Yongampho, but inferentially the report
is true.

The Government denies that M. Pavloff,
the Russian Minister at Seoul, has formally
warned Corea' against opening that port.
It says, however, that the Minister asked
the conditione under which it was pro-
posed to open Yongampho, and received
an evasive answer.

The officials here profess ignorance of
the alleged plan of the Russian Admiral
to land troops at Chemulpo. They do not
believe that Admiral Alexieff, Viceroy
of the Far East despite the almost un-
limited authority with which he is invested,
would sanction such a serious measure
without conferring with the Central Govern-
ment, and they acocordingly dismiss the re-
port as a sensational rumor. Diplomats
likewise discredit it, remarking that such
action would inflame the Japanese and
force an issue which all are interested in
avoiding.

URGING CHINA TO ACT.

Ministers Call on Prince Ching About the

Manchurian Affair.

PEKIN, Dec, 11.- M. Dubail, the French
Miuister, made overtures yesterday to
Prince Ching, president of the Board of
Foreign Affairs and member of the Grand
Council, and other Grand Councillors, to
assist in the settlement of the Manchurian
question on the ground that delay in reach-

ing an agreement is dangerous,

COLOMBIA PLANS NEW MOYE.

WILL TRY TO GET PANAMA CASE
BEFORE THE HAGUE COURT.

Wayne MacVeagh Engaged as Counsel
—Request to Be Made to Secretary
Hay—United States WIM Decline to
Be a Party to Any Sach Action.

LoNDoN, Dec. 11.—A despatoh from Paris
to the Pall Mall Gasetle says that Colombia
intends to take action to vindicate tegally
her rights against the French Panama
Canal Company, as well as against the
United States. She proposes to base her
case against the canal company on Article
XXI. of the original concession to the De
Lesseps company, which forbade the trans-
fer of the rights to any other nation,

In the case of the United States it is pro-
posed to appeal to the permanent tribunal
of arbitration at The Hague against Amerioa
for her alleged violation of neutrality.
Colombia on this ground will claim damages
from the United States, based on the cal-
culation that the earnings of the canal
would be £4,000,000 per year.

The Republic of Colombia has employed
Maitre Brunet to push her claims on these
grounds.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 11.—~With reference to
the report that the Colombian Government
would claim damages against the United
States before The Hague tribunal, Mr.
Bunau-Varilla, the Minister of the Panama
Republic, said to-day.

“The answer to that is very simple. The
Hague tribunal is a tribunal af arbitration
and can only consider cases brought before
it by two nations which have agreed formally
and explicitly upon the questions to be
arbitrated. In proposing to sue the United
States without any agreement with that
country, Colombia again shows her ignor-
ance of law, national and international.

“Until we have an international sheriff
with power to serve papers upon nations
to appear before The Hague tribunal, I
think that the United States ocannot be
made a party to any suit brought against
it by Colombia. The Hague tribunal can
only take notice of cases brought before
it by the mutual consent of the parties con-
cerned.”

Wayne MacVeagh, formerly Attorney-
General of the United States and United
States Ambassador to Italy, who repre-
sented this Government and Venezuela in
the recent Venezuelan arbitration at The
Hague, has been retained by Gen. Reyes,
the Colombian emissary here, as his attor-
ney. Mr.MacVeagh is engaged in preparing
a note for presentation to the State De-
partment in which, it is said, the United
States will be asked to submit to the arbi-
tration of The Hague tribunal the question
of the right of the United States under the
New Granada treaty of 1846 to prevent
Colombian troops from sending forces to
the Isthmus to suppress the revolt of the
Panamanos.

That this Government will decline to
become a party to such arrangement is
well known. It is believed by officials
that the idea of Gen. Reyes and Mr. Mac-
Veagh is to place the Administration in a
position of declining to go before The
Hague court after it had used its endeav-
ors to have the Venezuelan question settled
there.

The Washington Government does not
regard itself as a party to any quesetions
at issue between Colombia and Panama,
and will so assert. As for Panama, any
question involving the territory which it
now holds will not go before any arbitration
court with its consent. Officials here
said to-day that the only matter which
Panama might consent to have adjusted
by arbitration was that of whether the
new republic should assume any portion
of Colombia's foreign debt.

COLOMBIA WITHDRAWS TROOPS.

Plan for Attack on Panama,
Says Consul Gudger.

WasnaINGTON, Dec. 11.—After ocausing
a great flurry in military and naval circles
in the United States, the Colombian Govern-
ment has abandoned the military expedi-
tion sent to the mouth of the Atrato
River for the reported purpose of invading
the Isthmus. his news came from Mr.
Gudger, the United States Coonsul-Gen-
eral at Panama

Secretary of the Navy Moody, Rear
Admiral Taylor, Chief of the Bureau of
Navigation, and Brig.-Gen. Elliott had a
conference to-day in regard to the plans
for organizing another battalion of marines
for duty on the Iethmus. This conference
followed the receipt of a telegram from
Rear Admiral Glass, commanding the
United States naval foroes in Isthmian
waters, that there was a well defined rumor
on thke Isthmus that a small body of Col-
ombian troops had teen land at the
mouth of the Atrate River. The state-
ment of Admiral Glass ia a repetition of
the report bronght to Laguayra, Veneruela,
by a French steamer several days ago and
teleﬁra vhed to the State Depertment b
W. W. Russell, United States Chargé d'Af-
faires at Caracas, which formed the basis
of the present military preparations.

It was determined by Secretary Moodwg
Admiral Taylor and Gen. Elliott that de-
tachments of marines should he obtained
at the several naval stations on the Atlantic
ococast and assembled as a battalion at the
League Island navy yard, near Philade]-
phia. The battalion will probably be sent
to Guantanamo, Cuba, to await instruc-
tlone The Navy Department has also
determined to mend A torpedo boat rdes-
trover to Colon for use as a despatch boat.
The vessel will be selected from the second
torpedo boat flotilla, which will leave Hamp-
ton Roads for Key Weet on Dec. 17, under
convoy of the hattleship Texas, to engage
in the winter naval manmuvres. The 3-
ond flotilla is commanded by Lieutenant-
Commander Mortimer Johneton and consista
of the destroyers Lawrence, Stewart, '[rua-
tun, Whipple and Worden.
