Bright Young Woman Suggests the Notlon
to the Majestie's Management, and

The management of the Majestic Theatre
annonnced last night that they were going
to discharge their men ushers and put
women in their places. 'This decision was
reached yesterday after Manager Flaherty

had a final talk with a good looking
voung woman who says she s Miriam
Foster

a fow days ago and demanded a job in
the busitess affairs of the “Babes in Toy-
land” company, or else a place in the box
offica of the theatre.

“Your request is rather unusual,” said
Manager Flaherty. “As a rule good looking
yvoung women demand johs behind the foot-
lights, so that they can show how much
hefter they can do than the persons who
happen to have the leading roles.”

“None of that for me,” raid Miss Foster,
“I know something about that end of the
theatrical business, for I have had a try
at it. What 1 want is to break into the
business end of it. There's where the
money is to be had.”

Manager Flaherty told her there wagn't
a ringle place vacant that she could fill
and she departed, first asking him to look
around and see if he couldn't find one for
her. He promised and supposed he would
not see Miss Foster again. She appeared
at the theatre yesterday, however, and
wanted to know if a place had been found
for her. Mr. Flaherty told her there was
no vacancy.,

“Well, 1 have to get work,” said Miss
Foster. “Let me talk this over with you
and see if you can't make a place for me.
I have some ideas that may be to our mu-
tual advantage.”

Miss Foster has so many ideas that she
would make a good press agent. One of
the best of the lot was a suggestion that
the Majestic ought to have women ushers.
When the press agent of the theatre was
invited in to talk this over, he gseized tha
woman usher idea like a hungry man de-
vouring a porterhonsesteak. Hesaid that it
was a wonderful idea and that Miss Foster
would gain fame and see her picture in the
papers for suggesting it.

The young woman said she had no objec-
tion to being an usher and she was rure
there were other women who would like
the job, Flaherty commissioned her (o
go and find them,
that she had found seven other women,
all good looking, who wanted such places,
and she and her sevenaids will begin work
to-morrow at the matinée unless they be-
come frightened before that time

To distinguish them from other women
in the audience, the women ushers will
wear silk shoulder ribbons, ‘The press
agent wanted them to wear knickerbockers,
but Misg Foster said she'd quit «ooner than
wear anything but skirts

The women ushoers will only be in the
orchestra and first balconv. Men ushers
will be retained in the gallery, where the
spectators might, on occasion, be trouble-
Bome.

If the women go to work the men whose
places they take will he discharged. The
ushers at the Majestic heard of the in-
tended invasion last night and they de-
clared that it was about time that theatre
yshers formgd a uniop,

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PLANS T0 CHECK COLOMBIA,
AMERICAN ;;0—;)".5‘ MIGHT BE
LANDED IN THAT COUNTRY.
Gen, Reyes Pro;;lr_;hll No Invaslon
of the Isthmus by Colomblans Is

Planned —Admiral Coghlan Unable to
Find Trace of an Invading Army.

WasHINGTON, Dec. 14.—Plans for an
invasion of Colombia by troops of the
United States are being considered secretly
by the General Staff of the Army.

There was a long conference this morn-
ing between Lieut.-Gen. Young, Chief of
Staff, and Gen. J. Franklin Bell, who has
been tentatively selected to command
the United States expedition to Colombia
in case war develops between the two
countries,

The military authorities are paying no
attention to the pacific assurances/of Gen.
Reyes and the Colombian authorities, and
are considering the present situation as if
hostilities with Colombia were imminent.
According to Secretary Root, it is the duty
of the General Staft to prepare plans for
any possible emergenoy.

The General Staff, in mapping out a
plan for possible war with (Colombia, has
determined to follow a programme which
it is hoped will make the conflict as short
as possible. ( To do this it will be neceesary,
it is said, to invade Colombia and pursue
the enemy in his own territory.

