The sale of the assets of the Consolidat ed
lake Superior Company, pledged with
spever & Co. as collateral for a loan of
$5.050,000 made to the company by a syn-
dicate managed by the banking house,
is scheduled for to-ddy at'12 o'clock in the
Real Estate Salesroom, 161 Broadway. The
wile of these assets, which comprise the
stocks and bonde of all the subsidiary
concerns of the $100,000,000 consolidated
company, has been adjourned from time to
ume since Oct. 12 by Speyer & Co., to give
(he directors opportunity to rehabill!ata the
company. Two plans ot reorganization
have been put forward. No announce-
ment of the fate of the last one, which
called for stook assessments and bond
sales to raise $8,000,000, has been made,
but it, too, is said to bhave fallen so far
L elow expectations that the sale will go on.

Last night a representative of Speyer
& (o said that there had up to that time
hean no change to the situation which
would lead to a further postpenement,
Members of the reorganization committee
from Philadelphia and John R. Dos Passos,
of counsel to the committee, were in con-
~ultation with Speyer & Co., and afterward
Mr. Dos Passos said that the situation was
unchanged,

For some days there have been reports
from Philadelphia that stockMolders of
the company and members of the reorgani-
zation committee would attempt to prevent
the sale. These reports were borne out
by steps taken in Toronto yesterday, where
a liquidation order was granted by the
courts at the request of shareholders,

It was said last night, however, that the
nawe of this step in Toronto had reached
Npever & Co. and that it would probably
he without effect on the proposed sale.

A number of the members of the Speyer
syndicate are interested financially in the
(‘nnerolidated company. It is understood
that they are willing te fund their interest
in the $5,050,000 loan in securities of the
company, but cash payment must be made
to the other members. A compromise
on these lines is possible up to the time of
the sale,

The:extraordinary borrowlnc demlnd for
Bteel preferred, which was so much com-
mented upon last week, continued yesterday.
1t was reported from the loan department
after the close of the market that there was
simply not enough of the stock to go around.
Brokers who went into the crowd a little late
found that the supply had been almost ex-
hausted. One who wantéd 2,500 shures got
only 500 and is walting to get the other 2,000
,this morning. A good many others are sim-
llarly situated, During the forenoon there
was a constant and urgent demand for stoc k
for delivery before 2:15, and it loaned at 1 and
1}{ per cent, under the money rate, Bome
transactions were reported at 34 per cent.,
but the prevailing rate was 4 per ecent,
whereas the average rate for call money was
about 53 per cent, Itisalwaysmoredifcult
to borrow stooks in the forenoon for delivery
the sanie day than it {8 to borrow them in the
“afternoon for delivery the next day, hecause
ft 18 customary for brokers to fix up their
loans after the close of the market on the
basis of that day's business, and they are
reluctant to disturb them the next morning.
It was thought yesterday forenoon, there-
fore, that tardiness on the part of borrowers
might account for the faot that concessions
had to be made for the use of the stook; bus
when it came to borrowing stock in the after-
noon for delivery to-day in the regular order
of business the borrowers had still to make
concessions almost as great as those made
in the forenoon. 'T'his is not the first time
that the stock has loaned under the money
rate. Once last week the demand was so
urgent as to cause it to lend at 4 per cent.

In view of the en ormous velume of Btee
preferred, its lending at concessions of as
much as 1 and 134§ per cent. under the money
rate is a phenomenon that brokers do not
pretend to understand. If it was any other
stock some would believe that it had been
almost cornered and would expect momen-
tarily to see the short interest in a panic.
It being BSteel preferred, and there being
some 3,000,000 shares of that stock, a ma-
Jority of traders and a good many brokers
affirm that the scarcity is artificial. There
was heavy selling of the stock aguin yester-
day by the same intereets, apparently, who
sold it freely on the advance to 60!. This
also caused much comment and led to the
inference in some minds that the biggest
shorts in the stock are men who could de-
liver the certificates in a pinch and for that
reason are not vulnerable.

