“ Among the Umbria's passengers was Gen.
Ben J. Viljoen, the Boer leader and one of
the most skilful fighters against the English
in the Transvaal. With Gen. Viljoen was
Capt. Arthur W. Lewis, an American who
fought with the Canadian forces against the
Boers, but who, since the war ended, as
Gen Viljoen naively put it, has been con-
verted and is now a very excellent Yankee

er
B‘(iun Viljoen and Capt. Lewis are on their
wav 1o St. Louis to arrange, if possible, for
what may be called a Boer war show at the
&t. Louis exposition. They went from
{he pier to the Hoffman House and will
probably go on to St. Louis to-day

To a Sun reporter Gen. Viljoen talked
of the trip over, of the condition of the
Roers in South Africa, of the scheme to
establish a Boer colony in Mexico and of
his plans for the St. Louis exposition. He

said:

“Ithought I was a pretty tough customer,
but the weather we had coming over was
too strenuous formy fibre and I was most
horribly and disgustingly seasick during
a great part of the trip. The storm hit
us on Monday, when we were hardly more
than outside Queenstown, and we didn't
get any decent, respectable weather until
the following Wednesday.

“While the scheme originated with me,
an American of considerable prominence,
rhose name I am not at liberty to divulge
t present, is really the big man in it. He
"hm; spent much time in England and is now
| in South  Africa. To it the enterprise
through, a company has been organized
with a paper capital of £50,000. We hope to
interost other Americans in the scheme,
and if we do, and can make suitable ar-
rangements with the people at St. Louis,
the thing will go through.

“We have in mind a show something
on the order of Col. Cody’s Wild West Show
except that we shall endeavor to be more
historical than is the Wild West performance.
Genarally speaking, our scheme involves the
tighting over again within the exposition
grounds of some of the principal battles of
the RKoer war. We shall have 700 or 800
persons take part, if we have any at all,
and among them will be some of the most
prominent Generals in the Boer Army,
meluding Gens. Cronje and Kemp, and
Majors Scott Harden and Charles Ross.
I don't want to mention other names at
present, because with our scheme in so
embryonic a state I fear the news of what
we intend to do would get back home in 8o
garbled a form that some of my people
might he scared out.

v R.-g:_srdinfg the Boer colonization scheme
in Mexico, T wish I could give you more
favorable news; but the fact is that, up
to this time, practically nothing has come
of it. Originally we had a concession of
X300 acres of land near the city of Chi-
huahua, and the Mexican Government
wias to pay the cost of transportation from
South Africa to Mexico of as many Boers
as could be induced to come over. When it
came time to provide the transportation
there was none for us. Of course the Boers
have no mo““f to pay their own transporta-
tion, and so that enterprise fell Lhmu%h.

“More recently an enterprise has been
urnddertaken which may produce better
results. A Boer emigration society has
been formed, to which the Mexican Gov-
ernment has granted a concession of
200000 acres of land in the vicinity of
the city of Guerrero. It is the plan of the
company to raise money enough by the
kale ol its shares to pay the transportation
of enough Boers to put the land under
proper cultivation. You know we Boers
are natural farmers, and if we can live in
peace, with a reasonable amount of liberty
?m! till our acres, we are contented and
@ppyv.

" hw land included in the new concession
i« extremely fertile and well wooded. To
those of us who have lovked into the matter
it has secmed that the emigration society
can do a good work for the Boers and at
the same time pay reasonable dividends
from the cultivation of this concession and
the selling of the timber thereon. I cannot
sav anvthing at present regarding the per-
sonnel of the men who have interested them-
s01ves in this scheme. Neither can 1 tell
how many of my countrymen could be
induced to settle in Mexico, but I do know
that 5,00 or 1,000 of them need better homes
than they have at present.

“To helP the burghers help themselves
in spite of these adverse conditions is one
of the motives which the military spectacu-
lar syndicate of Pretoria has for havin
this performance at St. Louis. We wi
reproduce two battles, the Boer victory at
Colenso on Dec. 15, 1889, when Lord
Roberts's son was killed and the British
artillery lost all their guns, and the British
victory of Feb, 28, 1000, at Paardeberg,
wherg Gen. Cronje surrendered. A victory
from each side was selected so that the
performance would not cause any bitter-
nees between the British and the Boers.

