members of the committee, this step was
the result of the appuarent friendliness of |
certain officers of the company, particularly
of the Fuller company, to Sarn Parks, the
convicted lahor leader.

It was said at the time that the object of |
the committee was to radically change the
management of the Fuller company.

A memberof the reorganization mmmutce
said yesterday that there was no truth in
the report that it was bidding for the stock.
He would not venture any opinion regarding
the attitude of the Fuller interests or the
present management,

There are outstanding 270,000 shares of
preferred stock of the company and 330,000
shares of the common, the common having
the same basis as the

weferred, The recrganization committee
as set Jan. 9 as the last date for depositing
stock under its plan, and it is not known,
therefore, whether it holds actual control.
The members of the committee and the
