NEW YORKER ON CRUTCHES DI-
RECTS WORK OF RESCUE.

#Twenty. Killed =nd Many Injured In a
"' Headen Colligion Between a Rock
Island Express and a Stock Traln In
Kansas—~Mix in Orders the Cause.

Torexa, Kan., Jan. 6.—The California
and Mexico express, on the Rock Island
road, oollided with a stock train two miles
west, of Willard this morning, and twenty
persons were killed and fifty or more in-

. Jured. A misunderstanding of orders is
the only explanation offered.

Willard i8 a railroad siding. The con-
ductor insists that the passenger train had
the right of way and that the stock train
should have been sidatracked there,

The express left Chicago on Monday night
at 11:30 o'clock. It left Topeka early this
morning forty minutes late and when the
eollision ocourred was running at a speed
of thirty miles an hour, The stock train
was running fast, too.

The engineers and firemen of both trains
jumped and escaped with their lives. The
only warning of the crash that was coming
which the sleeping passengers had was
when the airbrakes checked the train,
aNarply enough, but too late to prevent the
trains meeting under tremendous impetus,

The éxpress smoking cat,: whioh was ap-
parently empty, or may have contained
two or three passengers at the most, was

" amashed into big splinters that ralned
down on the chair car behind. Into thatchair
oar the mail car and the trucks of the smoker
were driven with resistless force,

They ground half way through the chair
car, in the forward part of whioh nearly all
the deaths occurred, It wasin the other half
of the car that most of the injured recelved

. thelr wounds,:and.it was from this car

- that resoues wére made., The many pas~

sengers in the sleeper hehind were injured,

too, but the car was not demolished.

In the darkness, except as it was lighted
from the fire which caught in the wrecked
cattle cars, and in the freezing air balf clad
men and women who emerged from the
sleepers and found themselves still alive
nreserved their wits and made a wonderful
thowing of pluck,

?;'rounded by the grucsome spectacle
of slaughtered and dying cattle, with
men nm? women dead anf dying almost

beside the beeves, the rescuers turned

their attention to keeping the fire from
spreading and to freeing the sufferers
who were imprisoned in the demolished
cars of the express., The fire was con-
fined to the stock train, in which injured
and uninjured animals bellowed and
plunged madly, and more fires were kin-
dled%esldo the tracks, by the light of which
the rescuers worked and at which the
injured were kept from freezing to death.

The hero of the wreck was a Dr, Bell,
of New York city,a young physician, him=
self crippled and walking on crutches,
Dr, Bell, although slightly injured in the
collision, was the firet man to leave the
mlmun sloeper, which was not damaged.

uggl eroically forward on his
i.utches, he immediately assumed charge
of the rescue work,

After directing the removal of the
injured he allayed their pain a8 much
as was possiblo without medicine or
instruments, bandaged broken legs and
arms with strips torn at his direction from
sheots and pillow slips, and saved the
life of one of the firemen by tying an artery
withtheaid of a penknifeand piece of string,

After working until nearly exhausted
Dr. Bell gave way only when the physicians
arrived from Topeka with medicine and
instruments. Then he steadfastly refused
1o disclose his name, which was learned
from his fellow passengers,

WIND SHIELD LEGISLATION.
Trotting Associations’ Joint Committee
Wil Discuss the Subject To-day.

The second day of the conference of the
representatives of the trotting associations
and the Register Association, yesterday, was
devoted mainly to routine business in adopt-
ing changes to existing rules that will be
presented for action at the regular biennial
congress of each trotting association, to be
held at an early date.

The resolution offered by H. K. Devereux
to allow amateur associations to hold purely
amateur meetings and charge an admisslon
fee, without incurring records for the win-
ning horses, was acted on adversely, A
change in the rule relating to the distance will
be recommended, making fifty yards the
distance instead of eighty, as the rule I8 at
present,

A change in regard to the required welight
will also be suggested. At present the rule
requires adriver to weigh at least 150 pounds,
the change will do away with this and make
it virtually catchweights. It will obviate
drivers weighing in and out with each heat,
A change in the time of starting delayed
races will algso be reccommended, provided
no heat may be started after the hour of
sunset.

Patent Licensed Importers FPropose to
Check Individual Buyers Abroad.

For some time the doings of a number of
men of prominence and wealth who have
made a practice of buying automobiles in
Europe for their own use and importing them
fndividually have been a thorn in the side of
the importers’ branch of the Association of
Licensed Automobile Manufacturers, Cars
that are thus bought and imported do not
pay any royalty to the Selden patent licensees,
nor yield any profit to the importers who
pay & license fee to the A. L. A. M. on all the
foreign cars they handle, and 8o the {m-
porters' branch is now holding daily sessions
and working to form a plan of legal procedure
to hold up in bond by injunction all foreign
cars not entered at the custom house by a
licensed importer,

It was announced yesterday that some
action of the sort would be taken and that
the matter would be prosecuted in a4 manner
that would not permit of the cars being re-
leased by the payment of royalty., The
idea is to have them absolutely barred from
entry through any port of the United States,
This, it I8 said, was done a number of years
ago with respect to English bicycles that
infringed American patent rights,

The action of the licensed importers s
being hurried because it has just come to
their knowledge that a number of bankers
and others have pooled their interests and
are sending a representative abroad to buy
eight or ten French automobiles for them.
The fmporters are to have another meeting
to-day, at which it is expected that definite
action will be taken,

was the intention of the importers to hold this
up, but the secretary of the importers declares
