4 STUDY IN CONTRASTS ON THE
WARD LINE PIER.

Could Anything Be Worse Than a Burned
out Coat?—Even Shipwreck and a
pare Rescue After a Night of Kero-
sene Flares on a peoknouu Awash?

Awaiting the arrival of the steamship
Havana at the Ward Line pier in Brooklyn
vesterday was a delegation of ship news
reporters. On tne Havana were the sur-
vivors of the wreck of the lumber schooner
nebecca A. Taulane, which sailed from
Jacksonville on Dec. %0 for New Londonand
was abandoned in a storm at sea. While
the group waited, first one and then all
hegan to sniff.

“Spmething burning,” suggested the short
reporter with the big nose.

I should say there was!” remarked the
rosy cheeked, well fed marine expert from
the solemnest newspaper in New York.

“Phew'" said the crowd.

“I tell you what it is,” suggested the
rosy cheeked expert. “It's that pile of half
oured hides over there. The Board of
Health oughtn't to allow such things."

“That's right,” said the others, solemnly.

Then three men together began grabbing
at the rosy youth's overcoat. In the gloom
of the pler a widening circle of fire was
growing from the side pocket in which he
had stowed his pipe. There was brushing
and dancing on the Ward Line pier. Then
there was cussing.

“Now what do you think of that, for hard
luck?” howled the sufferer. “In all the
time since Adam was chased out of the Gar-
den of Eden wasthere ever anythingto beat
that for hard luck? New overcoat! Bought it
vesterday! No payday for another week!

The meeting was
called to order at the appointed hcur,
and it was learned that no answer to the
communication from the attorneys had
heen received

“THE NEW YORK SUN," said one attorney,
“,as published a statement from Judge
Hooker to the effect that he wished two
weeks in which to formulate a r;g)ly."

" A newspaper notice is not an official reply
{0 the communication from this bar as3o-
ciation,” said another sharply.

This view of the situation met with the

-entiment that a failure to answer the
communication was an indication of an
intent to ignore the association, and hence
it was decided 1o present the matter hefore
the State Association for such action as
was deemed suitable and proper by that
reanization.

TWO OPERAS IN ONE NIGHT.

“Cavalieria Rusticana” and “Pagliacel”
at the Metropolitan.

At the Metropolitan Opera House last
night “Cavalleria Rusticana® and “Pag-
liacoi” were sung—that is, some parts of
them were and some were not. In the
Mascagni work Olive Fremstad sang San-
fuzza for the first time here, and Fanchon
Thompson, whom Mr. Grau once fruit-
lessly strove to make this public accept
as an opera singer, was permitted to strut
her brief five minutes on the stage. Mr.
Dippel was once again the little Sicilian
Don Giovanni called Turiddu, and Mr.
Campanari was the Alfio.

It was a pretty weak and discouraging
performance of “Cavalleria” and awoke
memories of the interpretation of the little
drama under Mascagni because it was
80 different. Between Mme. Bianca-Capilli
(who is now prima donna in Ligbon) and
Miss Fremstad there is not much to choose
except in the matter of voice; but a wide
gulf separates Mascagni's interpretation
of the score and that of Vigna. The latter,
who ought to know better because he is
a fine conductor, misses nearly all the sig-
nificant points of the instrumentation,
which Mascagni made genuinely dramatic.

Miss Fremstad’s Santuzze was an in-
teresting addition to the local gallery of
operatic portraits. The singer has not
the right voice for the part, which contains
many passages too high for her. Yet in
her middle register her singing was beauti-
ful and in color it left nothing to be
desired. Her lower tones, too, suited the
dramatic utterances of the passages in
which they were employed.

Miss Fremstad’s conception of the part
was admirable and her acting was full of
meaning. It is a pity that her make-up
was not better. She succeeded in making
Santuzza look like an elderly Sicilian wash-
lady and her clothes did not fit her. Of
course, ladies in such trouble as Santuzza's
are prone to be careless of their appearance,
but that does not necessarily make their
sleeves too long.

