I Wfialirr hurrah Officials There Predict
That It Will Today

i CHICAGO Jon 24 It U expected tonight
that Chicago tomorrow will experience
tho toast bitter cold wave that has ever

recorded here A temperature of at
j twenty degrees below zero U the

prophecy of the official weather forecaster
made at midnight the mer-

cury was falling in at a puce foster
than he had ever seen it in Chicago

The coldest day ever recorded in Chicago-

was Dec 24 1872 when tho temperature
dropped to 23 degree below zero Unless
some unexpected change in the conditions
takes place suddenly officials at the weather
bureau am confident that a new record
will be established before nightfall to
morrow Today was the coldest day but
one which the city has experienced this
winter For three or four hours between
noon and 5 oclock the mercury hovered
around the 10 below zero mark From
then until midnight it dropped steadily
with a rising wind

The cold wave is spread over a wider
area than any cold snap which has marked
the winter The entire State of Illinois
northern Indiana the Dakotas Iowa
and eastern Montana are oil in its grip
In St Paul Minn the mercury today
touched 37 below zero the coldest snap
experienced since 1884 In Michigan the
drop which is the lowest recorded this
winter is accompanied with a severe bliz-

zard and snowstorm Twentyfour de-

grees below zero was registered at LaCrosse
Wis tonight with the mercury still
