Jhe Present System May Be Maintatned
Until' the Barge Canals Are Fully
Ce Season the Most
Profitable te Boatmen in Eight Years.

ALBAXY, Jan, 24.—The days of the canal
mule are evidently numbered and his use-
fulness as a motive power for canalboat
\Jocomotion will end when the barge canal
is completed. One-half of the improved
canals will follow rivers which are to be
canalized and will do away with the tow-
paths which for many years the long eared
beasts have plodded from the Hudson
River to Lake Erle. Even though the
rivers were not canalized the mules would
have to go, for the 1,000-ton boats would
be too heavy for the mules to haul,

This also means the passing of the old
canalboat captain, who has followed the'
State waterways for years, owning his old
weather beaten boat and a pair of mules,
and who has never known any other home
for himself and his wife than his boat year
in and year out since he started following
the carmls. These old captains will have to

or hire out to corporations which
will own and operate the big boats, for they
will not have money enough to replace the
soows that now seoure a livelihood for them.
The improvement of the State's waterways
means the ¢ oe from it of these
charaoters who have made it famous.

Mr. Boyd points out that as the barge
canal plan does not contemplate the oogn-
struction or use of a towpath some plan
for assisting navigation and compensating
boatmen for the loss of the towpath must
be provided on such sections of the present
canals as the barge canals are to follow
where the towpath will be destroyed In
the barge canal construction work.

The report says that the canal season

year from a financial standpoint was
the most profitable that the boatmen have
experienced in eight years. The canal
tonnage was 3,615,403, an increase of 840,057
tons over the preceding year, notwith-
standing the fact that the season was three
weeks shorter than in 1002. Of the total
tonnage, 1,100,602 was through freight,
an increase of 88,785 tons.

He points out that

their value will be greatly impaired if the

facilities now furnished for cheap trans-

portation by canal shall be taken away

without a satisfactory substitute being

offered. For instance, the canal runs

through the cities of Utica, Syracuse and

Rochester, but the barge canal practically

avoids them. Business men along these

sections of the canal and in other cities and

villages where the alignment of the canal is

changed want their present canal facili-

ties maintained. Burt. Boyd, however,

merely calls the attention of the Legislature
to this auutlon without making any recom-

mendation, though {ts solution will have

an important bearing upon any barge canal
amendatory legislation this year.

| MABEL BECHTEL'S MURDER.

Couneel for Her Family Ralging & Fund te
Ferret Out the Criminal.

ALLENTOWN, Pa., Jan. 24.—Mrs. Catharine
Bechtel, who was acquitted yesterday of
the charge of being an acoessory after the
fact to the murder of her dayghter Mabel,
remained indoors to-day and scores of
friends called to congratulate her. Mrs.
Bechtel expressed herself as highly pleased
with the verdict of the jury, but said:

“That does not bring back to me my
poor children; nor does it prove who mur-
dered Mabel, or who was the indirect cause
of the death of Tom. Naturally, I am glad
that the jury declared me innocent, but I
will not be satisfied until I know who com-
mitted this crime and the gullty one is
brought to justice. I know that Tom would
never do such a thing and I know that Mabel
was not killed in this house; for if she had
been, I would know it. We are all inno-
oent.”

In a talk with the family the fact was
brought out that Eckstein has not been at
the Bechtel house since the day that Mabel
was found dead. Prior to that time Mra.
Bechtel says, thatshe treated himn as one of
her own children and she says she is at a
loss to explain his evident bitterness toward
the family. The Bechtels, on the other
hand, are severe in their denunciation of
Mabel's former sweetheart, because of his
:’tor' of his relations with the girl now

Capt. James L. Schaadt, the lawyer for
the htels, is raising a fund to prosecute
the inveatigation of the tragedy and he
said to-day:,

“I think we are near a solution of this
mystery *xd before many days the law
will have i ita grasp the murderer of Mabel
Bechtel and the wrecker of her reputation.”

Many le have subscribed to the fund
and Capt. Schaadt says that no time will
be lost in ferreting out the perpetrator of

crima. “We are discovering new evi-
noe every day,” said he, “and the day
of reckoning is not far off. We know this,
that Mabel received her mortal wounds
not. far from her home and that when she
was brought home in a cab and dragged
into the alley of her home, she was still
alive. There may be somes important de-
velopments ina few days. ‘T'he investiga-
tion is now only starting in earnest.”

GARRY HERRMANN THE MAN or
THE HOUR IN BASEBALL.

