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BLUE RIBBONS FOR FINE DOGS

SUCCESSFUL OPENING *AT WEST-
MINSTER KENNEL CLUB SHOW.

J. Plerpont Morgan Scores With the Ime
ported Collles Wishaw Clinker and
Ormskirk  Olymplan—Croker, Jr.,
Reaten~—Upsets in Fox Terrier Classes.

Records for the opening day’s attendance
and’'the record for noise for évery day inthe
twenty-eight years of the Westminster Kennel
Club show were all broken yesterday in Madi-
son Square Garden. The pandemonium of
barks, snarle and snaps was because the dogs
were in high spirita over the clear, bright
day, after so much snow and slush, and the
large crowd was no doubt due to the same
¢iguse, although the Greater New York public
has become enthusiastic over fine dogs,
as the support given to all the shows testifies,
Many society notables were present and
Jeaders of the stage and business and pro-
fessional life, but the dog lovers of less money
andirenown rubbed shoulders with them and
anjoyed the show as.much. There was the
usual luncheon for the, judges, prominent
exhibitors and the Westminster members,
which waa quita as jolly a gathering as one
of the old-time feasts at Babylon after a
pigeon shoot. The dog show committee,
William Rauch, Walton Fergueson, Jr., and
Richard H. Willinms, werb the hosts at the
luncheon, which was gerved in the annex.

The judging rings, and at one time elght
werp in commission, were lined four deep
#from morning until night with the owners
find the more formidable body, the non-
owning critics, Many of the judges were new
to Naw York and their methods were scanned
closely. The first thing the critics do is to
glze up the type the judge goes in for, and then
they nail him to the oross if he swerves from
the self-imposed ideal, or, worse mishap of all,
should the judge reverse in one class a rul-
mg made in an earlier class.  As to the per-
sonal methods, some judges attitudinized as
though they were entered for a blue ribbon
whilo there were also visible the impetuous,
phiegmatic and fussy types. The latter sort
dwell over a small class as though they were
counting the hairs on each dog.

When the judging is over this evening
George Raper will have passed on over 1,000
dogs. He is the lightning cnlculator of bench
show judges, yet his rulings stand the after
criticiam as well as though he followed the
snail-like process. The newcomers from
England, W. J. Pegg aud F. Powell, Jr., were
closely watched by the railbirds. The former
worked his way with satisfactory results
through t he huli«lng classes and will tackly
the bull terriers to-day, and the latter finished
with the fox terriers, giving more general
satisfaction in the sinooth than in the wire-
haired division.

Dudley E. Waters, secretary of the St
Bernard Club of America, judged the breed
for the first tirme at this show. He had &

Raper reached the collies late in the after-
noon, but was able to finish only in the rough-
oated dog classes. The reentry of J. Pierpont

organ was an incident, and it was noticed
that he enters in his own name, possibly
because the little Cragaton Kennels no longer
veils his identity, as it has become common
news that he is the owner. The only one
of his own breeding benched was the puppy
Cragston Blue Prince, a very good one, but
shown too light in flesh. It is a blue merle,
the rarest color in collies, the silvery gray
suggesting Bob, the {amous collie of flction.
Blue Prince won second place to a sturdy
black-and-white, Frank Geraghty's Reliance.

The new Morgan importations, Wishaw
Clinker and Ormskirk Olympian, proved to
be well worthy of the reputations that had
preceded them to this country. Both are
gable and white, the latter having a solid-
colored head and not anite 8o grand in coat
or confirmation as Wishaw Clinker. Tha
firat blue ribbon of the day was won for Mr,
Morgan in the noviee class by Ormegkirk Olym-
pian, who was second to Wishaw Clinker
in the open class, third honors going to Bal-
moranl Kennels champion Balmoral Baron,
a black and white who previously had won
the open class for other than sahle and white.
This was the order, too, of the Morgan entry
in the winner's class

The open clags for Ameriean bred dogs
was won by Samuel Untermyer’s Greyetone
Faugh-a-Ballagh, handled in the ring by
Bob Armstrong, formerly of the Cragston
Kennels, who has been in England., The
Morgan dogs were handled by Blewett, who
was for vears with the late Panmure Gordon,
president of the Scottish Collie Club.

Russian wolfhounds never wern geen in
New York before in such numbers or quality
due to the recent importations, and they ha
a place of prominence near the Madison
avenue entrance. A vardstick would have
shown that Bistri is one of the tallest dogs
benched, holding his own in this r~-n{wr_-v with
thedeerhounds.

The
Terra Cotta Kennels won in the novice cluss
for bitches with Narcissus, her forty-seventh
blue ribbon, although of unknown pedigree,
but Narcissus was beaten in the open by
sorva.

Bulldogs were an unrivalled lot, nearly
150 being benched and the classes tor those
bred in this country making un especiaily
rood showing, In the puppy class for dogs
Judge Pegg took M. K. Gooderham’s well
furnished Mr, Gamey for the blue, second
honora going to Croker, Jr.'s, Broad-
noor, the Toronto owned dog administerin
tne first of a series of defeats the New Yor
tancier was fated to meet with, In the same
wlans for bitches, however, the blue went to a
New York exhibitor, the winner being the
Farlington Kennel’s Miss Rufus, Congress-
man_Ruppert bred the winner, now owned
by William Earle, who also owns the sire.

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PRESIDENT JOHNSTON REELECT-
ED AND HARMONY REIGNS.

