TO ANNOUNCE OUR NEUTRALITY.

President Officlally Notified by Russia That
War Has Begun.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 10.-Count Cassini,
the Russian Ambassador, called at the
State Department at noon to-day and left
with Secretary Hay the following telegram
trom the Foreign Office at St. Petersburg:

“During the night of Feb. 7 (8?) a de-
tachment of Japanese torpedo boats unex-
pectedly attacked the Russian rquadron
lying at anchor in the outer roadstead of
the fortress of Port Arthur. This attack
being the beginning of military operations,
it obliges the military government to take
immediate measures to reply by armed
force to the challenge issued to Russia.
Pe good enough to inform the Government
of the United States.”

Immediately after Count Cassini de-
livered the declaration of his Government
the preparation of a neutrality procla-
mation was begun at the State Department.
The rough draft was completed this even-
ing and submitted to the President, It is
long and will probably be amended before
being proclaimed. It will probably be
issued to-morrow. »

To enable the Premident to keep himself
fully informecd as to tha military move-
ments in the Far East large maps of Japan,
(‘forea, Manchuria and FEastern Siberia
have been placed in his office. Mr. Roose-
velt is taking a keen interest in the Russo-
Japanese conflict.

Mr. McCormick, the United States Am-
bassador at St. Petersburg, has appealed
10 the Secretary of State to keep him in-
formed of the Russo-Japanese war situa-
tion.

He says he is unable to obtain informa-
tion at St. Petersburg as to what is going
on and regards it as necessary that ﬁc be
advised of what is occurring in the theatre
of hostilities in order that he may be able to
care for the intereats of the United States,

OUR FLEET AT WAR SCENE.

Oa'r One Warship to Be Near the Come
batants at Any Time.

WasmiNGgTON, Feb. 10.—-A high official of
the Navy Departnient made this statement
to-day in regard to the orders sent to Rear
Admiral Evans as a result of the discussion
at yesterday's Cabinet meeting of the
manner in which this Government should
demonstrate its neutral attitude in the
Russian-Japaness war: .

“Admiral Evans has been inatructed to
leave his battleship squadron at Subig Bay
in the Philippines and to proceed with his
cruiser squadron to Shanghai. He was
told also to keep in touch with the situation
in the theatre 6f warfare. His instructions

{

are such, however, that he will not send
more than one cruiser at a time to that
locality. This vessel will visit the Corean
port of Chemulrhn, where we have a gun-
boat, the Vicksburg, but will not go to
Newchwang, the Manchurian port occupied
by the Russians, where we have another
gunboat, the Helena.

“We regard the retention of the battle-
ship aquadron in the Phillppinesas a suffi-
cient guarantee of our intention to preser ve
the most correct neutrality. The presence
of one unarmored American war vessel
in the zone of naval warfare cannot be offen-
sive to either side, particularly while there
are American interests Lo protect there.

“Should either combatant take Seoul
and Chemulpho and occupy them with a
sufficient force to insure the maintenance
of order and the protection of American
and other foreign interests, we may dis-
oontinue the visit of our cruiser to Che-
mulpho. Nothing was said in the orders
with reference to Admiral Evans taking
personal command of the cruiser squad-
ron or going personally to the scene of
naval operations.”

'The ships of the cruiser squadron are the
Albany, the Cincinnati, the New Orleans
and the Raleigh. The Albany and the New
Orleans were built in England and were
purchased from Brazil when new just
before the outbreak of the Spanish war.

JAPAN'S NAVAL SUPERIORITY.

Advantage That Early Victoriez Over
Russia Give Her.

WasHINGTON, Feb. 10.—Official reports
received by the United States Government
show that seven Russian war veseels have
been sunk, disabled or captured. There
is no report that any Japanese vessel was
injured. Three Russian battleships have
been sunk or disabled, thus reducing the
number of her battleships in the Far East
to five.

The Japanese battleshipe, all of which
aro in the Far East, number seven. Naval
experts say that if the Russian battleships
struck by Japanese shells or torpedoes at
Port Arthur were beached they will never
be hauled off, as the beach is of such a char-
acter that any heavy vessel which strikes
it is there to stay.

The latest reports from official sources
show that Japan had sjxteen and Russia
nine protected cruisers in the Far East.
Through the loss of three of these vessels
the Russian force of protected cruisers has
been reduced to six. luseia had seven
gunboats in the Far East, and through the
loss of the Korietz the number is reduced
to six.
Far East.

1t is evident from this showing that Japan,
from being weaker numerically in battle-
ships than Russia within the theatre of
actual hostilities, is now stronger She
was already stronger in armored cruisers,
protected cruisers, unprotectec cruisers,
coust defence vessels, gunboats, torpedo
gun vessels and torpedo boats. Each of the
combatants has the same number of tor-
pedo boat destroyers in the Far East.

THE DAMAGED SHIPS.

Descriptions of thé >R|.1>ulnn Vessels Re-
poried Sunk or Injured.

