BALTIMORE BANKS AT WORK.

CLEARING HOUSE OPEN FOR THE
FIRST TIME SINCE FEB. 6.

savings Banks Also Open and Withdrawal
of Money Is Light—Receilver Named
for a Baltimore Insurance Company
and One Is Asked for Another,

BaLriMoRe, Feb. 15—The resumption
of the operations of the Baltimore Clearing
House to-day has helped materially the
business situation. This was the first clear-
ance between banks since Saturday, Feb. 6,
Naturally the clearings to-day were heavy,
aggregating $8,800,000. The balances or
oxcess of credits over debits amounted
to more than $1,000,000, so that the banks
as a whole showed up in splendid condition.
To-day's clearings were about three times
the normal daily amount.

The various savings banks of the city
resumed businees to-day, but there was no
unusual incident connected with their re-
sumption. The largest bank in the city,
the Savings Bank of Baltimore, is in the
(lerk's office of the Court of Common
Pleas in the court house. This bank
has more than 25,000 depositors, with total
deposite exceeding $25,000,000. Its opera-
tions to-day reflect the general condition.
There were about twenty-five persons at
one time in the bank. The withdrawals
were in sums from $5 to $100, and were to
meet the usual requirements of depositors.

There were & number of deposits. All
savings banks reported deposits during
the day. As a rule these institutions have
their funds invested in gilt edged secur-
ities and are able to command all the money
they may need in any emergency.

’l{\e l?eabody Insurance Company of
Baltimore, from the fire
amounted to about $700,000, was the first
to succumb to the inevitable, and to-day
Richard B. Post was appointed receiver
for the concern under a bond of $600,000.
The receiver was asked for by one of the
stockholders and a policyholder, on the
ground that the company had met with
losses amounting to nearly $750,000 and
has only $300,000 in assets. An answer
was the corporation admitting
the allegations in the bill and consenting
to the receivership. .

A receiver was asked for also by the Citi-
zens' Trust and Deposit Company for the
Firemen's Insurance Company, which car-
ried a policy of insurance for $10,000 on the
trust company’s building, which was de-
stroyed by fire. The bill says that the in-
surance company cannot pay this loss and
that it is insolvent. Judge Denuis, in the
Circuit Court, signed an order for the Fire-
men’s Insurance Company to show cause
why the receiver should not be appointed
as asked for.

Corporal Robert Garrett of Troop A was
detailed for duty at military headquarters
in the court house to-day. Mr. Garrett is
one of the wealthiest and most prominent
young men in Baltimore and is coqmqered
one of the best soldiers in the National'
Guard. He is a strong advocate of disci-

e Garrett family were among the heavi-
est losers in the fire, but Corporal Garrett
has no personal interests to subserve. He
is lwre{;e a soldier.

The City Hospital turned
over the rooms at the Nurses’ Home and
those off duty sleep there comfortably.

The force of troops guarding the fire
zone to-day was reduced by Gen. Riggs by
one-half. The danger of looting is con-
sidered past, and a majority of the safes
and other valuables have been Flaced in
places of safety. The work of pulling down
the walls continues with vigor.

MISS PANGBORN, FIRE HEROINE.

Stripped Her Father's Office of Valuables
and Saved Them All

BaLTiMORE, Feb, 15.—Although Major
J. C. Pangborn, director of the exhibit of
the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad at the
St. Louis world's fair, was not in Baltimore
Sunday week, he has great reason to feel

lad that he has such a daughter as Misa
Mary Pangborn. Two years ago Miss Pang-
born proved her pluck by running a loco-
motive across the Ural Mountains. During
the big fire she saved all the removable
effects from her father’s office in the Con-
tinental Building, among them papers that
could not possibly have been duplicated.

These papers contained data gained from
numerous trips abroad to study Continental
railroads, data concerninﬁ the St. Louls
fair and railroad lists that would take
years to duplicate. In fact, even a couple
of paintings on the office walls were removed
to a place of safety by Miss Pangborn,
and the only loss suffered by the Major
is the destruction of his office furniture,

Miss Mary Pangborn has long been
known among her friends as a young
woman of resource, intelligence, vivacity
and charm of manner. er locomotive
episode also gave her a certain reputation
for grit. She forced her way into the
(Continental Building despite the objections
of an obdurate superintendent who did not
know her, She mtl armed herself with
a hatchet but found her father’s door open,
She broke open desks and cases and pnllad
paintings from the walls, With the aid
of a porter the valuables were hustled into
a cab and driven home. Here the things
and valuable bric-a-brac were packed
into three big trunks and Miss Pangborn
alept alongside these with a loaded revolver
at hand.

