AGAIN HE VARIES HIS VARIED
HOME RULE UTTERANCES.

Gov. Odell varied his varied utterances
on home rule for New York city yesterday
at the Fifth Avenue Hotel by delivering a
pomily on politicians. He had attended a
peforrmance the night before of “The
County Chairman,” and he said he was very
much taken back at an episode in the play.
Gov. Odell was sensitive and went on to say:

I noticed that when the man who played
the county chalrman sald *{ am a politi-
cian, 1 always tell the truth,’ the audience
langhed. The laughter followed that
speech, but 1 don't see why the audience
should laugh at that. Of course a politi-
cian tells tha truth. He has to. He could
not get along in the business if he lied more
that four times on any one proposition.
Truth and honesty are the essential quali-
fications for a successful politician."

Giov, Odell took a new tack yesterday
on his home rule views and declared that
the New York city authorities have more
power than the Siate Legislacure. “I find
that the city authorit ws.:' continued Gov,
Odell, “have almosl unlimited power in
many directions. The Board of Aldermen
can pass any kind of ordinance that does not
conflie with the Constitution of the State
or of the United States, The local authori-
1ies have almost unlimited powér over the
ciry finences and almost all local matters,
The Board of Estimate of New York city
can issue bonds for a period of fifty years.”

Gov. Odell authorized a month ago a
statement declaring that he was for out
and out home rule for New York city. Then
he took in a reef or two and subsequently
mi¥ed out again for home rule. Repub-
icans who were at the Fifth Avenue Hotel
vesterday said that it made them dizzy
irving to keep track of Gov.

The Governor
declares that he will not appoint any man
who is active in politics to a responsible
position, and that he intends to select only
men acceptable to him, regardless of the
party's wishes,

The trouble may disrupt the regular
organization. At any rate, the local branch
of the machine will not have police protec-
tion in the future, as the new board of
commissioners will not be made up of
partisans.

CONGRESSMAN BABCOCK WINS.
Defeats Gov. La Follette’'s Plans to Deat
Him for a Renomination.

MapisoN, Wis.,, Feb. 20.—Congressman
Joseph W Babcock will be returned
to Congress, notwithstanding efforts of
Gov. La Follete to bring about his defeat
for renomination. Four out of seven
counties in the district have held cau-
cuges and these have given him sixty-
four delegates in the Congress conven-
tion when only fifty-two were needed for
choice. The other three counties are also
for him and he will probably be nominated
by acclamation.

Sauk and Grant counties had caucases
to-day and were swepf by Babcock. In
Grant, Babcock got 150 of 188 delegates to
the county convention, overwhelmingly
defeating Blaine, the Governor’s candidate.
In Sauk, Stone, La Follette's candidate,
was snowed under, every, town being for
the Congressman. The Babcock men de-
clare that La Follete will not he able to
carry the Third district when the Governor
runs for renofination.

The Governor's followers are sorelv
disappointed over the outcome. They
realize now that La Follette has hurt his
canse hy fighting Babcock and has turned
the district against himself. Some of his
friends say that La Follette may decide
not to run again. The story goes that

| La Follette recently said he would not run

again if he failed to beat Babcock, and,
if he keeps his word, peace may be restored
in the party.

FOSS WOULD BE DELEGATE.

Wil Make An Attempt to Smash the Massa.
chusetts Republican Siate.

BostoN Feb. 20.—Eugene N. Foss will
be a candidate for delegate at large to the
Republican national convention. Mr.Foss's
candidacy is equivalent to a declara-
tion of war on the Republican organiza-
tion in this State. The slate which is being
favored by the Republican politicians
throughout the State is composed of Sena-
tor Lodge, ex-Gov.

THOUGHT FIREMAN A LOOTER.

BALTIMORE SOLDIER FIRES ON
ONE OF THE CITY'S FORCE.

Fireman Hid and the Militlamen Came Up
to Shoot Him—Policeman Arrived Just
in Time to Avert Bloodshed and Send
Both Men Back to Thelr Posts.

BaLTiMORE, Feb. 20.—The conflict be-
tween the police, firemen and militia, as
to who have charge of the fire ruins, which
has led to much confusion, came to a ludi-
erous climax late last night when Corporal
Hutchins of Company H, Fourth Regiment,
fired his gun at Fireman Charles Stewart,
of the fire insurance salvage corps, and
while serious results seemed imminent
a policeman asserted himself and subdued

both men.

