CONSUL SKINNER'S REPORT OF
HIS TRIP AND ITS RESULTS.

King to Send a Commission With Exhibe
' Its to St Louls Falr—Abyssinia Rich
In Resources—Gold, Sliver, Petroleum,
lron_ and Coal Among Its Prodaots.

WasHiNaTON, Feb. 21.—Robert P. Skin-
ner, United States Consul-General at Mar-
seilles, France, who was sent by this Gov-
ernment on a special mission to Abysainia
in November of last year for the purposes
of negotiating a trade treaty with King
Menelik and gathering information respect-
ing commercial resources of that country,
has returned and made a brief report of
his highly successful mission to the Depart-
ment of State. As a result of Mr. Skinner's
efforts direct trade may now be profitably
opened up with a region which contains
a population of something like 10,000,000
souls, a population, té0o, which is daily
increasing its purchasing power and its
wants. In his report to Mr. Loomis, the
Assistant Secretary of State, Consul-Gen-
eral Skinner says:

The results of the/mission confided to me
of safeguarding a valuable ex|sting market
in Ethiopia and increasing it by all legiti-
mate means may be summarized as follows:

A treaty has, been negotiated with the
Emperor’s Government, which, if acceptable,
will secure to the United States for all time
the privileges of the most favored nation in
Ethiopla, and at the same time guarantee
to our citizens and to our merchandise im-
munity from discrimination in rates upon
all public roads and lines of communication
whatsoever.

The invitation to participate in the Louisi-
ana Purchase Exposition has been accepted
and the preliminary orders were given dur-
ing my visit to Addis Abeba for the collection
of material necessary for a proper exhibit.
The Emperor also expressed his intention of
sending to the United States during the com-
ing summer a commission of distinguished
and representative men to take charge of
the exhibit at St. Louis and to expand the
commercial relations of the empire, if pos-
sible. I have collected a vast amount of
trade information, which will be collated
and duly forwarded to the Department as a
separate commercial report. Acting on be-
half of the Agricultural Department, I have
secured a collection of the seeds of the more
important crops peculiar to Ethiopla, a num-
ber of which may be found valuable in the
exploitation of the uncultivated western
lands of the United States, now being made
available by the extension of our irrigation
system. 1 have also in hand material for a
report upon the agricultural resources of the
empire.

The Agricultural Department was particu-
larly desirous of securing a collection of wild
coffee seeds for experimental purposes.
These could not be obtained during my visit,
but have been ordered, and will be ultimately
forwarded. Such a collection could only
be found in Kaffa, a remote province of the
country, access to which involves a long
and expensive journey. The experts of the
Agricultural Department have a theory
that the degeneration of the modern planta-
tiona is due to the fact that coffee culture
has been based upon seed originally im-
&»rted from Arabia, and that by getting back

the wild coffee plant, the habitat of which
is the Province of Kaffa, 4 new variety may

oreated, the value of which will in-
calculable,

My endeavor to obtain a pair of large
zebras for cross-breeding purposes was also
in vain. These animals are exceedingly
rare and difficult to capture alive. I have
left instructions, however, in regard to this
matter, and trust to be able to supply two
of these animals some time in the future.

In addition to these deflnite results, the
presence of the mission in Ethiopia has had
the effect of turning the attention of the
business classes of the empire toward the
United States as a probable source of -uﬂ)l
for many manufactured articles for w oK
an expanding market is certain to resuit
upon the completion of the railway, and as a
probable consuming market for such prod-
ucts a8 may be available for export.

Probably for the first time in the modern
history of Ethiopia -has a foreign mission
visited the country upon an errand of peace
and amity, bringing no vexed question of
territorial integrity or national honor to de-
cide, and neither asking nordtrumnc any-
thing to which both sides could not accede.

