INQUFEST IN MORPHINE CASE.

Prosecutor Belleves the Story of Accldens
tal Poisoning.

Frederick Myers, who says that he was
on Gen. Sheridan's staff with the rank of
Colonel in the Civii War, and his negro
sorvant, Anna Simmons, who were ar-
rested on Sunday night as the result of
Mrs, Myers's sudden death from an over-
dose of morphine at her boarding house,
150 Weat Forty-sixth street, were before
Coroner Scholer yesterday. The Coroner
raleased Mr. Myers in 8500 bail and paroled
the woman until Friday, when there will
be an inquest. The Coroner said that
Assistant District Attorney Garvan had
usurped authority by paroling the prizoners
at 3 A. M. yesterday and asking for their
discharge in a police court later.

Mr. Garvan became convinced that Mrs.
Myers's death was accidental and that her
husband's story, as told in THE SuN yester-
day, that he had given his wife morphine
tablets without knowing that the servant
had given her others a little while before
was true,

Mr. Myers, who said that he was 71 years
old yesterday and had been obliged to
goav,pone a birthday celebration because of

is wife's death, wept when arraigned before
the Coroner. e said that Mrs, Myers
was his fifth wife and was a daughter of
Chief Justice Saffold of Alabama. He
married her about five years ago.

Among other things, he said yesterday
that Charles F. Murphy, the leader of Tam-
many Hall, was at one time in his employ.

Leader Murphy was out of town yester-
day, but Alderman Gaffney thinks Mr,
Myers has got that wrong.

BALTIMORE'S HOLIDAYS END,

LEGAL BANKING BUSINESS WILL
BE RESUMED TO0-DAY.

Merchants Fear That a Good Deal of Paper
Will Be Protested—Explosion Injures
Sightseers In the Burned Distriet
—Fanous B. and ©. Painting Saved.

BALTIMORE, Md., Feb. 22.—The Balti-
more bank holiday of two weeks ended
with to-day. To-morrow all the banks
in the city will resume their regular busi-
ness operations. On Wed nosday the Balti-
more Stock Exchange will open for trading.
There has been no regular banking or 8.ock
Ezchange business since Saturday, Feb. 6.

The object of this long holiday was to
delay the protesting of commeroial paper
after the big fire until merchants could
straighten out their affairs. It is ex-
pected that considerable paper will go to
protest. Insurance certificates are being
hypothecated to tide men over in many
instances, and to-morrow is8 being antivi-
pated with comsiderable dread by maay
persons.

The famous painting “The Founders of
the Baltimore and Ohio,” by the late Frank
B. Mayer, the Annapolis artist, was saved.
This painting hung in the o:ntral buili-
ing of the Baltimore and Ohio, at Balti-
more and Calvert streets. It was a nota-
ble historical work. It showed a group
of authentic portraits of men who figured
in the founding of the firs. American rail-
road system. Its rescue was effected by
General Manager Sims. When he found
that the frame was so securely fastened to
the wall that it would take dangerously
long to get it cown, Mr. Sims ordered that
the picture be cut from the frame. This
was done, and with the exception of a small
hole, where a fugitive spark punctured the
painting during its rescue, it is now in
good shape, )

The work of demwlishing the walls of
unsafe buildings in the burned Cdistrict
progressed to-cay, and many more of the
structures destroyed by the fire were torn
down. Explosives were used freely in the
former banking district.

William L. Reed, Jr., was injurad mortally,
James McWilliams cut on the head, and
about a dozen other persons injured as the
result of an explosion in the ruins of the
Headley Chocolate Company, 11 South
Frederick street, this afternoon. Frederick
street was thrown open to sightseers and
the thoroughfare was t.hron%s( , when sud-
denly there came a report from the ruins
and thousands of bricks were hurled hun-
dreds of feet in the air. At the same time
there was an almost overpowering odor
of ammonia, creating the impression that
a tank of the liquid had exploded. Nearly
every one within 100 feet of the building
was either struck by a brick or covered
with débris.

There was a rush for safety, and when
the crowd cleared away policemen found
two men unconsacious, surrounded, by
heaps of bricks. These are Reed and
McWilliams. The former was taken to a
hcspital for treatment.

At a conference to-day between Mayor
McLane, the Board of Public Improvements
and various heads of city departments,
the recommendations of the emergency
committee were gone over and widely dis-
cussed. Although no definite action waas
taken the sense of the meeting seemed to
be opposed to the making of a plaza on
the west side of the court house and of a
park of Marsi Market Space south of Balti-
more street.

Cold Wave Prevents Floods Up the State.

SARATOGA, Feb. 22.—The rain storm
which made its appearance last night and
continued thirteen hours, was followed
this afternoon by a snow squall and is

succeeded this evening by a cold wave,
which has placed an embargo on the sur-

face water floods that otherwise would
have followed.

THE CONKLINS'S PRINCE.

Contract Labor Case, With the Curry Cook
In It, to Be Tried Next Week.

Roland R. Conklin, his brother Stanley
and a picturesque cook of Indian curry
known as “Prince” Joe Ranji Smile, one-
time Rajah of Sherry's kitchen, must appear
in the United States Circuit Court next
Monday as defendants in a suit brought
by the United States for alleged breach of
the contract labor law.

The suit grew out of the importation of
thirty-five Hindoos to equip the Omar
Khayyim restaurant, which ceased to
exist some time ago, at 325 Fifth avenue.

“On the 1st of June, 1001,” the moving
papers say, “Roland IR. Conklin and Stanley
Conklin employed the saftl defendant, Joe
Ranji Smile, as their agent and servant
for the purpose of managing and super-
vising the business of g restaurant.”

It was at Sherry's, where the Conklins
were living in 1901, that the defendants,
according to the prosecuting attorneys,
Coyne & Abbott, devised the scheme of
starring “Prince” J. Ranji Smile in a yestau-
rant of his own, where the joyous East might
be reproduced. Prince Smile went to India,
secured (hirty-five attendants, some of
whom knew they were to be cooks and
waiters, but many of whom believed they
were ?)omg as a bodyguard to a Prince.
The “Prince” came from London to
Montreal, and Montreal pn)mr.a printed
stories about Roenjit, a feudal Prince of
Beluchistan and his suite, and interviewed
him on Eas'ern polilics.

Ranji's affidavic, made at the Immigra-
tion office, gives a less colored sccount of
the affair. It suys that the Conkling hired
him and that he imported the klindoos.
He goes on:

Stanley Conklin met me at Quebee and
said “Everything ia all right,” He sald he
must ger away from the steamer, as offlcers
were coming on board. At Montreal Mr.
Conklin gave me $300 and teld me to divida
the party and send them to New York on two
different lines. A Mr. [Lordan told me he
would take me to a kind of office at the Bat-
tery. | remember they told me to say at
the office that I had money to come over.
Lordan gave these men some money to show
up. if called upon to show what they had,
He said: “If there is any necessity for more
money von shill have it, You must not

mention Conklin’s nama or 325 Fifth avenue.”

The fixir‘\ yv-five men came to this coun-
try in two batches. The “Prince” spoke
of them as his relatives—brothers and
nephews. Sixteen were deported by the
Immigration authoriies, The others
drified away.
