Effect of Russian Diplomatic
Methods on Feeling Here.

LoNpoN. Feb. 27.—~The writer had a
long conversation to-day with an intimate
personal friend of the Czar and of the high-
~st Russian officials. The interview was
rat for publication, but the correspondent
feels at liberty to touch on one point.

The visitor called attention to the fact
that THE SUN was the first American news-
paper to change its friendly attitude toward
Ruesia last spring, and he asked with evi-
dent sincerity what was the secret of the
strong antagonism of the American press
and public. He added that nothing in the
entire situation so astonished and dis-
turbed the Emperor and Russian officials.

The whole explanation of Russia's present
dilemma and of the war itself lies behind that.
inquiry. Russia i8 ignorant, despite her
repregentatives abroad and the foreign
diplomatists at her capital, of the effect
of her diplomatio policy. The writer told
the inquirer bluntly that the American
hostility was due solely to Rusaia's dishonest
diplomatic methods and the consequent
disbelief in the sincerity of her friendliness
toward American interests in the Far East.

This led to a long and frank discus-
sion, such a discussicn as, if it had taken
place three months ago between the Czar
and Ambassador MoCormick, would have
averted the present war with Japan and
restored the friendliest relations between
Anrerica and Russia.

It is a matter for regret, for Russia's
sake, that the writer i not permitted to
disclose the explanation of the peculiar
circumstances leading up to hostilities
which never would have been initiated
by Russia and which came as a complete
surprise to St. Petersburg. That portion
of current history must remain unwritten
for the present.

BALKAN SITUATION IMPROVED.

‘The panic of pessimism which prevailed
in severai Continental centres a week ago
has largely disappeared. The liability of
Its recurrence remains, especially in finan-
vial cirgles, for the situation is far from
sound on the Paris and Berlin bourses.

GERMANY TO FORCE NBW ALLIANCES?

Now that the physical aspect of war does |

not monopolize attention, statesmen of all
classes are giving the greatest considera-
tion to the probable developments of in-
ternational relations. It is unnecessary to
repeat that Great Britain and France are
mest sincere in their desire to avoid being
dragged into war. It would seem that
under such circumstances it would be
easy to maintain their neutrality. So it
would, were it not in the power of some
outside agency to create a situation of
overwhelming embarrassment for one or
both, 1t is now suggested that Germany
will do this in a manner that will be per-
fectly regular and legitimate.

The present belligerents, according to
the trend of events, it is argued, will fight
to a standstill within a few months. Then
(rermany, with Ruseia’s assent, will propose
to France to intervene and end the war. A
refusal by France would be equivalent to the
breaking of the Dual Alliance and the prob-
able substitution of Germany as Russia's
partner. Japan, if unwilling to yield to
the intervention, could summon Great
Britain to her assistance.

The Spectator regards this situation as
extremely likely to arise, and suggests
an immediate counteraction in the shape
of a virtual Anglo-French alliance. Thus
alone, it is argusd, can the grave develop-
ment described be avoided.

It would be of mutual advantage to both
ocountries, and France would be infinitely
better off with Great Britain instead of
Russia as a partner. Italy would virtually
be the fourth partner. With Great Britain,

SAYED A PASSENGER TRAIN.

A Switchman Gives Up His Life to Close
an Open Switeh,

CLEVELANT, Feb. 27 —Timothy Quinlan,
¢ switchman living at 571 Lake street, gave
up his life to-day to save 100 persons from
death at 4 o'clock this morning in the local
Lake Shore railroad yards. Quinlan was
riding on a yard engine and saw Lake

Shore passenger train No. 15, with more '

than 100 persons on board, approaching

at a fast rate of speed, being two hours |

late.

Knowing that a switch had been left
open, Quinlan leaped from
tive and started for the switch. Panting
and gasping for breath, he neared the
switch lever between the main and the
switch tracks. There was no time to pull
the lever. He threw himself at the lever
and his body fell across it. His weight
snapped the lever from the catch and the
switch closed.

