Sallor Knocky Down Miner In the First
Round—Munroe More Than Evens
Matters After With Left Jabs and Body

 Blows—Sharkey Bleeding at the Finish.

PHILADEL PHIA, Feb. 27.~In a six-round
bout. to-night at the Second Regiment
Armory, Jack Munroe of Butte, Mon.,
and Tom Sharkey of Ireland fought six
slashing rounds.

While Munroe's showing was better
than his detractors expected he did not
convince experts that He is a great fighter.

He used
both hands at times with judgment, but
was not quick to take advantage. He
shqwed signs of being puzzled. This was
probably due to Sharkey’s awkwardness
and unsteady rushing.
