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HONOR-TO DR. ST. JOAN ROOSA.

A GREAT DINNER GIVEN BY HIS
MEDICAL CONFRERES.

He Founded the Post«Graduate Hospital
21 Years Ago—Loving Cup Presented
to Him in Remembrance—Frogress of
Healing Reviewed by Men Who Know It

More than four hundred physicians and
surgeons from all parts of the countty
paid honor at a dinnor at Delmonico’s
last night to Dr.D. B.St.John Roosa, presi-
dent of the Post Graduate Hospital, which
he founded twenty-one years ago, and
which was the first institution for post
graduate medical instruction in this country.

Dr. Roosa sat at the dinner and heard
his foresight and the wisdom of his meth-
ods praised by many illustrious confidres.
As a testimonial of the esteem in which he
ia held by the faculty of the hospital he
founded, a silver loving cup almost two
feet high was presented to him amid the
cheers of the doctors.

The diners were said to comprise the most
representative gathering of medical men
aver held in this city. Dr. William Osler
of Johns Hopkins presided. With him at
the head table and at the fifty tables in
front of him sat men whose names are al-
ready inseparably linked with the history
of American surgery and medicine.

At the head table beside the guest of
the evening were Dr. W. T. Bull, Dr. C. J.
Blake of Boston, Cornelius N. Bliss, Dr.
William M. Polk, E. C. Stedman, Dr. Wil-
liam 8. Halsted, William D. Howells, Dr.
William J. Mayo of Minnesota, Dr. J. H.
Musser, Dr. M. H. Richardson, Dr. Ed-
ward G. Janeway, Dr. W, W, Keen, Dr.
R. F. Weir, Dr. W. H. Welch and Dr. J. A.

Wyeth,

At the other tables were doctors from
little cities and doctors from big cities,
and they all got on their feet and cheered
when the loving cup was presented to Dr.
Roosa by the Rev. Dr. Vincent, chaplain
of the hospital.

Dr. Osler led off the speaking by de-
claring it an appropriate time to go ovis
some of the things that had been dnne
since the hospital was started, and some of
those that ought to be done. Among the
things that had been done, he said. were
including the medical schools in universi-
ties, awakening the public to the need of
higher medical education, establishing on a
sound basis the national medical associa-
tion and State associations, and taking
from the schools control of the profession.

Duties now before the profession, said
Dr. Osler, were to make places in hospitals
for third and fourth year students and es-
tablish schools for investigation. Referring
to the Rockefeller institute, a.rparently, he
said there was a school in this oity which
would in time do more good than any one
now could possibly anticipate. Then he
' roceeded:

We also need Interstate reciprocity which
will obviate the necessity for a doctor to take
a special examination to each State in order
to practise. This is an outrage, and we
ouzgt to set our faces against it. We should
see that it is ohnnm and that we have re-
ciprﬁgltyubetwmn rds having respectable

ualifications.

1 To-day we are facing the need of a merger
in medicine. We should look forward to the
consolidation of our teaching jes. We
waste much money in duplicating plants,
There is not the shadow of a doubt that ten
years from now in this city there will be only
one large medical school, all teaching bein
fn the central body and all practical wor
being done in hospitals under a oentral or-
ganization. We should frown on the sys-
tem of several medical schools, especially
in the smaller cities.

These are the labors we have before us.
Some we 1 see come. Our profession

an. gentlemen, is not what it was twenty-

ve years ago; but what has been done is
little compared with the things we shall see
done in the future.

Dr. Blake of Boston, to whom br. Osler
referred as a “special specialist,” ke on
the need of foot- raduate instruction for

Dr. William W. Keen of Jeffarson Medical
College, Philadelphia, spoke on the need
for increased endowment for medical in-
stitutions. He said that this was due from
the public of the commercial value
the profession’s work had been to the coun-
g;y‘a l;: alone the curing of the sick.