Information has been called for by the
(teneral Staff, showing that the ports of
Barranquilla and Buenaventura are being
considered as possible landing places for
American troops, and that the objectiye of
| the military forces landing at those places
will be Bogota. By forcing the fighting in
Colombia it is al#o thought that Colombian
| troops would be diverted from the Isthmus.

; In a despatch received at the Navy De-
| partment to-day from Rear Admiral Cogh-
{ fan at Colon the information is contained
that the cruiser Atlanta, after a thorough
investigation, has been unable to find that

(‘olombian troops were landed near the
Isthmus. The despatch follows:
“Atlanta arrived yesterday. Started

from San Blas Point to Port Gandi, not hav-

ing seen or heard anything of troops or

At the time
of Carlisle's arrest it was reported that he
was a nephew of former Secretary of the
Treasury John G. (arlisle,

This Carlisle strenuously denied, but to-
day he told Sheriff Dreger of Hennepin
county, Minn., who was gent to Wash-
ington with the extradition papers, that he
really was a nephew of Mr. Carlisle.

Carlisle naid that he was born in Kentucky
and was graduated from college in that
State and that he was the man who figured
in the notorious “jump”
Heinze to the Daly faction in the copper
war and the impeachment proceedings
against Senator (lark of Montana. :

Carlisle tells a remarkable story of his
adventures. He says he landed in Min-~
neapolis with considerable money, but
played the races until he did not have a
cent, Just about this time he saw in the
Minneapolis papers the advertisement of
one J. j De iimlln. an “expert hypnotist,’
who wanted a partner. Carlisle answered
the advertiseent and became a silent rarl -
ner in Da Bralls's “School of Hypnotism.”
He had the following to ray to-night about
this feature of his career.

“For some time there appeared to be
slenty of suckers who wanted to learn
l{[)lmtiﬁln and the money came in fast,
About the time De Bralls and I had gathered
in $3,000 each, the money did not come In
8o fast. Just why this was I don't know,
for De Bralls was certainly a hypnotist par
excellence,

“He taught me the art so perfectly that
last summer, when Mayor Carter Harrison
of Chicago came to ) innmpolin, I put
him under my influence, told him he was an
infant, gave him a baby's sucking bottle,
put him in an attendant's lap, w ile the
members of a fashionable club stood around
enjoying the novel spectacls of seeing
Chicago's stalwart Mayor sucking a rubber
niw)lv and cooing baby talk.”

'hen Carlisle found his revenue cut off
he suggested to DeBralls the idea of ad-
vertising for a third partner. This waal
done, and Miss Clarice Heebner promptly
responded. During the time that Carlisio
was a silent partner he lived at a leading
hotel and was well known socially.

When Miss Heebner demanded a refer-
ence, De Bralls referred her to Carlisle. The
latter vouched for the integrity of De
Bralls. Of the $300 obtained from Miss
Heebner, Carlisle says that $100 was spent
in advertising, but without return

Carlisle says that then he realized the
game was played out and determined to
use his hypnotic power to his own ad-
vantage. e induced Miss Bonnie Hinkle,
stepdaughter of M. J, Sanlon, a wealthy
lumbérman, to submit to his hypnotic
influence one evening in the presence of
friends. ;

Later he induced her to elope to St. Paul
with him.

FOUR HOUR TALK IN THE HOUSE

HORSE KILLED ON 3TH AVE.

Cab Horse, After a Mile Runawsy, Dashes
Into Two Drawing a Truck.

After racing down Fifth avenue for nearly
a mile last night a runaway horse drawing
a cab ran into a team going in the opposite
direction and 8o badly injured a truck
horse that it had to be killed.

The cab horse started from in front of the
Union Clyb at Fifty-first street, Charles
Reynolds, the driver, was not on the box
at the time. With the empty cab and no
guiding hand on the reins the runaway
kept on down the avenue and cleared the
car tracks at Forty-second street without
hitting anything.