The principal buying of Steel preferred yes-
terday was thought to be for short account,
H. Content & Co., Clinton Miller, J.J. Manning,
TalbotJ. Taylor & Co., Charles Minzesheimer,
Coster, Knapp & Co. and Lee, Kretschmar
& Co. were prominent as buyers on the ad-
vance to 54. Shearson & Hammnill, Harris,
Gates & Co., E. C. Potter and Wasserman
were equally prominent as sellers. Brokers
who watehed the trading were divided as to
the character of the buying. Bome thought
it was not so good as the selling, and declared
that the stock showed good selling all day
on prices that were made largely at the ex-
pensae of the short interest,

There was an active demand for Penn-
sylvania in the loan department yesterday
afternoon. It also loaned under the money
rate, or at 44 per cent. The inquiry for
other stocks was about normal. Itincluded
Baltimore and Ohio, Union Paoific, New York
Central and Brooklyn Rapid Transit.

The initial trading yesterday was marked
by a good deal of speculative uncertainty.
Traders were much impressed by the seeming
searcity of stocks. There was apparently
no selling pressure anywhere. The buy. g
by London houses during the first hour per-
ceptibly reduced the floating supply of stocks,
and the short interest began to show signs
of uneasineas. When there developed an
urgent borrowing demand for Steel pre-
ferred at 4 per cent. traders who were short
of that and other stocks, Pennsylvania
especially, among the others, began to bid

| rather anxioualy. It was the published
intention of the bull crowd to make a demon-
stration against the shorts in hoth Steel
preferred and Pennsylvanla, and the success
with which these stocks were advanced
showed that they had been oversold, J. J,
Manning was & heavy buyer of Pennsylvania
in the early trading. The stock had a large
volume around 117, on which level, brokers
said, the selling looked rather better than
the buying. What was true of Steel pre-
ferred seemed equally true of Pennsylvania,
viz., that the heaviest sellers of last week
put out more stock on yesterday’s advance,

The uptown contingent, represented until
in the last hour by William B. Oliver, Jr.,
who was then joined by his confrére, Field,
appeared to be operating for an advanee at
the expense of the short interest. The ad-
vance of Union Paciflc across 79 in the late
trading was due largely to the activities of
Mesars. Field and Oliver. The Wormsers
also were active on the bull side. In the
afternoon they were reported to be bidding

TO REVIVE A MEXICAN BANK.

Proposition to Make 8 Banks, With Head-
quarters in the Capital.

A plan to revive the International Bank
and Trust Company, which went to smash
recently, causing severe losses to many
hundreds of depositors of its banks in
Mexico, where it did business, was pre-
sented at a meeting of stockholders yester-
day afternoon by W. Hill Hunt, the presi-
dent of the opncern. Mr. Hunt said he
had secured a promise of help from a num-
ber of financiers of this citzww hose names
he had been asked not to disclose, but who
were willing to form a syndicate and ad-
vance $836,400, the equivalent of $2,040,000
in Mexican gilver as part of the capiu{ of
a new holding company to be formed to
take over the assets of the old concern.
The capitalization of this new concern,
Mr. Hunt said, was to be $3,400,000 in Mexi-
can _money, the present stookholders of
the International Bank and Trust Company
to furnish $517,600 of this.

This new com , should the plan be
accepted, is to ] ate the affairs of the
old company an {my to depositors
having $500 silver or es8 on deposit 50
per cent. of this deposit immediately and
the remainder when collected from the
assets of the Freaem company. Large de-
positors would fet 50 per cent. of their
claims in capital stock of the new com-
rany and the remainder in cash realized

rom the assets.

There are various other features of the
plan. It provides for the establishment
of a national bank in the City of Mexico
with a mﬁiml of $2,000,000 and of seven
other banks in different Mexican cities
under separate charters with a capital of
$200,000 ‘each, making the total capital
$3,400,000, of ‘which the holding company
formed in this city would own $2,040,000.