“It is planned to have two performances
a day in an ampitheatre which will seat
15,000 spectators, The cost of production
from May to October will ba $800,000, Much
of the capital stock has been sold in Pre-
toria. We hope to dispose of the rest of
it in St. Louis. Sir Isaac Van Alphen,
Postmaster-General of the late South
African Republic, is the chairman of the
board of directors of the syndicate.”

Capt. Lewis is a native of Missouri. He
went to South Africa seven years ago and
was an officer of one of the mining com-

nies when the war broke out. e en-
isted as a British E‘oo r, was promoted
for bravery and retired with the rank of
Ca’rtain.

‘his trip of the Umbria was made more
memorable than usual owing to the fact
that when it ended, the ship's commander,
Capt. Thomas Dutton, completed his last
westward p. e in the service of the Cu-
nard company, after sailing the seas in their
employ for nearly forty years. Capt. Dut-
ton i8 as hale and hearty as the ablest
seaman, although he has reached the Cu-
nard coms)any's age limit of 63, When the
the Umbria returns to Liverpool he will
retire from the company's service and
settle down to the life of an ordinary land-
lubber, He entered the Cunard service
in 1871 as a junior officer on the Sidon.
His first command was the Baltic, which
he got in 1880. Since then he has com-
manded the British Queen, Atlas, Marathon,
Batavia, Demerara, Tarifa, Sumaria, Lu-
cania and Servia.

THE. ALLEN'S MEN INDICTED.

Rearrested After Discharge—Same Fate
for John Brown Clubmen.

The thirteen men who were arrested in
the raids on The. Allen's place at 80 Sixth
avenue, and the John Brown Club at 137
Macdougal street, on Dec. 8, were arrested
at the door of the chambers of Justice
Olmsted, of the Court of Special Seasions,
yesterday afternoon. They were indicted
by the Grand Jury in the morning, and
bench warrants, issued by Judge New-
burger of the Court of General Sessions,
were turned over to Capt. Hogan and De-
tective Sergeants Rafsky and Soppe, who
waited outside Justice Olmsted's door
until 3 o'clock in the afternoon, which was
the hour set for the preliminary examina-
tion.

Justice Olmsted, on learning of the in-
dictment of the men, dismissed the cases
before him and ordered that the thirteen
be taken before Judge Newburger, where
Patrick Egan of 85 East Eighth street, gave
$1,000 bail for each of the seven taken from
Allen's place. The six who were arrested
in the Macdougal street resort were not
able to give bail, and Judge Newbhurger
suggest that Capt. Hogan defer their
arrest until to-morrow.

Capt. Hogan obhjected and Judge New-
burger told the prisoners that he would be
at the Democratic Club during the evening
in case thp{ found a bondsman. r

Five of them showed up there last night
with a bondseman and Judge Newburger ac-
cepted him as surety.

MABEL PARKER'S OWN STORY.

CONFESSED
SAYS, TO

FORGERIES, SHE
SHIELD HUSBAND.

Declares That Peabody, Posing as a Crook,
Didn’t Long Decelve Her—Insists That
She's Convent Bred—Onoce Arrested,
but for What S8She Doesn't Know.

Sometimes angry and sarcastic, some-
times tearfully appealing, Mabel Parker
talked for three hours yesaterday to the jury
which is trying her before Judge Cowing
in the Court of General Sessions.

Some of the color has gone from her
cheeks since her case was begun, but she
still keeps her good humor. She devoted
herself while she was not on the witness
stand yesterday to making pictures of
Assistant District Attorney Train, who
has been prosecuting her. Several agents
of illustrated newspapers made application
to her for the privilege of reproducing
these portraits, but on the advice of her
lawyer the drawings were destroyed.

Mabel said that she was 21 years old.
Her maiden name was Mabel Worthington.
She never knew her father. When she was
eighteen months old she was adopted by
F. J. Preece and his wife of Minneapolis.
They brought her up. She attended a con-
vent in Minneapolis until she was 14 years
old, when she came to this city and entered
the Ursuline Convent at Bedford Park,
She left the convent in September, 1898,

Mabel said that she married James Par-
ker in June, 1898. She lived with him until
he was arrested and was scnt to Elmira
for twenty-three months. She always be-
lieved that he had made his living as a gam-
bler. While he was at Elmira she lived
away from New York at the expense of the
Preeces.