It is not possible to penetrate the secret
workings of Miss Thompson's fancy so as
to tell what sort of person she conceives
the wife of a Sicilian wine peddar tobe. A
coquette of the extreme type—to speak
mildly—Lola certainly was, but it is hardly
likely that in a gossipy little village she
would have capered about the public streets
in a costume which was as eloquent as a red
light. Miss Thompson had only about four
minutes on the stage, and in that period she
endeavorea w0 do enough acting to fill an
hour. She shrugged her shoulders, bobbed
her head, wiggled her skirt, snapped her
fingers and twisted her nether limbs till it
really appeared as if Alfio’s unfaithful wife

BUNCH OF *EM.

There’s a White Horse That Draws a
White Clad Wagonload of Ghosts in
2 White Wagon—Bill Lewinson and a
Sober Committee of Six so Testify.

The residents of Hudson Park, a little
village in The Bronx woods, between Kings-
bridge and Riverdale, are greatly alarmed
over the appearance recently of the most
mysterious kind of a ghost. As a matter
of fact the apparition, according to report,
is not a ghost, but a conglomeration of
spooks.

Bill Lewison, the engineer of the little
electric transforming plant, says he has
seen the thing. It's a white horse with
white harness that draws a white wagon,
according to Bill, and in the wagon a young
man and woman, also in white, have been
seated. Bill thinks there were at one time
a bridal couple, but, of course, he isn't
sure of that.

Lewinson is a man of excellent habits.
John Pitmann, who lives in the middle of
the little village, also sa% the ghost, as did
half a dozen neighbors he summoned to
his house on Wednesday night.

What's more, four Riverdale dandies
saw the spook, or spooks, last Sunday
night as they were taking leave of as many
Hudson ‘Park sweethearts. It moved one
of the four young men to such an extent
that he wrote to his girl yesterday, telling
her that owing to the fact that he must
take his mother to church he would be
compelled to make his call on Sunday
afternoon.

Bill Lewison feels sort of wary about his
Jjob, anyway.

Lewinson says that ever since he took
the job there have been all kinds of funny
noises coming from tne direction of the
woods outside of his place. A week ago
Thursday night he heard a queer scream
and looking out in the direction of the road-
way saw in the moonlight the thing he has
since 80 often described. Bill has seen the
same apparition twice since.

When told about the strange spook,
most of the Hudson Parkites were inclined
to suspect that Bill had fallen from grace,
but last Wednesday night Mrs. John Pitman
saw the phantom wagon and screamed.
Her husband was awakened from his slum-
bers and ran to the front of the house with
a shotgun.

Hudson Park comprises but twenty
houses bunched along one street of three
blocks.

The
latter had all along doubted the ghost
stories, and they eyed Pittmann suspiciously
when he and his wife told of the strange
vision.

However, a meeting was held in the Pit-
mann yard after the residents had been
awakened by the gun shot, and a committee
of eix residents noted for their sobriety
were selected to spend Thursday night at
the Pitmann residence and watch for the
wagon load of spooks to reappear.

At exactly midnight on Thursday night,
these six say, the white wagon and Ks wﬁme
freight appeared on the brow of the River-
dale hill and s down Blackstone avenue
accompanied by the wierdest kinds o
howls.

The testimony of the six sober men was
sufficlent to satisfy all of the Hudson Park
“doubting Thomases,” and last night all the
men folks assembled at the Pitmann house
and held an indignation meeting.

After all hands had become sufficiently
indignant they marched to the Kingsbridge
station and reported the matter to Capt.
Ward, who unti! recently was down in
Mulberry street. The captain promised
to catch the ghosts.

Capt. Ward is inclined to believe that the
vigion of the citizens of Hudson Park has
in some way become affected, but Sergt.
“Dinny” Grady says he is sure there are
ghosts in the precinct., Grady was right
hand man to Big Bill Devery at Police
Headquarters when the latter was in power.

FOR A PANAMA CONSTIUTION,

CONVENTION MEETS AND HEARS
FROM JUNTA.

It Is Recommended That the Bulk of the
Canal Money Be Invested, and Only a
Small Part of It Used for Expenses

s —Guatemala Recognizes Republic.

Specidl Cable Despatch to THE SUN.

PANAMA, Jan. 15.—The Constitutional
convention was opened this afternoon,
and a message from the Junta was read
containing these sentiments:

“It is very satisfactory to the Junta that
the United States and Europe have recog-
nized the Republic, as it stamps with univer-
sal approval the action of Panama and
shows that the country had just reasons
for seceding from Colombia. It also shows
evidence of confidence in Panama's capacity
to discharge the great work which her
geographical position demands.