He Stands for Real Peace and Will See te
It That Dreyfuss Takes a Baok Seat
—Ryan and O’Brien Fight on Wesines-
day—Suggestions for Football Rules.

The National League will not support
Barney Dreyfuss in his schedule demands
and ' will instruct either James A. Hart or
QGarry , Herrmann to resume negotiations,
broken off sharply on Saturday, with Ban
Johnson, president of the American League.
This piece of information wes confided to
TR BUN man yestérday by a person closely
in touch with National League affairs.

“Dreyfuss has allowed the dictates of Brush
and Freedman to influence him,” sald this
particular baseball man, “and he simply
voices their wishes when he {usists upon open-
Ing the season first at the Polo Grounds in
this city, and also desires Memorial Day as’
a plum for this city If Dreyfuss was al-
lowed to have his own way there would be
red hot baseball war all along the line. But
fortunately there are other people In the
National League, who want peace and will
have it at any cost. Garry Herrmann of the
Cincinnati club, who is chairman of the na-
tional commission, the highest post of honor
In professional baseball, is for peace. Hels
a business man and a diplomat. Bince get-
ting into the national game he has become
the boss of the National League, just as he ls
a polisioal boss under the protecting wing
of George B. Cox in Cinoinnati. Herrmann
has frowned on double dealing and trickery
from the start, and has demonstrated that
baseball must be conducted on sportsman-
like lines in every way.

“Further than this, Herrmann holds the
tate of the National League in his own hands.
If his word is not law, Cincinnati can easily
jump to the American League, leaving the
National's Western cirouit a wreok. Herr-
mann, Cox and Jullus Fleisochinann have a
pile of money invested in the Philadelphia
club and have also helped to finance Robi-
son’s St. Louis olub, so that it can readily be
seen that the Cincinnati magnate is a power
not to be denied. Hart of Chicago is against
war and is on friendly terms with Johnson.
He is also one of Herrmann's strongest back-
ers. Soden of Boston has also had enough
of war and {s with Herrmann."

Dreyfuss has already begun to take back
water. He sald yesterday that the schedule
he drew up stipulated that the Eastern teams
of the National League should go West first
this year, while the Western teams of the
American League should have the privilege
of coming Eaat. But he did not undertake
to deny Johnson's statement in yesterday's
SuN, showing the alleged unfair demands
as to hollday and opening dates which caused
an immediate clash, with Johnson's sudden
departure as the climax. Herrmann will be
heard from, no doubt, in a few days, for he is
wideawake and always intouch with Johnson.

When the football rules committee decides
to begin the annual task of revising the code
governing the big college games, it is said,
the - members will have a flood of sug-
gestions to look Into. One of these sugges-
tibns covers the penalty for holding and asks
the eommittee to abolish the 20-yard ruls,
substisuting expulsion for theoffending player
for a certaln length of time, say four downs,
thereby depriving his team of his services.

But in spite
of these suggestions, conservative football
men do not advocate radical changes and be-
liave that the rule makers will make few, if
any, alterationa .The rules gave universal
satisfaction last fall.

MOTOR CYOLISTS VA,
Fight Impending Beoause the -Fermer

‘Instst Upon Exemption Frem Hil B,

The newly organised Federation of 'Ameri-
oan Motor Cyolists has decided to insist upon
the interpretation of the statutes according to
the dictionary definition of a bidyole and the
common acoeptance of the term, and to sseert
thelr ‘right” to be classified with other bioy-
olists and not with automobilists. The riders
of motor bioycles have suffered greatly from
being Included in the drastio legislation'de-
vised for automobiles and it was for the pur-
pose of combating legislation of this sort that
the national organization was formed.

The situation is an interesting one and
promises some stormy times at Albany
between the automobilists the bley-
clists. The motor cyclists are, almos: with-
out exoeption, from the ranks of the pedal
pushers and are largely members of the
League of American Wheelmen. Though
forming & distinot class of oyclists they be-
long to their ranks and their clubs, and have
their sympathy and support in their fight,
which means a great deal, for oyclists are
still numbered by tens of thousands, although
the fad phase of the sport has passed.

A strong argument advanced by the motor
bloyclists why they should not be olassed
with automobilists and subjected to the same
restrictiona as to speed and other things,
but should be ranked with other oyclists, is
that their machines are true bicylces, main -
tained in equilibrium by their motion and the
poise of the rider, and that they have to be
as careful to avoid obstacles and collisions
as the rider of any bloycle.