Rule Passed Allowing Admission Charges
to Amateur Meetings Without llqooydl
Being Incurred—Effort to Shorten
Distance to 80 Yards Not Successful,

The twentv-second congress of the National
Trotting. Assdclation met in ‘'the Murray
Hill Hotel yesterday. Instead of the stormy
session that many had expected would take
place over the presidenoy, everything passed
off harmoniously, and in two hours after
oonvening the president was ready tb listen
to a motion to nd.lour_'n. yet it waa really the
busiest convention that has had to do with
harness affairs in many years.

The real work had been done. before the
congress convened. For several days each
faction has been in the city busy with the
work in hand, and for weeks before this time
the work of securing voting proxies had bee.n
actively going on There were only 374
members represented, and yet six present
held proxies giving them 224 votes, more by
a liberal margin than a working majority.
0Of the six Senator White of Syracuse was
the largest holder, he having a total of 52.

Just how the respective forces lined up
was not made publio, but the voting force
must have been very nearly evenly dlv_ided.
for each ride got all it asked. The opposition,
if such it may be termed, wanted a good
representation on the different district boards
and more recognition for the League of
Amateur Driving Clubs. It got all this as
fast as the order of business could be carried
through, but it was said to have been obtained
only after a preliminary show of strength
that made concession from the party in power
preferable to warfare,

At the former meeting, when the committee
to revise the rules and report to this congreas
was appointed, H. K. Devereux of Cleveland
introduced a rule asking that clubs of the
Amateur League be allowed to give amateur
meetings and charge admisaion at the gates
without incurring the penalty of records
for the horses. The request was not acted
upon favorably. Yesterday it was Incor-
porated in the rules without a dissenting
voice by the congress.

Twelve o'clock was the hour announced
for the congress to convene, but it was two
hours later before the word passedthrough
the crowded corridora that everything bad
been satisfactorily settled between the fac-
tions and that the work of the congress wounld
be smooth. When President Johnson had
convened the congress and the names of
those entitled to vote, with the number of
votes to be cast, had been read the nominating
committes of three was appointed to bring
in a ticket of officers and board members to
2 two years. George
W. Archer, Rochester; Joseph C. Simpson,
San Francisco, and C A. Chapman, Vermont,
were named as the committee. The follow-
ing ticket was soon put before the congress
and it was elected by acclamation:

When the report of the committee on rules
was read each was approved without debate
until Rule 44, Section 2, was reached, and
here an amendment was offered providing
that any amateur club belonging to the
National Trotting Association and in mem-
bership with the League of Amateur Driv-
ing Clubs should be allowed to hold a three
days amateur meeting at which admission
fees could be charged at the gate without
incurring the penalty of a record or a bar
for the horses winning in the various events.

The question was raised that this would
not be fair to those amateur clubs that were
members of the National Association but not
of the Amateur League, This wus finally comn-
promised by the statement that any amateur
club might become a member of the league.

The amendment to Rule 50 brought out
much discussion, and several changes were
made in wording of the amendment before
it wae finally in shape to pleaae all. It then
set forth that no horse entered at any meet-
ing could be sold, leaged or otherwise trana-
ferred before a race unless writtennotices
should be at once flled with the secretary
and by him transmitted to the judges to be
publicly posted or announced. Fallure to
do this makes all parties to the transaction
liable to fine, suspension or expulsion.

The rule for shortening the distance to fifty
yards wus not acted upon favorably, and
the distance remains us it was. The question
of weights was acted upon, and hereafter it
will be virtually catchweights. George W,
Archer, who has been first vice-president for
four vears and & member of the board for
slxteen years, tendered his resignation,
which was accepted with a vote of regret.

The first race in a geries for a cup offered
by the North Shrewsbury Ice Yacht Club
also was sailed this morning. The wind was
not very strong, and the time not especially
good. The distance was ten miles The
vachts* which started were the Atalanta,
Georgie 11., Tyro, Georgie 1., Vixen, Zero,
Northwest and Typhoon.  The Atalanta took
the lead at the start, and gradually widened
the gap. The real contest was between the
Tvro and the Georgie II. for second place,
From a position In the rear the latter grad-
ually worked ug until she obtained second
place, beating the 'l‘"‘ro by 19 seconds. The
Georgie 1. was fourth.

Wood Skates a Fast Half Mile.

Morris Wood of Euclid School, the national
skating champion at a half, a mile and five
miles, mace an attempt to beat the record
for the hal( mile at Olympia Field rink last
night. He was paced by Palliser and suc-
ceeded in .« overing the distance in 1 minute
21 2-5 secor.ds. This s the fastest time over
recorded on an eight lap track and falls short
of the record vy only one second. Had Wood
skated under the same conditions as Nilssen
the record holder, he undoubtedly would
have set up new flgures, As it was he went
a wonderfully fast quarter of a mile, but he
was not timed for that distance.

Publio School Athletio League’s New Rnlé.

The Public School Athletic League has
decided that in the future boys cannot com=
pete for outside organizations and represent
the league at the same time.  This rule is
after the custom of not allowing adult ath-
letes to represent a eollege and an athletie
club simultaneously. Dr. Gulick, speretary
of the league, says the object of the rule is
to preserve lovalty to the league and to in-
crease the number of competitors. Should
a boy be a mamber of a school and a sertle-
ment or club at the same time, he must choose
r‘h'luh one he intends to represent in ath-
etics.