The Variag, by actual test, was the
swiftest cruiser of her tonnage in the Rue-
sian fleet. She was launched fiom the
yvards of the Cramps in 1889, but did not
make her trial trip, off the Massachusetts
coast, until July, 1800. She cost the Russian
GGovernment about $2,000,000 and was
regarded as one of the most perfect war
vessels ever turned out in the United States,
The Russian naval board that attended
her tests was immensely pleased with her.
She carried a crew of 571 men,

The Korietz was a torpedo gunboat of
1,413 tons displacement, and a speed esti-
mated at 13 knots. She was 208 feet
long, of 85 feet beam and 11 feet draught.
She carried two 8-inch, one 6-inch and seven
smaller rapid-fire guns.

The Novik is a small protected cruiser of
3,000 tons displacement. resembling in ap-
pearance a large destroyer. She was
credited with a speed of 25 knots, but,
like most triple screw boats probably
was unable to sustain it, except for a short
period. She was built in Germany by
Schichau, in 1900. She is 847 feet long,
of 39%4 feet heam and 19 feet depth of hold.
She is fitted with five torpado tubes, one in
the stern and four broadside and all above
water. Krupp armor two and three inches
in thickness protects deck and vitals, Her
armament consists of six quick-firing
4.7-inch guns and eleven other rapid- fire
guns of less calibre.

The Askold is a cruiser of 6,500 tons;dis-
placement, propelled by three sets of triple
expansion engines of 10,500 horse power,
that give her an estimated speed of 23 knots.
She has five lofty funnels that make her a
good mark for a crack shot, She is fitted
with six torpedo tubes, two snbmerged
and four above water, and has an armament

of twelve quick-firing 6-inch guns, twelve |

3-inch guns and ten smaller rapid fires.
She is 4284 feet long, of 49 feet beam and
20% feet depth of hold. She carries a crew
of 500 men

The Diana is a triple screw protected
cruiser of 6,830 tons displacement, sheathed
and coppered, and is 408 feet long, of 55
feet beam and 21 feet depth of hold. She
is fitted to burn liquid fuel, and, with an
expenditure of 11,800 horse-power has at-
tained twenty knots, Sho carries eight
six-inch quick-firing guns and twenty-
eight rapid firers of less calibre. Her
four torpedo tubes are above water.

The Poltava is a battleship of the second-
class, of 11,000 tons displacement, with a
sna speed of fifteen knots. She has an
armor belt of 13 inches and a deck protac-
tion of 34 inches of Harveyizod steel. She
carrieg four 124 inch guns, twelve 6-inch
quick firers and thirty-seven rapid firers,

PORT ARTHUR CABLE SEIZED.

Russia Won't Accept Private Messages
—Japanese Lines Open.

The (ommercial Cable Company makes
this announcement:

“Shanghai advises us that the Russian
Administration has issued a notification
that private telegrams over the Port Arthur
cable cannot be accepted.”

This announcement came from the central
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cable office of the Western Union Tele-
graph Company:

“Telegrams of all kinds, plain language
or code, for Japan and Corea can now be
forwarded by any route except the Great
Northern Company. Senders should be
advised that messages are only aoccepted
at their risk. Messages for Japan are no
longer restricted to the Japanese, French
or English languages.”

JAPANESE MEET TO-MORROW

To Ralse 685,000,000--No Steambeats,
Canned Meoats or Soldlers Wanted.

Sadazuchi Uchida, the Japanese Consul-
General, has decided to hold in the Carnegie
Music Hall on Friday afternoon at 2 o’clock,
the nass ieeting of Japaneee in this city
which was arranged for Tuesday night.
The purpose of the meeting is to raise the
$5,000,000 which the Japanese merchants
of this city have pledged themselves to
send to the hon.e government. It is in-
tended that the greater part of this sum
shall be sent to Japan as a war loan, but
part of it will go as a free gift and part to
pay the expenses of the Japanese branch
of the International Red Cross Society.
In just what proportions the fund will be
divided will not be determined until the
Government of Japan has been commu-
nicated with. To the loan fund Americans
will have the opportunity of subscribing,
but contributions to the gift and Red (Crose
funds will be received only from Ja e
residents of this country. Mr. Uchida
said yesterday that subscriptions for the
amount he and his friends resolved
upon were already practically in sight and
American capitalist3 had asked to be al-
lowed to contribute to the loan,

The committee in charge of the arrange-
ments for the meeting consists of J.Manishi,
Yokohama Sgecie nk; K. Iwahara of
Mitsui & Co.; R, Arai, a representative to be
named by Morimuri Bros., and Mr, Uchida.

The Japaneso Consulate was busy yes-
terday. Scores of men went to the offices
offering to enlist in the Japanese army or
navy., Many wore medals and sanounced
! that they were veterans of the United
States services. All these applicants were
courteously thanked for their offers of
assistance, but were informed that the
army and navy regulations of Japan did
not permit the enli=ting of forcigners, The
office waa ulso thrunged throughout the
day with representitiveas of firms anxious
to sell supplics Lo dupan. The offers ranged
from stearoshipe down to canned meats.