GOSSIP OF WALL STREET.

Commission business about reached its
minimum yesterday. Brokers and houses
representing pools and traders’ cligues exe-
cuted perhaps nine-tenghs of the orders that
originated outside of the Stock Exchange
walls. The room crowd was content to take
small profits on small lines, afraid to venture
far on either side lest it be hung up with
its purchases or squeezed In its sales. “A
lot of brokers,"” said the head of a prominent
commission firm yesterday, “are now living
on their fat  Very few of the representative
houses can be making expenses.”

The movement in Amalgamated Copper
was widely advertised beforehand. Every-
body seemed to have had the hint that the stock
would be put up. The buying on the advance
to 48 was said to look very good. Flower
& Co. took stock freely at that price. Orders
bad evidently been distributed with different
brokers to take all the stock offered at certain
prices on the way up. Thus Flower & Co.
cleaned up all of the 48 stock, Malcom &
Coombe took the 48'{ stock, E. Meyer, Jr.,
and one or two other brokers took all of the
484 stock, and then another broker who had
been buying the stock all the way up an-
nounced that if the crowd would put the
price to 48% he would bid 49. The price
finally got to 487, and the broker did bid 49,
as he had promised to do, and took stock at
that price. Imbrie & Co, Post & Flagg and
Barnes Bros. were prominent as buyers on
the advance. The stock closed at a4 recession
of only !4 per cent. from the highest, show-
ing a net gain for the day of 1! per cent.
Traders were active in it because it was one
of the few stocks in which they could make
a turn, The bull tips were still circulating
last night. It is predicted that the stock
will cross 50 on this movement. One of the
rumors used yesterday was that a promi-
nent actress had got a tip that the stock
would be advanced. The accompanying
details made it seem at least possible that
this [nformation might have reached her
from one of the members of a pool that is
supposed to be operating in Amalgamated
Copper. Wull Street is not fluicky as to the
sources of its information

(Consolidated Gas also was tipped for a
rise. Several promineut speculative houses
were told before the opening to get their
people into it, and some of the big traders
had similar information. It was said to have
come from Tammany sources. There was
a considerable short interest to work on.
H. Content and Wasserman Bros. started
the buying. There appeared to be very little
stock for sale on the way up. The maxi-
mum advance was 4'¢ points and the prioce
closed at a net gain of 3% points. Bets were
made on the flcor, one of $1,000 and another
of $100, that the stock would sell up 10 points
before down 10 points from 192. It is pre-
dicted that the price will crogs 200 on this
movement.

Heory Bros., Baruch Bros. and Mendham
Bros. were prominent as buyers of Brooklyn
Rapid Transit, The uptown crowd was
supposed to be working in both that stock
and Amalgamated Copper. The bull tips on
Brooklyn advertised yesterday were not
made good as were those on Amalgamated
Copper and Consolldated Gas. Some thought
the selling of Brooklyn looked better than
the buying. Traders sold It on the advance
in the forenoon to ¢8%.

Freash complications are continually arie-
ing from the situation that has been created
by the Colorado Fuel and Iron reorganiza-
tion committee. It appears that the pay-
ment of the interest on the convertible bond
coupons last due was made conditional,
presumably by authority of the committee,
upon their being deposited under the re-
organization plan. When the non-assenting
holders presented their coupons they were
told that they must deposit the bonds in
order to collect the interest, and to argue
the matter availed themn nothing. The
company is now in the position of having
defaulted interest upon the bonds not de-
posited under the reorganization plan. Those
who are short of the bonds, on the ether
hand, have pald the interest, just as one
pays the dividends on a stock one is short
of. This, however, {s in itself a minor com=
plication. The amount of money involved
is not large. The questions raised as to
what in these circumstances constituted
a “good delivery"” puzzled brokers not a
little.