There has been some looting of the ruins,
and when the soldier saw the figure of the
fireman flitting among the walls he fired
at him. The fireman hid in the ruins to
avoid other shots, and Corporal Hutchins
was looking for him with a cocked and
loaded gun, and was on top of the crouch-
ing figure when the policeman, who had
heard the report of the rifle, came running
up out of breath. )

The corporal had heard of looters leaving
the burned district with bags of valuables
on their backs and of dangerous men hid-
ing in the wrecked buildings. He intended
to shoot to kill, and the fireman knew that
it,was not safe to show his head. As the
patrolman and corporal came upon the
fireman he sprang up. The corporal's gun
was seen in a threatening attitude, when
the policeman stepped between them and
commanded both to halt. The representa-
tive of the State law aseerted his authority
over the representatives of both the police
and the fire department. Mutual explana-
tions followed, in which the fireman told the
police that ha had hean ordered to watch

| the property of the R. M. Sutton Company.

The soldier said he had fired because he did
not know that the fireman was on duty
and because the latter had not halted when
he commanded.

The policeman unravelled the tangled
skein of uniformed authority by not mak-
ing any arrests and ordering the men back
to their posta.

POLLUTION OF LAKE CHAMPLAIN.

Pulp Mills Dump Their Refuse Into the
Rivers That Flow Into the Lake.

ALBANY, Feb. 20.—Gov. John G. McCul-
lough of Vermont has been presented with
a petition signed by taxpayers and ripar-
ian owners on the east shore of Lake Cham-
plain in Vermont asking him to exercise
his executive power to bring about an
abatement of the unsanitary condmons.ol
the lake water produced by-the pulp mills
on the New York shore, whose owners
persist in violating the law by dumping the
refuse from the manufacture of paper into
the rivers which flow intc the lake. The
mills on these different rivers throw tons
of filth into the lake daily.

An investigation is now pending by the
State Board of Health of New York on
affidavits of people living along the banks
of the Ausu.bfa River who have been made
deathly sick from the use of the water. The
Ausable Chasm, the great natural gorge
and one of the world renowned features
of the Adirondack region, has lost its at-
tractiveneas to tourists, owing to the impur-
ities and sludge acid poured through it
from the mills on the river above. Not
only are the pulp manufacturers poisoning
the waters of the various Adirondack
streams, but they are denuding the hills
and spreading desolation generally in that
picturesque region. ) ) .

It is said that the typhoid epidemic now
raging in Watertown is in a great measure
due to the condition of the Black River,
from which Watertown gets its water sup-
ply and on which there are several pulp
mills which dump their refuse into the
stream. The Black River is now unnavi-

able for craft of the lifhtest draught, and

the impurities from the pulp muls have
produced most intolerable and unsanitary
conditions.

The petition to Gov. MoCullough is a
movement to forestall any such deplorable
condition inlake Champlainand to preserve
the health of the inhabitants on the Ver-
mont shore. The Governor will direct the
borard of health to make an investigation
as to the alleged condition, and when an
indictment will be sought against the of-
fending mill owners.

TO SEARCH FOR HUBBARD.

Col. Glazier to Head a Party to Look for
the Missing Labrador Explorer.

ALBANY, Feb. 20.—-Col. Willard Glazier,
the Labrador explorer, of this city, intends
to set out with an expedition into the in-
terior of Labrador in search of Leonidas
Hubbard, the assistant editor of Outing,
who is thought to be lost in that country,
f]f no word comes from the missing man by
une 1.

Hubbard, with only one compa nion,
started to explore Labrador last summer.
They entered the country just before Col.
Glazier and his party set out on their work.
It is the opinion of Col. Glazier, who is
familiar with the plans of Hubbard, that
he is neither loat nor dead, as some accounts
have had it, but that he is instead spending
the winter comfortably with the Nascope
Indians, or else is in some lumbering camp.

One reason why no word has come from
him since the middle of December, Col.
Glazier says, may be the impossibility of
sending letters from the point where he
is wintering. Col. Glazier says, however,
that Hubbard may be lost, as he did a risky
thing in starting out on his trip with only
provisions enough to last a week or ten
days, and this in a country almost bare
of game for long periods of time,