I trust that the visit of the mission will
result eventually in the expnngo: of Ameri-
can interests in Ethlotm, w they are
already greater than those of any of the
Powers now making strenuous efforts to
obtain the leadership. If the treaty which 1
have been directed to negotiate be ratified by
the Senate, our commerce will depend hence-
forth, not upon the President nor upon Con-
aress, but upon the individual business man.
Without the presence of an American citizen
or the advantage of o ocontact, our
cotton sheetings, b{' virtue of their excel-
lence, have forced themselves into
where for years they have constitu t
principal article of im‘pon.

Ethiopia being without a seaport and
hemmed in by three European Pow each
one striving to supplant our merchandise,
we came none too soon to pnwo‘ s trade
by the negotiation of a treaty which should

arantee equal treatment to our merchan-

ct to import duties, but
more important lﬁﬁ, in respect to equal
rates of tran

sport.

While the demand for miscellaneous mer-
chandise {s extremely limited in Ethiopia, it
should be recalled that the country is at this
moment in a state of transition, and that the
nopulation is acquiring new tastes and new
needs in consequence of cioser contact with
Western civilization and the creation of
the new railroad, which permits the sale of
Ethiopian products and consequently enables
the population to become purchasers. ile
these re(‘:nrﬁments are reiatively unimpor-
tant at this time and cannot vastly increase
nuntil the completion of the railroad two or
three years hence, tastes are now being
formed and markets are being created, the
full fmportance of which can only be appre-
ciated in future years, and experience has
shown that the manufacturing nations which
have heen the first on the ground in neutral
markets of the world have been the first to

rofit when those markets have acquired
rmnorunt proportions.

Ethiopia is wealthy in resqurces beaond
the power of any man to calculate. Gold
silver, asphalt, petroleum, iron, and coal
exist in combination with a salubrious climate,
agricultural productiveness and a popula-
tion of singular docility. With watchful
ayes upon the futurs, the Emperor seeks
to pit one European Power against another
in order to preserve the political indepen-
dence of his gmpln, which has been handed
down through the centuries, and in the mean-
time he hopes to develop the intelligence
and resources of the population to such a
;mint as to enabie it to withstand any pregsure

rom without. The empire hol out no
attractions to the commercial adventurer
with limited means. Toomany Europeans now
in the fleld are of that class, and the Emperor
with just reason is weary of the conatant
clamor for concessions from all sorts and
conditions of persons, whose only object is
to find a purchaser at an exorbitant figure.
On the other hand, enterprises planned with
skill and backed with sufficient capital may
be undertaken and carried out with every
assurance that property interests will be
respected by the Government and that pro-
moters of such enterprises will he welcomed
writh a catholic spirit.

The Oocoidental mine, on the Comstook, is
down 440 feet and quartz was found last week
which assayed 824 in gold a ton, On the 550-
foot level good ore has also been struck.

CONDITION OF SAVINGS BANKS.

Depestts $10,000,000 More Than Ever Be-

fore—Total Resources, $1,338,800,4688.

ALBANY, Feb. 21.—State Superintendent
of Banks Frederick D. Kilburn, in a report
on the condition of the savings banks of
the State to be submitted to the Legislature
to-morrow night, says:

A comparison of the deposits of the sav-
ings banks for Jan. 1 last with those :f :he

ear preceding shows & large growth during
Yhe ye':u'. but far short of that in 1902. The total
amount deposited was larger b{ nearly $10,000-
000 than over before in the like period, but
market, industrial and labor conditions dur-
ing a part of the year made it the fact also that
the withdrawals were the lar gest ever known--
the excess over 1902 having been more than
£22,000,000. But still the deposits exceeded
the withdrawals by more than 817,000,000,
whioh, with interest credits, carried the gain
for the year in the amount due depositors
to close upon $54,000,000, or to the total of
$1,131,281,943.48. The total resources now
aggregate $1,248 800,468,681, or about $47,500,-
000 more than a year ago. The discrepancy
in these two increases represents of course
whatever losses the savings banks may have