Train No. 15 with its many passengers
ahoard rushed past in safety, but Quinlan
was dead. In throwing himself across
the lever his head projected upon the main
track and he was killed by the train.

The funeral will be in charge of Switch-
men's Union No. 11. Over the grave will
be erected a tombstone with the epitaph:
“He gave his life to save otlfers.”

STONE A LOCOMOTIVE.

Toughs Bombard a Moving Traln and Ren-
der the Fireman Unconsclous.

William Merkel of 574 Mott avenue, a
fireman on the New Haven Railroad, was
taken unconscious from an engine drawing
an exprees train from Boston last night
at the Mott Haven station. He had been
struek by stones thrown through the cab
window as the trajn was passing through
the cut at Claremont Park.

The engineer, who said that the train
was going at about 40 milea an hour at that
place, did not kuow his fireman had been
hit until he etopped the train in response
to a signal from the conductor after stones
had crashed through the windows of one
of the passenger cars. Then the engineer
found that the windows on the fireman's
side of the cab were broken. The fireman
was hanging out of the front window and
was in danger of falling to the tracks.

THE VILLARD WILL CONTEST.

Mrs. Bell’s Absence at the Time of Probate
an Important Point.

MounT VERNON, N. Y., Feb. 27.—In the
suit brought by Mrs. Helen Villard Bell
to set aside the will of her father, Henry
Villard, counsel for the executors to-day
moved before Justice Keogh that she be
compelled to frame a reply to their de-
murrer. Mrs. Bell has filed an applica-

tion for an order to allow her to examine

tho heirs and exeoutors as to the financial
condition of the estate.

The executors, Oswald and Harold Vil-
lard, Harold White and Charles A. Spof-
ford, assert that Mre. Bell has no remedy
at law beeause she accepted a legacy of

¢ 825,000, mada by the will, and an income

from securities on deposit. Mrs. Bell,
haowever, claims the right to contest the
will because she was in Germany when
the will was probated, two years ago,

It was brought out in court that absence
during the probate of a will has never
heen the subject of a judicial determina-
vion in this State and that an interesting
question has now been raised in this pro-
ceeding. Justice Keogh rendered no de-
cision, but took the papers and asked that
briefs be submitted by next Saturday.

MORSE-DODGE TANGLE DEEPER

HUMMEL DENIES THAT HIS FIRM
WAS RETAINED FOR MORSE.
Such a Statement Attributed to Hum-
mel's Partner Steinhardt, Who Says
That the Firm Is Paylng Dodge’s
Expenses and Tells How the Casc Began

The tangle about the Morse-Dodge mar-
| riages was deepened yesterday by pub-
lished statements attributed to Benjamin
i Steinhardt of the firm of Howe & Hum-
mel to the effect that Howe & Hummel
were providing the money for Dodge’s
large exponses; that they expected to coi-
lect the money from C. W. Morse; that,
in fact, Mr. Morse was legally liable for
the money; that the firm had been retained
for Mr. Morse to look into Mrs. Morse's
divorce from Dodge, and that the letter
written to Morse by Hummel last Septem-
ber showed that “we represented” Morse,

At midnight A. H. Hummel!, who had not
been at his office, called up THE SuN and
said that he had seen in an evening news-
paper something of a statement of this
character attributed to Mr. Steinhardt
and that he wished to say emphatically:

First—That neither he nor the tirm had
at any time been retained for C. W. Morse
! in the case.
|  Second—That neither he nor the firm had
! any legal claim on Mr. Morse for the money
the firm has expended on behalf of Dedge;
or any claim on Mr. Morse.
| Mr. Hummel said that this could not be
put too strongly. Mr. Steinhardt also
{ called up a little later and described as “a
mistake” the disputed statements attrib-
uted to him. He did say that Howe &
Hummel were providing the money to
meet Dodge's expenses, but he denied that
they had a claim against Morse for this
money. Some other things Mr. Steinhardt
had been understood to say in the afternoon
were:

“Our attention was called to some pecu-
liarities in the proceedings by which Mrs.
Dodge obtained the divorce from her hus-
band. These were brought to our atten-
tion by a very close friend or relative—in
fact, it might be Mr. Morse himself. We
were asked to make an investigation of
the court records. We did so, and found
the irregularities. Qur next step ‘was to
send for Dodge himeself. He came to our
office and made a full statement to us of the
part he had taken in the proceedings. 1
saw him personally, and got from him
an affidavit. This tallied exactly with
what we had ascertained from the records.
Then I consulted with Mr. Hummel, and
he wrote that ietter to Mr. Morse which
has been given out by Mr. Untermyer.

“Who was the person who asked you to
| begin the investigation?”

“That I cannot tell you now,” was Mr.
Steinhardt’s answer, “but his identity
will be disclosed very shortly and then it
will be seen that we have acted in the inter-
ast of the one most concerned in straighten-
ing out this lagal tangle.
| seen that the letter which was written to

. Mr. Morse by Mr. Hummel was part of our |

efforts in that direction.

“Mr. Untermyer has the notion that
the proper way to restore the rights
{ of Mrs. Morse-Dodge is by the action
‘ which he has brought on behalf of
Mr. Morse, in order that the whole
divorce proceeding may be reviewed by the
court.

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HUSBAND AND WIFE SHOOT.

Duel on a Stalrs in Jackson, Mich.—Each
Dies Almost Immediately.

JacksoN, Mich.,, Feb. 27.—John and
Anna Huddy are dead, and no one knows
whether each w#s the murderer of the
other, or one a murderer and the other
asuicide. No third person saw the shooting
and both husband and wife had revolvers.

The double tragedy took place at 504
South Pleasant street at 10 o'clock this
morning. The couple had separated, and
the wife had applied for a divorce. Mrs.
Huddy was living with her eister, Mrs.
George Arnold. Huddy came to the house
this morning and inquired for his wife.
Mr. Arnold called for her to come from
upstairs. She refused.

When Huddy was satisfled that his wife
would not see him, he started for the stair
door. Arnold intercepted him. Huddy
placed a revolver under Arnold’s nose
and drove him into the dining room. He
then rushed upstairs. Mrs. Huddy was
on the steps about half way down. The
shooting began at once, and several shots
were fired, either upon the stairs or on
the landing above.

Mrs, Huddy fell heavily upon the stairs
and rolled down into the sitting room.
Her body was followed by Huddy’s. He
waa shot in the head. The woman died
as she lay on her side on the floor. Huddy
died just after reaching the hospital.

The shot which caused the death of Mrs.
Huddy entered her head, back of the left ear.
A bullet in the left temple caused the death
of Huddy. He was also shot in the fore-
arm. Huddy was right-handed, and the
fact that he was shot in the left temple
indicates that he did not shoot himself.
Four charges were fired from Huddy's re-
volver and three from Mrs. Huddy's.

i FAMOUS PICTURES MISSING.

| Two of Sir Joshua Reynolds’'s Works Dis-
{ appear From Ball’'s Park.
; Special Cable Desp aich to TN SUN.

LoNpox, Feb. 27.—Two of Sir Joshua
Reynolds's most famous pictures are mis-
ing and a reward was advertised to-day
for their return. They are portraits of
Anne Montgomery and Charlotte Compton,
bhoth Marchionesses of Townshend. The
pictures belonged to the famous collection
of Townshend heirlooms. That of Anne
was painted about 1773 and is acknowledged
to be one of the finest examples of Sir
Joshua's work.

The pictures had been hanging many
years at Ball’s Park, Herefordshire, one of
the Townshend seats. The pictures dis-
appeared and there is not the slightest
clue.

The Townshend heirlooms, especially
the pictures, have been justly celebrated.
At Raynham, the seat of the Marquises
of Norfolk for 200 years, was a gallery
containing 4,000 pictures, mostly old family
portraits. The Marquis in December last
successfully applied to the court for per-
mission to sell some of the pictures there.
Among those sold were portraits of Charles
Townshend, who introduced measures in
Paerliament immediately following the re-
bellion in the American Colonies.