Only a few years ago quarantine was a
bugbear. To-day we have no longer any
fear of cholera, the plague or yellow fever,
becauss the rat has been exterminated, the
mosquito has been destroyed and we are
boiling our water. But a few years ago a
single case of cholera down the bay meant
millions lost to your merchants. To-day a
case does not create a ripple of excitement,
because the community knows your medical
men have these dise by the throat.

Our work in Cuba has been epoch making
ind the merchants from New Orleans to
Vew York are reaping the benefits of this
unselfish labor. To-day in India 100,000
persons a year are offered up on_ the altar
of the plague, yvet our work has diminished
the susceptibility to that disease 77 per cent.;
and we believe the day is coming when the
plague, like yellow fever, will be wiped out.

The backbone of sanitation to-day are you
gentlemen aud your confréres. If you ghut
out the mosquitoes you shut out the malaria

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WORST STORM OF ‘THE SEASON

THE RAILROADS UP THE STATE
BLOOKED BY SNOW.

Pecullar Effect of the Storm in Sohenectady
—Rain and Thaw, Followed by a Bliz
zard—Trolley Track Under Four
Inohes eof Solld foe —Traing Stalled.

ScHENROTADY, March 1—One of the
peculiar results of the storm which visited
this part of the Btate last night has been
the conditions which have to-day confronted
the Schenectady Railway Company. In
one of the cross streets through which is
run one of the most important lines of the
local trolley system, an entire section of
track was submerged beneath four inches
of salid iee.

The section of track affected runs through
lafa street, & narrow throughfare,

this ‘street the snow had been cleared
the trolley tracks and piled up to a
height of several feet on each side. Then
came & rain and thaw on Sunday and the
water flowed in upon the track.
night there was a snowstorm which de-
ve! into a blizzard, and the water
quickly froge to a solid mass.

An attempt was made to run the powerful
electric snowploughs through to clear the
ice from the track, but they became stalled
and had to be cut out by anarmy of laborers
armed with picks and axes. At various
pointa these great ploughs remained in
one spot with their wheels pevolving at a
rapld rate and actually wore the steel rails
down two or more inches, making them

ectly flat. The track was finally cleared

y the workmen, but the line was opened
only within the city limits.

storm is the worst in many respects
of the thirty-nine storms of this winter.
Bidewalks are covered with a glare of ice
and are dangerous to life and limb. The
street carriageways are in an almost im-
passable condition and resemble country
roads more than city streeta. In some of
the streets the drifts are more than three
feet deep.

Herrmann did not arrive here from the
West until yesterday morning When heo
had unpacked his grip he proceeded directly
to the Fifth Avenue Hotel with Frank De¢ Hass
Robison of the St. Lofils National League
€lub and entered the room where the Ameri-
can League men were in seasion

There was a cordial exchange of greet-
ings, after which Ban Johnson, president of
the American League, and Frank J. Farrell
of the New York Americans had a long con-
ference with Herrmann and Robison.

The Nationa) League men bad not convened
meanwhile, and were walting not only for
Herrmann and Robison, but nlso for Jamea
A. Hart of the Clhicago Club, who sent
word that Be was spowbound at Syracuse.

1t turned out that Herrmain conveyed the
information to Farrel and Johnson that
Edward Hanlon of the Brooklyn Club ha
made a statement to the effect that he ha
never made an Agreement with Fuarrell in
regard to the Ridgewood proposition, in the
face of a positive statement by Hart of Chi-
cago to Herrmaon that while in Californa
recently Hanlon had informed him that the
agreement with Farrvell was genuine.

But Herrmann, while he gayve no inkling u&
to the gist of hls expec ruling, informne
Farrell and Johnson that Hanlon's evidence
would not be considered at all, since it was
offered after the recent investigation by the
National Comx(Timkm in Chicago.