Going up the avenue was a heavily laden
two horse truck driven by James E. Downing
of 588 Greenwich street, and owned b
Gieorge Keyes of 185 Pearl street. Truc
Driver Downing saw the runawnf' coming
at Thirty-fourth street, but with his heavy
load he could not get out of the way. The
crash came at the centre of the biock be-

| tween Thirty-fourth and Thirty-fifth streets.

The runaway ran into the nigh horse
drawingthe truck, and the collirion knocked
the cab horse down.

It is
proposed to create a Division of the At-
lantic, with headquarters at Governors
Island, N. Y., and to include the Depart-
ment of the East, with headquarters
at Boston, and the Department of
the South at Atlanta, Ga. ‘lhere is some
opposition (o the location at Atlanta as
the headquarters of the Department of
the South, and Secretary Root has agreed
to hear Representative Moon of Tennessee
and a delegation of citizens who desire
the headquarters located at Chattanooga.

It is proposed to organize a Division of
the Pacific out of the present Departments
of California and the Columbiu, and to in-
clude in this division California, Nevada
and Hawaii, and Washington, Oregon,
Idaho and Alaska. The Division of the
North will include the present Depart-
ments of Colorado and Dakota.

There will also be a division of the Lakes,
with headquarters at Chicago, which shall
inclnde the Department of the Lakes, the
Department of the Missouriand the Depart-
ment of Texas. The Philippine archi-
pelago will make another divigion. It is

roposad to have the divisions commanded
ﬁy’ Major-Generals and the military de-
partments within the division in command
of Brigadier-Gienerals or Colonels.

HOUSE SEAT CONTESTED.

The Question Ralsed Whether South Caro-
IHna Was Actually Oout of the Unlon.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 14.—The question as
to whether the act of gecession placed
South Carolina actually out of the Union
was raised to-day in the hearing before a
committes of the House on the election
contest case of Dantzler vs. Lever, from
the Seventh South Carolina district. Repre-
sentative Lever, the contestee, a Demo-
crat, maintained through his counsel and
brief that the State never was out of the
Union, and that therefore no conditions
conld be imposed precedent to her rein-
ataternent on readmission into the Union
after the act of secession.

Gen, W. W. Dudley, counsel for
Dantzler, Republican, contended that for
certain purposes Sonth Carolina wag out-
gide of the Union, and: fer other purposes
she was not.

Dantzlar is a negro, and as black as
Stygian darkness. He was a slave at the
outbreak of the civil war, but is now one
of the richest negroes in Sonth Carolina,
owining property valued at more than
$100,000. e is illiterate, but is enahled
to vote under the property qualifications
in South Carolina. He received 187 votes
against 4,220 cast for Lever, but asserts
that more than 8,000 negroes who would
have voted for him were denied that right.
He seeks the seat held by Lever, but says
he would be satisfled should the House
declare it vacant by reason of no valid
election. |

Secre-
tary Root has planned to return to New
York soon after his retirement and resume
his law practice.

MAY QUIT CIVIL SERVICE BOARD
Cooley Awalts President’s Action on His
Charges In Philadelphia Case.

WasHiNaTON, Dec. 14.—Civil Service
Commissioner Cooley to-day denied that
any action had been taken by President
Roogevelt with regard to the recommenda-
tion made by the Civil Service Commission
that Postmaster McMichael of Philadelphia
be dismissed for gross violation of the civil
service regulations.

McMichael is retained, Mr. Cooley may
resign.

TO FIGHT OPEN SHOPS.
Clothing Workers Preparing to Strike if
They Are Tried Here.

A meeting of the general executive com-
mittea of the International Women's Gar-
ment Makers' Union was held yesterday
to prepare to fight for recognition of the
union. Members of the board said_ that
the employers’ associations in San Fran-
circo, Chfcago, Philadelphia and other
cities are trying to run open shops in the
cloakmaking trade and as a preliminary
had locked out the union cloakmakers.