The woman's counsel, Charles L. Le
Barbier, handed her the check which she
is charged witlg forging and uttering.

“Have you ever seen that before?” he
asked.

“Yes,” she replied, “but only as one of
the exhibits at this trial here.”

“Is the name Alice Kauser [the signature
of the check] in your handwriting?” he
asked.

“No," she said, “it is not.

Then she told how Detective Peabody
of the Central Office had come to her and
had told her that he waa a thief who had
been locked in the same cell with her hus-
band, Jim Parker, at Police Headquarters.

She said that she believed the dmwti\'e‘:
who described himself as “Billy the (‘rook,
when he said that Jim was suffering for
mor{)hine. She consented to go with
“Billy the Crook" to Police Headquarters.
She gave the doorman at Headquarters
$10 when she handed him the morphine
package, she said.

She said that after the Headquarters
visit she recognized Peabody as a detective,
and told how he took her to a Broadway
restaurant for luncheon, and how his side-
partner, Clark, spied upon them at lunch.

She said that Peabody told her that if
it could be proved that Jim didn't forge
the checks Jim would be turned loose.
Peabody said, according to Mabel:

“l1 don't believe that Jim forged that
check.”

“And I said,” the witness went on, “I
don't either.”

“Well if he didn't,” asked Peabody,
according to her testimony, “who did?”

“I did,” she replied.

“Why did you say that?”
Le Barbier.

“Because I thought it would let Jim out,”
she replied, “and I knew I could prove I
didn't do it, and I knew he was a detective.”

Mr. Train, cross examining, tried to show
that Mrs. Parker had been arrested for
shtﬁ)limng in Buffalo. She denied it. She
said that her husband’'s original name
was Singley, and that when she learned that
he had changed his name to Parker, she
changed too. She denied that she had ever
had a lot of blank checks and checkbooks
in her room, as her boarding house landlady
testified. She said that she had not used
morphine, herself.

“Wuy didn't you tell Detective Peabody
that you suspected him of being a de-
tective?” .

“Because I thought that it would hurt
Jim's chance of getting out,” said Mabel,
calmly.

She said that she got part of the money
some $500, which she had when arrest
from the Preeces. She said that there was
$560 in the roll when she was arrested
Jsthough the policeman only turned in $500.
She said that she never tried to pass a
check on tha Shoe and Leather Bank,
never was in the bank and didn't know
where it was,

She went farther and said that she had
never signed any check in her life.

Assistant District Attorney Train wamed
a number of Tenderloin resorts and asked
the witness if she had ever heen in them.
She gaid, with due show of modest indig-
nation that she had been in several of these
places, but always “with my husbhand."”

Mr. Train asked if she were not arrested
once in the Bohemia. She said not. She
was arrested at Broadway and Twenty-
ninth street, she said.

“Why were you arrested?” Mr. Train
asked. .

“I was never able to find out,” said Mabel.
Mr. Train desisted.

Mr. Le Barbier summed up. Mr. Train
will sum up this mormnq. and the case
will go to the jury. Mr. LLe Barbier apent
most of his time discounting the testimony
of Expert Carvalho, dwelling on Jim Par-
ker's confession of Mabel's alleged for-
geries, and lauding Mabel's innocence
and inexperience of this wicked world.

MILLERANDAMMON HAVE A BOUT

asked Mr.

Lawyer-Convict Falls to Get Any New
Evidence Out of His Former Client.

William F. Miller of Franklin Syndicate
fame and his former counsel, Col. Robert A.
Ammon, who is now serving a four years
term of imprisonment in Sing Sing, faced
each other in the Federal Building in Brook-
lyn yesterday. Miller and Ammon had
been brought to the court room to attend
a hearing before Referee in Bankruptey
Robert F. Tilney. Ammon had secured a
writ of habeas corpus to have Miller and
himself appear before the referee on the
staternent that he had discovered additional
assets of the defunct 520 per cent. get-rich-
quick concern. Ammon ig serving a term
of imprisonment for receiving $140,000 of
the l\liller syndicate funds knowing the
money to be stolen.