The Junta has signed a treaty with the
United States, considering it a duty as
a benefit to civilization and commerce to
facilitate the realization of the canal. In
some respects the treaty appears unfavor-
able, but viewing it as a work destined to
change the face of the world, and consider-
ing it as seed of incalculable good to pos-
terity, the treaty realizes noble and ‘ele-
vated aspirations.

The Junta recommends that the bulk
of the $10,000,000 to be received from the
United States be invested in order to give
the perpetual annual rental Lenefit to
the present and future generations, and
that only a small part of the money be
withdrawn for ordinary expenses.

The following officers were then elected
by the convention: Pablo Arosemena,
president; Luis Deroux, vice-president;
Juan Brin, secrefary. The convention
adjourned at 4 o'clock. It will meet again
to-morrow.

Guatemala recognized the Republic of
Panama to-day.

OUR RIGHTS ON THE ISTHMUS.

Mr. Spooner Not Sure but There Is an Inter
national Right of Eminent Domalin.

WASHINGTON Jan. 15.—The Gorman reso-
lution requesting the President to send
information to the Senate regarding the
use of the military forces of the United
States on the Isthmus of Panama was
laid before the Senate to-day. Mr. Gorman
(Dem., Md.) modified his resolution, at the
suggestion of certain Republican Senators,
striking out the word “intervention” wher-
ever it appeared and substituting the
words “use of military force.”

Mr. Cullom (Rep., Ill.) withdrew his
motion to refer the resolution to the Com-
mittee on Foreign Relations in view of the
1nodifications made.

Mr. Teller (Dem., Col.) made a speech on
the Panama question, prefacing his re-
marks by saying that he proposed to criti-
cise the Administration's policy on the Isth-
mus, notwithstanding the charge that he
might be acting as a partisan. He chal
lenged the statement of the other side
that the President did a glorious thing at
Panama and that if he had not acted as he
did he would have been derelict in his duty.

In replying to a question by Mr. Teller
as to his opinion of the newly evolved
doctrine of “international eminent do-
main,” Mr. Spooner said he had deliberated
upon the question, and, while at first he
had thought such a doctrine unsound be-
cause it involved the taking of property by
a stronger country froma weaker, he was
not 8o certain that there did not exist a
universal “law of necessity” rimilar to that
f:ranted by law to the owner of a piece of

and which was surrounded by another's.
The necessity of worldwide commerce
and the interests of civilization might re-
quire a right of way across the Isthmus
which could not be denied. He did not
assert such an international right of eminent
domain, but he was not prepared to deny it.

“There is no such doctrine as international
eminent” domain,” said Mr. Teller, “and
there never can be. No tribunal exists
for determining such a question and no
such tribunal can be created. The sug-
gestion made by the President that we had
a right to go there and take the route is an
offence to Colombia, and we have been
called to account for less serious offences.
Suppose we should declare that we wanted
a piece of Canada without consulting
Canada or Great Britain? Great Britain
would return an answer that would compel
us to apologize or fight.”

CANAL TREATY AMENDED.
It Gives the United States More Jurisdiction
Over Harbors of Panama and Colon.

WaASHINGTON, Jan. 15.—The Panama Canal
treaty was amended this morning by the
Senate Committee on Foreign Relations so
as to give the United States more jurisdic-
tion over the harbors of Colon and Panama.
The amendment was adopted unanimously.
Members of the committee are of the opinion
that, although the amendment will send
the treaty back to Panama for concurrence,
such a course would not be at all detri-
mental, for the reason that the treaty would
then be ratified by a constitutional body
instead of the provisional junta which passed
This, they con-
tend, will strengthen the treaty, and would
compensate for the slight delay caused b
the necessity for concurrence in the amend-
ment.

Guatemala Recognizes Panama,

WASHINGTON, Jan. 15.—Guatemala has
recognized the Panama Republic, adding

one more to the list of Latin-American
nations that have done so.

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DUKE OF ORLEANS DIVORCE?

AID OF POPE SOUGHT TO SECURE
MARRIAGE ANNULMENT.

His Wife Daughter of Archduke Josef
of Austria—He Alleges He Entercd Into
Marriage Agalnst His \Will—Seeks to
Wed Princess Metternich, It Is Sald.