“You would bhe surprised at the number
of thingg I am asked to buy for niy Gov-
ernment,’ Mr. Uchide said. “I have
told the men who want to sell steamships
to Japan that if they could offer battle-
ships we might do business, but that we
have encugh of small stezmships, Then
again, we don't want canned supplies, be-

ODELL CALLS A CONFERENCE.

Republican Leaders lm;t_ml to the Execu-
tive Chamber.

ALBANY, Feb. 10.—There is to be a round-
up of the Republican leaders in the Legis-
lature and throughout the State at the
Executive Chamber on Monday afternoon.
The invitation sent out through the mails
is signed by Gov. Odell and George W.
Dunn, .the chairman of the Republican
State committee. Yesterday Gov. Odell
caused it to be announced that the confer-
ence was to be on his home rule proposition
for the cities of the State This is not the

fn%f.

‘hile the home rule question will be
discussed, and it i3 expected effectually
sat upon, this conforence of Republican
leaders is called for the purpose of laying
out a legislative programme. In other
words,!it means a renewal of the old Platt
Sunday school method of the recognized
leaders of the party consulting with the
various leaders throughout the State and
formulating legislative policies which will
best suit the interests of the majority.
The invitation to the Republican leaders
reads:

“We desire that you be present at a con-
ference on Monday next,at 4 o'clook, at the
Executive Chamber.” '

Practically this conference is the direct
result of the determination of the leading
Republican members of the Legislature to
know what is going on and to be consulted
as to the party legislative programme.
Since Gov. Odell has occupied the Exeoutiv
chair he has formulated some measures
without consulting the wishes of the Legis-
ature and was angered at the lack of ready
acquiescence in his plans by that branch
of the government.

Recently a number of the Republican
e bers of the Legislature have told Gov.
Odell that a inensure should not be thrust
fcrward for the consideraticn of the Legis-
lature as a watter of party licy untii
after all of the party leaders, both in and
oyt of the Legislature, had agreod to it.
This conference is the result.

The most important question to be din-
cuseed is that of financing the barge canal
$101,000,000 expenditure. 'The vernor
wants to accompliel: it without a direct
tax. Those members of the Legislature
who do not wear the Odell collar are un-
alterably oppesed to any more indirect tax
legislation. They argue that the UGover-
nor is responsible for the barge canal and
that he can pay for it through direct taxa-
tion, or it will not be built.

They insist that as there is a surplus of
$8,000,000 in the treasury, thers is no sane
reason for imposing any more indirect
taxes, as the regular expenditurses for
administering the State government during
the next fiscal year will not be inore than
$2,000,000 or $3,000,000 in excess of the ex-
penditures for the present year, which
amount to about $24,000,000. This would
leave a surplus in the treasury on Oct. 1,
1903, of about $5,000,000. They insist that
;lhindio a large anough surplus to have on

and.

At first Gov. Odell tried to arrange this
conference alone. He found, however,
that he could do nothing successfully with-
out the cooperation of Col. Dunn. ~These
two Republicans conferred and Col. Dunn
joined in the invitations issued to the Re-
publican leaders upon the explicit under-
standing that nothing but legislative
matters would be considared. Gov. Odell
can do nothing in the Lagislature this year
without Senator Platt's acquiescence, and
it should be remembered that Senator Platt
announced in December last that the session
would be short and unimportant. It is
the general belief among those familiar
with the legislative situation that Senator
Platt’s prophecy will be fuifilled.

Giov. Odell realizes that he is up against
it so far as carrving out his own legiglative
programme without the aid of the Platt
members of the Legislature, and it is not
believed they will allow him to turn the
conference into a caucus, as he did last
year, on his direct taxation measures and
thus bind them to his canal financial plan
or any more indireet taxation legislation.

At this conference the eleven Regents
and the Commissioner of Education, who
are to be named by the Legislature under
the Education Unification bill, probably
will be decided upon. At any rate an at-
tempt to reach a decision will be CH

Recently Gov. Odell has contemplated
holding a succession of caonferences at the
Executive Chamber with Republican
leaders, with a view of advanoing his elec~
tion as chairman of the Republican State
committee to be named at the spring con-
vention. He has about sixty days to lay
his plans for this fight. He expects to be
able to show such strength that Senator
Platt will ree to his election as State
chairman. It is said that the Governor’s

olitical friends believe his desire to bacome
State chairman is a tactical mistake. But
they say the Governor has exacted the
pledge of personal support from the various
political adherents to his faction, by threat-
ening to leave them in the lurch for a leader
to fight their battles against Senator Piatt.

MUTINY OF FILIPINO TROOPS,

Garrison at Vigan Attacks
Ofcers.
Special Cable Despatcn to THE SON.

MAaNnp, Feb. 10.—Forty-five men of the
Philippine constabulary, constituting the
garrison of Vigan, mutinied and looted
the barracks, seizing fifty-five rifles and
all the portable ammunition—5,000 rounds
—and also the commissary funds. They
liberated the provincial prisoners and at-
tacked the American officers and residents.

Major Tearwood, commanding the faith-
ful constabulary and the residents, re-
pulsed the mutineers, who escaped to the
southward, ocutting the telegraph wires
and gathering fifty recruits on the way.