Instances were frequent last week of pur-
chasers insisting upon having Colorado Fuel
bonds with the unpaid coupons attached
and refusing to accept bonds accompanied
by currency in lieu of such unpaid eoupons,
The intent of these purchasers evidently was
to get bonds that would carry upon their
face evidence of the company’'s default,
and It is supposed that the only use for such
bonds would be as a basis for legal proceed-
fngs. Otherwise the purchaser would nat-
urally want the interest, no matter how it
came, Waestern houses selling the bonds on
orders from out of town have found it very
difficult to borrow them for delivery in the
form required, and in some ingtances quite
impossible. When the bonds could not be
borrowed, and the purchaser insisted, the
houses that bad sold them in that way had
no alternative but to buy them back in the
open market. Several were forced to do
this. The Stock Exchange has now ruled
that to be “good delivery” the bonds must
bear the unpaid coupons. Such bonds are
very scarce,

Many traders are afraid to sell a dull mar-
ket short, especially if it happens already
to be pretty well sold out. The bear ele-
ment was more disposed vesterday to cover
short contracts than to sell the market any
further. There was scattered short cover-
ing in St. Paul and New York Central and
wheraver the shorts bid for stocks they found
them to be scarce, but no concertd effort
was made by the bull contingent to advance
prices. Wasserman bought and bid up Penn-
sylvania in the early trading, but found the
room crowd to be unresponsive. Feebla
demonstrations were made against the shorts
in various other stocks, notably New York
(entrul. The bull element seemed wholly
unable, however, to concentrate itself upon
any oue of half a dozen stocks that are be-
lieved to be oversold.

From the loan department there was re-
ported in the forenoon an urgent borrowing
demand for New York Central, the stock
lending “flat.” St. Panl and Pennsylvania
loaned at 1 per cent., and other stocks were
in good demand. The stocks borrowed in
the forenoon were for delivery before 2:15
P. M. on countracts made on Thursday and
saturday of last week. After the close of the
market yesterday there was still an active
demand for New York Central and Pennsyl-
vania at 1 per cent. Other active stocks
loaned up to the money rate, or at 1% per
cent.

Jacob Field and his crowd are said to be
operating again in Steel preferred. Some
traders say that this stock bulls as easily as
anything inthe active list, if not easier, und
that it has, besides, an almost unlimited
market. The Field crowd is understood to
have made a success of its last previous
demonstration in the stock. There is not
the short interest in Steel preferred that there
was a few weeks ago, but notwithstanding
that fact the stoclk has been holding its price
in @ most reassuring manner. All the reports
now being received on the trade situation are
bullish, De Witt & (o. were the largest
buyers of Steel preferred yesterday, taking
between 4.000 and 5,000 shares on the ad-
vance to 58. The stock closed but % per

COMPANY SAID TO BE COMING
TO TERMS WITH CITY.

Talk of Concessions in the Price of Publlo
Lighting-~But a Gas Company Officlal
Says the City Is Going to Pay the
Bills Comptroller Has Held Up.

The tips on which Consolidated Gasstock
went up in Wall Street yesterday are de-
scribed as coming from Tammany quarters.
At the same time, over in City Hall Park
arose reports that the dispute between
the gas company and the oity over the
price of publio lighting was likely to be
adjusted out of court. '

Yesterday was the day for arguing
the company's mandamus t® compel the
city to award it the public lighting con-
tract for which it was sole bidder in 1903.
Commissioner Monroe had refused to make
any contract, alleging that the prices—which
were those of the preceding year—were
exorbitant; and he tried to get a municipal
gas plant under way. The company contin-
ued its service and sent in its bills regularly at
the old prices, refusing to accept partial
payments. The Comptroller would not
pay the bills. Then the company brought
its mandamus proceedings.

Before court opened, counsel for the
company asked the Corporation Counsgel
to consent to a postponement, Assistant
Corporation Counsel George L. Sterling
said later:

“Until the Mayor and Commissioner
Oakley indicate what course they wish
me to pursue in this matter 1 cannot com-
ment on it. I do not mind saying, however,
that upon the representations of the
compauny that a settlement might be reached
I consented to an adjournment. What
concessions are made to the city will not
necessarily affect private consumers,
but I expect that they will benefit, because
the companies could hardly charge a higher
rate to private consumers than that charged
to the cir?'."

The reduction asked for by the city under
Commissioner Monroeis said to amount to
about $250,000 a yvear \

The concessions are on the other ride,
according toan official of the gas company,
who said last night that recently negotia-
tions had been begun between the com-
pany and the city looking to a settlement of
the bills. This official said it was his under-
standing that the city had decided to pay
the bills.

“We have been furnishing gas to the city
since December,” said he, “while the bills
have been held up. The city, I think, bas
found that the bills were just and should
be paid.”