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LID'LL STAY ON, SAYS M'ADOO

OH, FOR €ONTROL OF THE CITY
MAGISTRATES, HE SIGHS.

The Commissioner Stirs the Real Estate
Board of Brokers to Cheers by His
Pralse of MeClellan, for Whom He
Sees Higher Things—Grout Speaks

Police Commissioner McAdoo, in a apeech
at the Real Estate Board of Brokers dinner
at the Waldorf-Astoria last night, denied
that there was going to be any lifting of
the lid by the present administration and
asserted in most emphatio terms that New
York oity is going to be satisfactorily and
happily governed.

Incidentally, he said many good things
about Mayor McClellan, deseribing him
as the peer of any man who ever entered
City Hall as Mayor. Mr. McClellan, the
Commissioner declared, had every right
to be ambitious for greater and higher
honors.

Mr. MeAdoo'’s speech brought out a lot
of red hot enthusiasm. Comptroller Grout,
who sat on the Commissioner's right,
jumped up and, waving his napkin above
his head, called for cheers and a toast to
the Mayor, which was drunk by the 150
diners standing. Mr. McAdoo said in part:

The Police Department is a hard master.
I have just reviewed a regiment and now I
am to administer a hypodermioc injection of
advice to the real estate men. then I must
go to little Italy, and undoubtedly later I'll
be called on to put another rivet in the Har-
lem lid.

If T could control the police Magistrates
and the real estate agents in this city, I cauld
reduce the police force one-half. I don't
say that by way of criticism. 1 admire and
respect real estate agents, and police Magis-
tratea have greater power for good or evil
than the Justices of the Supreme Court.

But the real estate agents practically own
the town. I respect them very much. I ad-
mire any man who has the moral courage to
receive a couple with a fluffy dog and turn
out a eouple with a pretty child. They cherish
the green parrot, but abhor the baby

Without throwing any bouquets at the
Police Department, I think this is a very
wholegsome and well governed town (the
Comptroller says since Jan. 1), But it is
going to grow to be a better city in the fu-
ture than it bas been in the past—a city of
which everyvbody in it may be proud.

Your particular task has to do with the
beautifying of the city, and this you can do
as no other class of men can. What ia needed
is a wholesome public opinion, and if that is
created good gavernment will follow. But
when you get good government you must
stand by it. We must and will advance to
a higher and better city—a city that will be
an example to other cities, a model for the
world.

Here we must have the best of city govern-
ment, not government passably good, but
the very best—an example of the common
people governing through those who are in
touch with them. No people in the world
respond ko quickly and so sincerely to good
government as the peopls of New York. No

le reward clivie virtus and filelity to
public trust so generously. Rely upon it
that, the sense and conscience of New York
are acute and that there I8 no city in the
world whose innate moral spirit and ideals
are higher.

We have an honest and an earnest gentle-
man at the head of our city government,
with high and honorable intentions, the peer
of any man who ever stepped within the City
Hall as Mayor, a man who has every right to
have high and lofty ambitions, a man who is
going to give a government that will bring
satisfaotion, happiness and contentment to the
people of this great city.

Other speakers were Comptroller Grout,
Corporation Counsel Delany, Tenement
House Commissioner Thomas C. T. Crain
and Lawson Purdy.

Mr. Grout appealed to the real estate men
to stand fast against the attempt of Gov.
Odell and his followers to pass laws per-
mitting the taxing of mortgages in this
city. If they are obliged to consent to the
Bostwick bill as an evil less than one the
Governor and his friends might propose,
he advised themn to consent to it with a
mental reservation, so that they could
act freely to remedy things when a Demo-
cratic Governor is in the chair at Albany.

CANADA’'S ARMY OF DEFENCE.

Lord Pundonaid’s Pians for a Foree of
200,000 Men.