Later in the day it leaked out that the Ridge-
wood case had caused an iron deadlock in the
National League's ranks; that the St. Louis,
Chicago, Cincinnati aod l‘hlludelrhiﬂ clubs
were behind Herrmann and were in favor of
Sunday games at Ridgewood, while the New
York,{Brooklyn, Boston and Pittaburg clubs
were opposed. Incidentally, it was stat
on the authority of a man who enjoys the
confidence of Herrmann_ that the relations
between the latter and Harry Pulliam, the
president of the National League, were de-
cidedly strained

According to this man, Ban Johnson wrote
a lotter some time ago to Herrmann to the
effect that according to the Rrovhlonn of the
niational agreement there should be a joint
meeting of the two rules committees before
March 1. Herrmann, so the story goes.
promptly conveyed this information to Presi-
dent Pulllam by letter, alto notifying him
that it was the latter's duty to call such a
meeting

In response Pulliamn wrote what Herrmann
says was an insulting reply, setting forth
the fact that he did not like such “round
robin” business and hinting that Herrmann
was exceeding his authority. A

Herrmann, therefore, went into the Na-
tional League meeting in no pleasant frame
of mind, declaring beforehand that he in-
tended to find out who was “the boss" or
know the reuson why, He was well fortifled
!g his stand, it wus stated, for the reason
that he had in his hand a weapon that would
stop all legislation with a deadlock unless
Pulliam were squelched.

Pulliam did not show flght, it was main-
tained, when Herrmano showed up, and
the Cincionati magnate was quickly recog-
ﬂlzed as the man at the helm. But why di

e not hand down the Ridgewood decision?
That was explained by several baseball harps
who said that Herrmann believed that the
matter could be compromised and intended to
flght along that line as long as possible.

As a time killer Herrmani insisted that the
rival schedule committees sho get to-
gether and also the rules committees. H
said that after these matters had been fix
up he would then make known his Ridge-
wood ruling. Those who helieved they could
read the handwriting on the wall were sure
that unless the deadlock was broken Herr-
mann would decide against the New York
Americans, but nobody in authority was
willing to make a clean-cut prediction.

When the rival leagues had adjourned
last night there was another long secret con-
ferenoe, in which Herrmann, Robison, John-
son, Farrell and Comiskey took part. While
nobody would talk, it was clear to the casual
observer that Herrmann and Robison have
American League interests more at beart
than some of the other National League mn{;
pates. Although there is no immedia
chance for a war, the ill feeling between
some of the magnates continues to crop out.

Around the two hotels yesterday the base-

men were din(-usalng a clash between
Farrell and Dreyfuss, which took place at
the Criterion Hotel last Saturday night.
Dreyfuss had made. several wagers that the
American Legue would not be in existence
in 1905, including a hat with Willie Keeler,
the well known ball player. Farrell met
Dreyfuss by accident and the following con-
versation took place:

“They tell me that you want to bet that
the American League will be dead when the
National League is still alive!” said Farrell.
Dreyfuss qrinmod as he said:

“Well, what of it?"

“Just this,” retorted Farrell. “I'll bet
you $20,000 to $10,060, post 8500 now to bind
the wager and put up the rest of the money
at 10 o'clock Monday morning, that the
American League will be doing business
when the National I ague is dead and buried.
Where's your sporting blood?"

Dreyfuss sald:

“1 was only joking,Mr. Farrell, only joking."

Before the two leagues agree on non-con-
flicting schedules, it is said that a determined
effort will be made to get the National League
to coneent to a resumption of the ante and
post season series of gumes between the
rival teams in the cities where there is a
conflicts. Itis eaid nlso that the two St.
Louis clubs, which ure cun terms of extraor-
dinary friendship, may pool receipts and
expenses this year. If they do, this will be
the firet step toward consolidation looking
to the ultimate formation of a twelve club
oircuit, which is bound to come in the cours
of time. No actual business was done by
either league, except the arrangement for
the schedule conference to-day. But there
was a world of wire pullinr, which lasted
until an early hour this morning.