There are about 25,000 cloakmakers in
the large cities, of whom 15,000 are in New
York. An organizer was appointed ves-
terday to enroll in the union all workers
on women's garments, to be in readiness
for strikes if open shops are started.

These workers include cloakmakers,
wrapper makers, gkirtmakers, rain coat
makers and petticoat makers.

LAYS IT TO OTHER PASTOR,

STORY OF REY. C. S. BULLOCK,
WHOM A WOMAN ACCUSES.

He Says the Rev. C. F. Stimson Prayed With
Mrs. Bullock and Then Admitted In-
stigating the Other Woman to Take
Her Alleged Wrongs Into the Courts.

NEW HAVEN, Dec. 14.--The Rev. Charles
Seymour Bullock, pastor of the Neighbor-
hood Church of Stratford, who is to be
tried in the Town Hall next Saturday on a
charge involving immoral relations with
Miss Isabella W. Shailer, one of his
parishioners, is of the opinion that the Rev.
Cyrus Flint Stimson, pastor of the Con-
gregational Church, had much to do with
prompting Miss Shailer to bring the charge
against him. Miss Shailer is now a mem-
ber of the Rev. Mr. Stimson's church.

It is said that, while the Rev. Mr. Bullock
was in Milford looking for a bondsman
the night he was arrested, the Rev. Mr.
Stimson visited the Bullock home to com-
fort Mrs. Bullock in her distress over the
arrest of her husband. After telling her
that he pitied her from the bottom of his
heart, he asked her to kneel and pray for
strength to face the trials of the next few
days. This was done, and he prayed
fervently for every one in the neighborhood,
except the Rev. Mr. Bullock.

Then Mrs. Bullock rose to her feet and
indignantly asked the clergyman why he
didn't pray for her husband. The Rev.
Stimson. surprised at the animation of
the woman, began a prayer for the Rev.
Mr. Bullock.

On his way home after the visit to the
Bullock home the Rev. Mr. Stimson met
the Rev. Mr. Bullock. The latter charged
the Congregational minister with having
instigat the movement to have him
brought into court. The Rev. Mr. Stimson
replied, according to the story:

“I advised Miss Shailer to take legal
action in the case, and that is all I have

to say.
“Youadmit, then, that you were the insti-
ator of the action against me,” said Mr.
ullock.

“Yes, I do,” was the rePly.

Just then the Rev. 8. C. Hearn, assistant
pastor of the Neighborhood Church, ap-
peared. He says that the Rev. Mr. Bullock
repeated his question to the Rev. Mr. Stim-
gon, and the same answer was made. Later
in their conversation the Rev. Mr. Stimson
explained that he thought it was the best
thing that Miss Shailer could do under the
circumstances.

hen the Rev. Mr. Bullock reached his
home it was long after midnight, He sum-
moned all the officers of the Neighborhood
Church, and it was 3 o'clock when all had
arrived at the Bullock homestead. The
tor told about what had taken place
tween himself and the Rev. Mr. Stimson,
also about his arrest and the charges.

Every officer of the church said he was
sure the tor'was innocent, and all agreed
to stand by him in the trial.

CARPENTERS MUST ARBITRATE.

A Condition of the Consolidation of the
Two Big Unlons.

It came out yesterday that the Amal-
gamated Carpenters’ Society, one of the
few unions remaining in the old Board of
Building Trades, will be required to sign
the arbitration agreement as a preliminary
to consolidation with the Brotherhood of
Carpenters. It is expected that this will
be done within two weeks.

The consolidation, which will bring
171,000 carpenters into one union, will not
take place for a year. In the meantime,
the Brotherhood will give cards to members
of the Amalgamated Society, enabling them
to work under the arbitration agreement.

One of the conditions of consolidation is
that the Brotherhood pledges iteeli to bring
up the fund in its treasury to the same
amount as that of the Amalgamated Society,
whose headquarters are in England and
which has a reserve fund of $1,500,000.