Miller took the stand and Ammon plied
him with questions concerning the defunct
syndicate. Miller answered nearly every
queation by saying that he had “already
testified to that,” and his counsel Insfsted
that they were there to get new evidence
and not to have the old testimony repeated.

Ammon affirmed that he was still Miller's
counsel, as he had never been discharged,
and that outside of Miller no one was more
conversant with the facts under digcussion
than himself. Counsel for Miller said that
if Ammon wanted to testify to anythin
new he should take the stand and tell uﬁ
the facts. Ammon said that he wanted
the facts to come from Miller. Miller con-
tended that Ammon was endeavoring to
get evidence upon which he could base
an application for a new trial. He said
that neither Ammon nor any one else could
get or discover any additional assets.

Miller testified to having paid his former
counsel, ex-Congressman Edmund H.
Driggs, $2,450, and that he had given to
his mother $2,100. Mrs. Miller testified
that most of the money she had received
from her son was used for his wife and child
and in paying expenses to Albany in his
behalf.

No new facts were brought out in the
testimony vestarday and a further hearing
will be had on Deo. 28,

Emilio Villalon of Santo Domingo loves
his country, but he thinks it's careless.
He was rent here as secretary to the man
who it was hoped would be the Dominican
Consul by the time the ship got in. But
the ship, which arrived on Sunday, was ten
days on the voyage, and in that time there
were two little revolutions on the side and
Morales had not yet been recognized by
this country. He was still President last
night, so far as is known.

Villalon, who is only 18 vears old, is
diplomatically stranded and has run to
shelter in a Fourteenth gstreet hotel where
revolutions in Santo Domingo are gup-
posed to be hatched to order. Iie may have
to hatch a revolution himself to get that
job as secretary. It pays 850 a month,

Villalon’s credentials from the Morales
dynasty-of which he is the brother-in-
law-—-were addressed to Sefor Joseph St,
Pierre Giiordani, Consul-General of Santo
Domingo in New York. But Giordani
isn't Consul-General. He hoped to be as
goon as the Government of Wos y Gil was
overthrown by Morales. But, as was said,
the Unitad States Government hasn't rec-
ognized the Morales Government,

Senor Manuel de J. Galvan was sent here
as Consul-General by Was y Gil, and is
gtill in office, and therefora the merchants
doing business with ports in the Republica
Dominicana, (which is the official designa-
tion adopted by Santo Domingo) all go
to Galvan to have their invoices signed.

Young Mr. Villalon went to Giordani
yesterday morning and reported that he
was ready to go to work, He showed
his credentials. Mr. Giordani told him
in polite Spanish that there was nothin
doing. Then Villalon went to Consul-
General Galvan, who remarked that he
already had a secretary and that the cre-
dentials were not addressed to him.

Mr. Villalon went back to the Fourteenth
street hotel to think.

He wears a rose on his coat and had roses
in his room, and he was or was not pulling
a rose to pieces and repeating slowly, as he
removed the petals, “Jiminez, Morales,
Wos y Gil; Jiminez, Morales, Wos y Gil.”

There are enough factions in the Span-
ish-American hotel on Fourteenth street to
have a little revolution right there. All
the guests are not sorry for Villalon, because
some of them don't like his brother-in-law,
Morales. '

“Morales,” said a Fourteenth street
supporter of Jiminez, “is a priest who left
the priesthood to marry. Then he be-
can. a politician and started a revolution
for Jiminez. They all say at the start
that they do it for Jiminez.” Jiminez is like
an orphan asylum in this country. Every-
body advertises benefit peformances for
him. Jiminezis popular, and almost every-
body in Santo Domingo is willing to fight
for him, but he won't fight hard enough
for himself when the crisis comes, 80 he never
arrives. The other patriots, like Moralos,
know that, start a revolution in Jiminez's
name to make it popular,and then grab the
Giovernment for themselves. That's what
Morales has done, but he won't last. There’ll
be three or four Presidents and governments
before the election in February, and Wos y
Gil may come back.” ;