Special Cable Despaleh to THR SUN.

VIENNA, Jan. 15.—The Duke of Orleans,
who, in November, 1886, married the Arch-
duchess Maria Dorothea of Austria, daugh-
ter of the Archduke Josef, has taken steps
at Rome to have the marriage annulled by
the Vatican. He alleges that he entered
into the marriage against his will.

It is understood that the Duke wishes to
marry the Princess Clementine Metternich,
who is the second daughter of the former
Ambassador to France and the Princess
Pauline Metternich. She was born in 1870.

The private life of the Duke of Orleans,
Pretender tothe abolished throne of France,
was marked by so many scandals that
throughout his reign Pope Leo XIII. re-
fused either to receive the Duke or hold any
kind of communication with him. The
Duke attained his majority in February,
1890. A few days afterward he presented
himself at the recruiting bureau in Paris
and asked to enlist in the army of France,
The Minister of War had the Duke arrested
under the law which prohibited the en-
trance of pretenders into France. He was
sentenced to two years imprisonment, but
was soon pardoned.

When next heard from it was as defend-
ant in a suit brought by the husband of
an Australian who
that the Duke had alienated his wife's af-
fections, Accordinﬁ to the stories current
at the time the Duke fell in love with the
singer in London and followed her through
several countries disguised as her valet.

Because of his objectionable’ personal
conduct, and his intrigues against the
Government of France, he was
out of nearly every country of Europe.
The Emperor of Austria and the King of
Ital{ declined to permit him to make
his home on their soil. He attempted to
establish a little court in Brussels, but
was expelled from the country by the
Belgian authorities on the ground that he
hnuf abused the hosrimlity of the nation
by using its soil as the basis of his attacks
on the friendly Government of France.

His career in the English Army was cut
short in such manner and with such a
record as to lead the Emperor of Russia,
the Queen Regent of Spain and the King
of Denmark, to all of whom in turn he
offered his sword. to decline his services.

During the Boer war the Duke insulted
the public opinion of England by compli-
menting M, Willette upon his coarse cari-
catures of Queen Victoria, printed in Paris

apers. Three London clubs—the Bache-
ors’, the St. James's and the Marlborough—
expelled him from membership.

he Duke's marriage to the Austrian
Archduchess, Maria Dorothea Amelie, eldest
daughter of Archduke Josef, occurred in
the%‘lofburg Chapel, Vienna, on Nov. §,
1808. The wedding was brought about b
the ambitious Princess Cleméntine, grand-
mother of the bride, who was convinced
that the Duke was destined to realize the
hopes of the French Royalists and become
King of France. The Archduchess Maria
Dorothea, at the time of the wedding, was
an artist of considerable merit and a com-
poser of airs that became populer in a na-
tion celebrated for its love and knowledge
of music. She was %ossesaed of a con-
siderable fortune in her own right and
had founded a large children’s hospital
before she met the Duke. But a short time
before her wedding it was with difficulty
that she was dissuaded from taking the
veil. ‘She is two years older than her hus-
band.

Princess Pauline Metternich, whose sec-
ond daughter, it is reported, the Duke
wishes to marry, was a brilliant figure in
Paris society under the Second Empire, and
after 1870 was a leader of fashionable life
at Vienna up to 1895. In that year she
lost her husband, her eldest and favorite
daughter, her Viennese palace and all
the jewels and ert treasures, which as
heirlooms of the family pessed to her
husband’s half brother along with the
estates,

As both the Duke and Duchess of Orleans
are Roman Catholics there seems to be
reason to doubt that the Pope will take
any action that would have the effect of
annulling their marriage. Truth last week
announced the arrival from Hungary of
the Duke and Duchess at Wood Norton,

their English country home, where, it was |

said, they would remain till the beginning
of February.

PORTO RICO LAW INCOMPLETE.

Two Articles, Not Engrosscd, Supposed to
Have Been Stolen.

SAN JuvaN, Porto Rico, Jan. 15.—A mem-
ber of the House of Delegates said to-day
that two articles of the law amending: the
code of criminal procedure, which was
passed last year, have disappeared from the
statutes, and he denounced the carelessness
or worse which allowed such a thing to
oceur.