Commissfoner Oakley, who was at the
ball of the Anawanda Club last night, said
he didn't know anything about the matter.

LOTHROP COMPANY FAILS.

Boston Publishing House, Unable to Secure
Capital, Goes Down.

BosTton, Feb. 15.—~The Lothrop Publish-
ing Company made an assignment to-day
to Fred H. Williams, a lawyer, and Warren
F. Gregory, manager of the book publish-
ing concern of Lee & Shepard. The liabili-
ties are roughly estimated at $150,000. The
assets are not yet estimated. The assignees
have started to take an account of stock,
and a definite statement will be ready for
creditors in a few days.

Inability to secure capital i{s given as
the main cause for the company's em-
barrassment. At the time of the failure
of the Central National Bank the Lothrop
company was a large borrower from that
institution, and the shifting of the credit
to other banks brought difficulties. H, E.
Morrell is president of the corporation,
The company has a large line of new work
on hand, and an effort will be made to bring
about a u.tista.ctorr settleament with the
creditors so that the business may con-
tinue without interruption.

Creditors representing more than two-
thirds of the total indebtedness of the firm
have assented to the assignment.

$1 WHEAT; COTTON DOWN A CENT.

Wheat Bulls Use the War News and the
Weather News,

Dollar wheat was sold on the Produce
Exchange yesterday—the May delivery.
The last time this price was reached was
in 1898. The big Armour pool in Chicago,
was said to be actively bulling prices. In
addition to the fear of a long and proti&cted
war, which may {;erhn w involve other
Powers, the bulls brought into plav talk
about the cold weather and the absenoce
of snow protection in the Southwest for
the growing winter wheat. At Chicago,
cash No. 8 red wheat sold at $1.03 a bushel
and No. 1 wheat at Minneapolis sold at $1.
While the advance was going on there was
much excitement in all the markets.

War also played a part in_the course of
the market on the Cotton Exchange. In
the late afternoon a fresh outhreak of

liquidation occurred under whijck: prices
went down more than 100 points from
Saturday's heavy

cloninr. T here was

solling for New Orleans interests and many
stop-loss orders were uncovered. Daniel
J. Sully was on the t'oor of the Fxchange,
but neither he nor his brokers nmade any
apparent effort to resist the decline. The
July delivery, which early in the day had
sold as high as 13.90 cents a pound, fell to
12,93 centa, closing at 12.92 cents bid, 12.94
cents asked, as against 13.95 cents, Satur-
day's closing price. Spot cotton in the
local market was marked down 106 points,
equivalent to $5.25 a bale, or to 13.75 cents a
pound.

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RAILROADS CUT GRAIN RATES

CONTEST NOW BROUGHT EAST OF
THE MISSISSIPPI.

Rates to Guir Ports Sald to Have Been
Reduced by Two-thirds Withia ‘Three
Weeks—--The Culting, So Far, las
Not Extended to Other Freights.

The Western railroads have Leen making
a series of cuts in grain rates which promise
to develop into a lively rate war. So far
the roads involved are the Atchison, the
Northwestern, the Alton, the Chicago
Great Western, the Missouri Pacific, the
Rock Island and the Burlington.

The contest has been brought east of the
Mississippi by the Chicago and North-
western, which announced yesterday reduc-
tions of two cents per 100 pounds on grain
from Nebraska points to Chicago and cuts
of from one to two cents from all Iowa
points. These cuts become effective to-day.

To meet thera the Burlington and Alton
have issued notices of reductions in grain
rates from 22); to 15 cents from all South
Missouri points to south Atlantic ports
through St. Louis.

The Great Western has reduced rates two
cents from Omaha to Chicago and has said
that it will meet every cut, if it has to carry
grain for a cent.

Despatches from Kansas City yesterday
said that the Atchison had made s further
cut of two cents in the rate for wheat and
corn to Gulf ports and that this cut had been
met by the Missouri Pacific and Rock Island.

Since the grain rate war began three
weeks ugo rales to Gulf ports are said to
have been reduced two-thirde. The cutting
has not spread, go far, to other traffic.

B. R. T. Borrows Some Meney.

The Brooklyn Rapid Transit Company
has negotiated a loan in Wall Street, the
collateral being the company'’s 4 per cent.
bonds pending the sale of these bonds at a
satisfactory price. It was reported vester
day that the loan was for several million
dollars. The loan is arranged to get tem=
porary accommodations in order to neet
unusual expenditures, principally for*new
power equipment .