ToronTO, Ont., Feb. 27.—Lord Dun-
donald's task of improving the defence
force of Canada is attracting a good deal
of attention, and the effectiveness of the
scheme is still discussed in military and
other circles. It is pointed out by a writer
in the Mail that the difficulty Lord Dundon-
ald had to face was to devise a scheme
which would be effective in time of war
and inobstructive in time of peace. This
diffioulty has been overcome by the officer
commanding, and he presents a method
by which Canada, should ocoasion arise,
can turn 200,000 trained soldiers into the
field. The writer proceeds:

“The Canadian militia was organized
and will be perpetuated for one purpose,
the defence of this country from attack,
1t is not likely soldiers from the United
States will ever invade Canada, The
possibilisy of such an event is almost as
remote as that of civil war in the Dominion,
but it i our duty as a nation to be pre-
pared against the happening of the unex-
pected. We have a militia of 40,000, a
force 80 small as to be almost useless should
war ever come. In that event there would
be thousands of miles of frontier to guard.
Not only would a large number of seldiers
be needed for such a duty, but these sol-
diers would have to be capable of swift
mobilization, for should a coup ever be at-
tempted, it would be made with lightning
speed. With the territory to be defended
in view, Lerd Dundonald decided that
100,000 men at least would be required.
Behind this force he will have a reserve of
equal strength, so that when the plan is in
operation Canada will be able to muster
200,000 trained soldiers.”

Police Captain Kemp of the West Sixty-
eighth street station and his detectives
raided a flat yesterday afternoon at 100
West Seventy-seventh street, where he
had heard that a woman’'s poolroom was
being run.

The bride up to the time of her marriage,
last Wednesday, lived wiih her parents in
Waukegan.

In the man's forehead was a bullet wound,
made evidently by the pistol he still clutched
in his hand. The woman, it was decided
by the Coroner’s physician, had used chloro-
form to end her life. What prompted
the young couple to commit suicide is a
mystery.

DIED AT BABY FARMS.

Bodles of Elght Young Women Shipped
Secretly Out of Phliadelphia,

PHILADELPHIA, Feb. 27.—In connection
with his investigation into the baby farms,
with their attendant infant killing industry,
Coroner Dugan has discovered eight cases
in which young women have died in the
lying-in establishments. In each case the
body was immediately shipped out of
town for burial. These eight cases form
only a small percentage of theactual num-
ber of deaths, it is averred by the police.

Every one of the cases is now under in-
quiry. The clue to this phase of the situa-
tion was given by a young husband whose
mother-in-law took the wife to one of the
establishments. She died phere, and the
husband was not able to see her body.
Warrants will be issued shortly in the case
charging murder.

METROPOLITAN WILL BID.

If the Commission Draws Its Own Subway
Plans, They Intend to Compete.

The first meeting of the Rapid Transit
Commission’s committee to which have been
referred the plans for a subway submitted
by the Metropolitan and Interborough
companies will be held on Tuesday. The
committee hopes to make a report in about
a month.

From a member of the committee it was
learned yesterday that the committee
probably will report in favor of a route
embodying the main features of both plans.

The committee figures that if it can lay
out a desirable compromise route both
companies will bid for it and the expense
to the city will be practically nothing.

An official of the Metropolitan said yes-
terday that, no matter what modiflcations
the commission might make in the plans
presented by that company, the Metropol-
itan would be a bidder for the contract.
More than that, he said, the Metropolitan
will get the contract.

From this it might be inferred that
if he contemplates making a gift to the
hespital he intends it for use in the medical
school, which is a large one.

JAPANESE LOSS REPORTED.

Gunboat, 'Dmml in Thursday's
Fight, 8ank on Way to Chelos.

Rassians Belleve That Some OIIAW
Togo's Ships Were Serlonsly lnjured,
but Admit That Nene Sank at Pert
Arthur—Russian Infantry in Feres en
the Road Frem Liseyang to the Yalu
—Covers Probable Line ef Japanse
Advance From BEither Port Arvtime
or Cores--Dalny Deserted—~Comman-
der Marshall’s Denlal of Russian Charge
of Inhumanity Sent to the Czar.

Russia is said to be pouring 5,000 men a
day into the Liaotung peninsula te resist
the expected Japanese attack in the vieinity
of Port Arthur. Troops are also in force
on the Seoul-Pekin road that runs from
Liaoyang, between Mukden and New-
chwang, to the Yalu River, thus presenting
an army front against any advance from
the direction of Port Arthur or Corea.

The mounted scouts wha have invaded
Corea have penetrated to a few miles east
of Ping Yang. No clashes with the anemy
are reported. There are no indications of
a Japanese advance in Corea.

Rome oontributes a rumor that Ges.
Kouropatkin, the new commander of the
Czar's Far Eastern foroes, plans to absndon
Harbin and practically all of Manchurig
for the present, awaiting his opportunity
to strike the Japanese with his full strength.
Abandonment of the railways in Man-
churia is not likely.

Further details of the fighting at Port
Arthur have reached 8t. Petersburg, and
it is now admitted there that no Japanese
ships were sunk. Admiral Alexieff had
previously reported that he belleved the
Russian fire had destroyed two torpedo
boats.

1t is believed, however, ithat soms of
the ships were seriously demaged, and
from Chefoo comes a report that a Japa-
nese gunboat sank on the way to that port
after Thursday’s engagement. The crews
landed, the report says, in small boata.

No reports cama yesterday of a renewal
of the fighting.

JAPANESE GUNBOAT SUNK.

Crew Sald to Have Reoached Chefeo in
Small Boats—Russian Reperts.
Special Cable Despatchas o THE SUN.

LoNDON, Feb. 27.—The St. James's Gasetie
publishes a deepatch from Chefoo which
says that a Japanese gunboat, badly dam-
aged at Port Arthur, tried to reach Chefoo
yesterday, but sank before she oould make
port.

An officer and seven sailors managed to
get ashore at 7 P. M. Four Chinese soldiers
escorted them to the Japanese Consulate.

The .officer reports that several boat-
loads of men from the gunboat landed some
distance east of Chefoo.

Pagis, Feb. 27.—A despatch from Chefoe
states that the Japanese who landed there
were the orews of the old fire floats which
Admiral Togo sent into the harbor of Port
Arthur. [The Japanese official report said
that all tha crews of the fire ships were
picked up by the torpedo boats.]

NONE WENT DOWN AT PORT ARTEUR.

St. PETEBSBUBG Feb. 37.—1t is officially
admitted that the Japanese sustained no
damage in last Thursday's attack on the
Russian ships and forts at Port Arthyr.
A previous official communication said
that Fort 18 signalled that it had sunk a
torpedo boat.

It is believed, however, that the fire of
the forts and the ships seriously damaged
the Japanese ships, but because of the im-
possibility of verifying such rumors the
Russian commander refrains from men-
tioning such statements as facts.

ALEXIEFF THOUGHT TW O WERE BUNEK,

Viceroy Alexieff telegraphed to the Czar
from Port Arthur, under date of yesterday,
as follows: )

“After the moon set early on Thursday
morning the Retvizan repelled several at-
tacks by torpedo boats, two of which are
believed to have been sunk in the open sea.

“Our torpedo boats, under Capt. Matus-
sevitch and Prince Levien, encountered,
unsupported, and pursued the enemy's
flotilla, until they got out of sight.

“A large warship appeared later in the
morning of Thursday, and the Bayan,
Diana, Askold and Novik -were sent out
to prevent the Japanese cruisers from
pursuing a portion of our returning torpedo
boats.

“One of our boats was cut off by four
Japanese cruisers and sought shelter in
Dove Bay, where she was subjected to a
long distance fire, She suffered no cas-
ualties.

“The Japanese fleet, sighting our cruleers,
came closer to the forts, which, with the
warships, opened fira. Our cruisers, still
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
