Pishep Tierney's Officlal Organ Intimates
That the Order Has Gone Too Far In
Certain Praetices and Leanings Toward
& Spirit of Masonry-—Probable Effect.

New HAvEN, March 6.—Roman Catholics
in Conmecticut and generally throughout
New England have been aroused the past
wegk nviing to n thinly veiled attack on the
Kalghts of Columins, which has appeared
in wne Catholic Tranzcripl, the official organ
of the diocese of Hartford.

Importance ix alwava attacted to what

the Pranscript ays on matt erwof this nature,
becauge ita policy s controlied by Bishop
Tiarney. A priest appointed by the Bishop
is the editor, and at the head of the editorial
page is a signed indorsement. of the paper
by the Bishop. It is also known that his
intarest in the paper is not of a perfunctory
character.

The refergnce to the Knighta of ¢'olumbua
was worked into a leader in last week's
iegiie, on the general subject of the chureh's
stand toward Free Masonry. A correspond-
ent. had asked for information on this point
and the editor gave it ina studious and care-
fully prepared editorial article of a column
end a half. It closing paragraphs were:

The ends and means of Free Masonry,
where it receives its full loglcal develop-
ment, atfe avil The society is condemned
by name and the Catholie who afliates with
it is, by that very act, excommunicated from
his ehiirch’  There i# no compromliée between
the twq eamps, no squinting allegiance If
vou are a Free Mason, vou are no lonzer a
Catholie, whatever your pretensions, and if
vou are a man, you should abide hy the con-
sequences of vour own free and deliberata
choice : . '

Toward: the ‘end Af Hia great encyolical on
Free Masonry, lLeo NITI recommends the
Bishops of the Tniversal Chutch' te oreanize
and foster, as an offset to its evil, Catholic
guilds and confraternities , We have here in
America socptiesr extablished for this same
end. But what is to be said of a Catholic
organization which takes to jts bosom. and

laces in its seats of honor those who defy
Rishup and Pontiff, laugh st the penalty of
mera excommunication, and 'make friends
with those whose uitimatg aim (s to overs
throw and annihilate the religion of Christ?
Does it recuira a prophet to foresee the final
otitcome of such a course? .+ '

This is the most startling thing that
has vet come from high Clurch circles
regarding the Knights of Colwmmbus. Al-
though the order is not named in €0 many
words, there are few who will not know
what is meant, and for these the informa-
tion can be given that it is.tha IKnights of
Columbus. ¢ C

The reason for such an editorial article
at this time is to be found in Bridgeport.
Three weeks ago-Patrick Usnghlin, a' well
known citizen of Bridgeport, died. He
was also a member of the Knights'of Colum-
bus, being one of the charter members of
the local council.  He posed as an Irishman
and a Catholic, was Mavoronce, a candidate
for Sheriff a¥ anothor: time arid an aeskssor
at the time of his death. All this time
he was also a Masgon, and he was buried,
not with the Catholic nrass, but - with
Masonie rites, ) :

Now the constitution of the Knights of
Celumbus gays distinetly that a}ll members
must be “prastical Cathe lies” and, of course,
A man cannot be a practical Gatholic unless
he receives Holy Communion at least once
a year. No Ma:on in good standing counld
receive  Holy Communion. Therefore, a
man cannot. according to the ritlas of the
Knights, be a member of their order and
al:o a Mason. Yet there are many other
cases as notahla as that of Patrick Coughlin.
In Hartferd there.is a physician who is
looked upon as one ¢f the ruling spirits
in the local Knights of Columbus Council,
and he is also an active member of alodge
of Knights of Pythias, which, like the Ma-
sons, is put under the ban by the Cathclic
Church. There is a Stamford pelitician
who has been for vears influential in Re-

ublican circlss who beasts of being a
ight of Cclumbus, and who, according
to common report about the State, is a
Mason. It is notorious that he is not a
practical Catholic in the sense in which that
term is used in the constitution of the
Knights of Columbus. s

It is such cases as these—and many more«
more might be cited—which have brought
the crder into disfavor with the Catholic
Church in New England. TIn Connecticut
digfavor is too mild a term to use, as the
feeling now has almost. reached the point
of out-and-out antagonism

I he closing sentence in the Transeript's
article, “ioes it require a prophet to foresee
the final ontcome of such a course?” is a
clear warning that the Church, atlzast here
in Connecticut, expects a decided change
of, attitude on the part of the Knights or
else there will be an open rupture,

This state of affairs is of especial interest
as the hnights of Columbus was founded in
Connecticut. Its founder was the late
Fatlier McGivney of New Haven. It has
spirread out over the entire country now,
and in some cities, especially New York,
is strong.  Certain tendencies, which are
now cauging open criticism, have long been
Inoked upoun with disfavor by the hierarchy.
For instance, several years ago the fourth
degree was evolved and was presented to
the New England hierarchy for indorse-
ment. .\r"]lﬁl“hnp Willilams of Boston,
Bishop Harkins ot Providence and Bishop
Tiermey of Hartord 1ot only withheld
theirs sanction of the dégree, but pointed

“out to the officers that they were treading
on dangercus  ground when they were
carrying their ritualism to such an exteny, |

Anocher insiancs of clerical disfavor was
found at the last. aunual session of the
Nationa! Council, when a determined effort
was made to have a . Bikhop accept the
national chaplaincy. Nere would .o so.

Further emphasis was given to the re-
fusal because the Ancient Order of Hiber-
nians has o Bishop as national chaplain.,
The prineipal rekson why the Knights have
lost. ecclesiastical favor is a prevailing

~opinion in high Curch circles that their
allegiance to the Courch ismore prated than
real. The officers of the crder say that if
priests will point nut members who are not
ractical Catholics they will be dropped,
ut. priests contend rhat they should not
bhe called upon to do this, especially where
infidelity to the Chureh on the part of mem-
bers is notorious, It is said that in the
Coughlin case in Bridgeport the local
ecouncil will not payv over the death benefir,
but this aiscipline after death is not jusr
the kind that the Chyreh-is after.

There it already & movement among the
Knights to prexvent any rupture or further
unpleasantness  with  the Chureh. The
Church party, as it. is called, has set on foot,
fn a qui:t, unostentatious way, an eflort
to curb the tendencies vhich have brought
thearderirto disfavor, and to bring about

MILITARY ACADEMY EXHIBIT

A Model of the Library Bullding, 40 Feet

Square, to Be Sent to St. Louls Falr,

» WesT PoINT, March 5.—~The Military
Academy exhibit for the 8t. Louis Fair
isabout completed, but before being shipped
it will be assembled tn the Memorial Hall to
receive the finishing touches and the public
allowed to see it. Regular architectural
plana of the most minute detail were drawn
under the diréction of Prof. Larned, which
show a stone buttressed building 40 feet
square and 13 feet high—the limit in height
allowed by the exposition authorities. Of
course, the four walls are of wood, and
were constructed in the quartermaster's
shops, but the exterior surface will be
‘covered with stretched canvas and a skilled
artist will come to West Point and paint it
‘to resemble preciselv the gtonein the Library
building.

There are entrances on three sides of the
structure, and in the centre will be a column
twenty-five feet high, built up of emall
arms, surmounted by the figure of Victory.
The outer walls will be covered with bronze
tablets, and the names ot a great many
graduates in raised bronze letters. On the
interior the walls will be like those of a
room, a gold frieze running around the top,
with a wainscot of swords at the hottom,
and ‘the entire space between laid off in
Llack framed panels, wherein will appear
twenty-zix posters printed on cadet gray
paper showing the work of each department

of the academy. Each poster will be
surroundad with photographs pertaining
to that particular department. Some of

thesa have been enlarged to nearly three
feet in size. .

The 1,600 squara feet of floor space will
be accupied by the exhibit of ordnance and
quartermaster property, text books of the
various departments, &¢. Four wax figures
are being made by the artists of the Eden
Musée in New York to exactly represent
cadote, and full uniforms are being mada
for thee figures by thae tailors of the cadet
store,

WAR OF GAS CONCERNS.

Police Prevent P. S, C. Laborers Thwarting
Bival Lighting Co.'s Plans.

The Public Service Corporation of New
Jersey, which has a monopoly of the gas
plants in Jersey City,, sent 200 lahorers
to the Lafayette rection yesterday after-
noon with {nstructions to dig up the streets
in’ front of all city lamp posts and cut off
the gupply of gas. This plan of action
was decided upon to circumvent the Ameri-
can Lighting Company of Baltimore, which
recently underbid the old company and
got the city's street lighting contract,

The Baltimore concern dees not own
any gas works in town. Its officers declare
that the big company, being a public service
corporation, is compelled to sell the Ameri-
can Lighting Company all the gas it wants
at the regular rates. They control uipau'm
burner and eay there is a good gized profit
for them in the contract. The city owns
the lamp posts and the Public Service Cor-
poration owns the gas mains,

The old company refused to sell gas
to the Baltimore concern and advised it
to do its worst. The American Lighting |
Company obtained a temporary order,
from United States District Court Judge
Bradford of Wilmington, Del,, who gsat in
Trenton on Friday, restraining the Public
Service Corporation from turning off gas
from the city's lamp posts. The order
i8 made returnable on April 4

When the officers of tha company con-
trolling the gas moropoly got wind of
their rival's plans they sent out the big
force of men into territory where the Balti-
more company had equipped the city's
lamps with patent burners

While the men weie busy opening the |
streets without the necessary pe:mission |
from the city authorities, Messrs. Vieden-
burgh, Wall and Van Winkle, counsel for
the American Lighting Company, called
(hief of Police Muiphy's attention to their
operations. The lawyvers said the injunc-
tion wds being viclated. The chief sent
the Fourth precinct reserves to Lafayette,
Wholesale arrests were threatened, and
the laborers aban oned their work

The decision arose out of the suit brought

by Christine T. Grant against the Metro-
holitan Street Railway Company to recover |
or injuries she sustained in just such an |
accident about a year ago. She was rid-
ing in a Fourth avenue car, which stopped |
suddenly at Twenty-third street. A horse |
that was crossing Twenty-third street was |

oing too fast to be stopped in time, and
ite head crashed through the window |
where Miss (irant was sitting. She was
struck by flying pieces of glass and suffered
from shock.

She held that the company was necessarily
liable, but Justice Nash holds that where,
as in this case, the accident is the result of
contact with some object over which the
company had no control, the legal status
is just the same as if Mise Grant had been
injured by a flying missile thrown at the
car. The question is said to be a novel
one in accident cases, and an appeal will
probably be taken,

SHOPPE!;S IN FIRE PANIC.

Incldents of Destruction of a Business Block
in Perth Amboy.

PeERr u AmBoy, N. J., March 5.--Fire
practically wiped out the principal business
bloek of this town early this evening. It
started from an overheated furnace in
Reynolds & Hanson's department store,
creating a panic in the crowd of Satur-
day.night shoppers, several of whom were
glightly hurt in the rush to the gtreet.

11 the town's five fire companies were
called out, but they were handicapped at
the start by frozen fire plugs and low water
pressure. Despite this, they had the fire
nearly under control when it got into the
Blue Front Cirocery. Several barrels of
kercsene and gasclene there got afire,
exploded and threw the flames out on all
sides, '

An engine and hose cart then came across
from Tottenville, Staten Island. With the
aid of rearchlights the firemen then did
effective work. Five large bhuildings were
destroyed. They were the department
store, the Blue Front Grocery, a shoe store,
Elaisi's grocery and_Hmhard Martin's fur-
piture store. Families lived over all of
these stores. The fire was under control at 8
o'clock. The damake is estimated at about
$150,000.

REPRIMAND TO A MEMBER WHO
WILL NOT BE REPRIMANDED.

Mrs. Trafton, Teller at the West End Club's
Electlon, Satd It Was lllegal and Now
She Sends Broadeast a Sworn States
ment o.l Her Side of the Mix-up.

Mrs. Willlam H, Trafton, the (eller of
the West End Women's Republican Asto-
ciation, who declared the rccent elsctions
of that organization to be illegal and who
was reprimanded by a court of inquiry
because of her statement, sent yesterday
to every member of the c¢lub and to many
other New York club women a copy of her
sworn statement eetting forth her views
of the happening, )

The rtatement is the one which Mra,
Trafton prepared for the public meeting
held last Thursday to discuss the club's
differences, When the time arrived for
Mrs. Trafton to speak she announced that
she had “left the statement at home locked
in the top bureau drawer.”

Mrs, Trafton, it is eaid, was prompted
to issue her sworn statement by an anony-~
mous letter received two days ago by her
husband, William H. Trafton, who is a
member of the West End Republican Club,
The letter, written in a woman's hand-
writing, read:

You will receive a oheck for $300.00 (five
hundred dollars) If y¥ou persuade Mrs. Trafton
to say the election was legal before next
soclal MEMBEN

Mrs. Trafton's statement will reach 500
women on Monday moruing. The “Mrs. D.”
referred to is Mrs, Belle de Rivera. and the
“Mrs. M.," Mri. Merry. They were candi-
dates aganst Mrs. Harry Wallerstein,
whose election, Mrs. Trafton says, was il-
legal. Part of the statement follows:

When the ballots for the third vice-presi-
deney were counted the first candidate on
the ticket prepared by the nominating com-
mittee received twelve votes. Mrs D re-
ecvivid fourteen votes, Mra. M. ten votes,
and there were a4 number of scattered votes
Mrs Do oreceived the lapgest vote, and [
thought she was elected

While one teller reported the returns in the
assembly room | was in the ante-room at-
tending to my duties I did not hear the
report on the third viee-presidency  After
the meeting a reporter commented to me
on the election, and I remarked on the fact
that the entire first choice on the ticket had
been elected with the one exception of the
third vice-president. In making this re-
mark 1 was referring to a fact which I had
every reason to think had been publicly
announced i

When I saw the newspapers later 1 learned

that the announcement had been made that
the first choice candidate had been elected
when, as a matter of fact, she had ranked
second in the number of votes received,
I decided to state the facts to the president
at the next meeting, but before that day
the president, accompanied by the correspond=
ing secrvtary, called a4t my home, and I re-
Inted the facts to them  Tathen learned
that our constitution requires that a candi-
date receive a majority of the entire vote
cast by the memhers present. None of the
mru_ndnl.nnn had received the required number
of votes,
. The president asked me: “What do you
intend to do*" I considered that it was her
prerogative to adjust the mistake, so I re-
plied: “I shall not contest the matter.™ The
corresponcding secretary said: “Iff you do,
we'll sit down on you " ’

I, as wellas< the other members of the board
received a notice which stated that a specia
meeting of the executive board would be
held to consider a statement  given to the
press hy ons of the tellers  Supposing that
some steps to remedy the mistake regarding
the election were contamplated, Tattended the
meeting  Immediately on my arrival | was
asked whether [ had wiven any information
about the election to the press.

I could not fairly state 1ny position in the
matter without openly relating facts that
wotld in themselves be equivalent to contest-
ing the election of the third vice-president,
and, recalling the remark, of the correspond-
ing secretary, “If you do, we'll sit down on
vou,” I decided to protoct inyself against any
such proeeedings, and Tinsisted that I receive
awritten request for the explanation by which
I conld prove that | explained the circum-
stancees to the executive board as a courtesy
and not s a defence. Roth the president

BENT ON HAVING 1,000-FT. PIERS.

City Renews to Secretary Taft Application
Refuscd by Secretary Root,

Elihu Root, while ha was Secretary of
War, refused to consent to an extension of
the pierhead line between Canal street and
Thirtieth street on the North River to per-
mit of the building of 1,000 foot piers. The
Chelsea dock improvements provide for
piers of this length, and under Mr. Root's
ruling the only way in which these plans
could be ecarried out would be to make
inland excavationsg.

An effort is now to be made by the city
authorities to induce Secretary of War
Taft to assent to a change in the pierhead
line, Mayor McClellan sent yesterday to
the Congresemen from this city and to
Senators Platt and Depew a letter in which
he agked them to support an application
gent to Secretary Taft on Thursday, In
the course of his letter the Mayor said:

| am =ure that von will appreciate how im-
portant this application is to the commereial
procress of New York

The neceagity is immediate, for the reason
that one steamship line has under construc-
tion two ships considerably over eight hun-
dred feel in length, which will be ready for
service fn about eizhteen monthe  These
vessels cannot safely dock at any pier on
Manhattan Island as at present constructed,
and it is not poesible to build piers of snfficient
lw:flh except between Twenty-third street
and Bloomfield street, where the city i8 now
making estensive improvements for the
accommodation of ocean traffie. )

Existing cegulations will not permit the
building of piers more than eight hundred
fert long in this loeality. The recent develop-
ment of transatlantic steamships ;makes it
urgent that the pier line should now be
changed.

I bespeak vour good ofMices with the Secre-
tary of War, totheend that a speedy decision
mway be had upon this question.

CONFERENCE ON GAS RBILLS.

Assemblyman Miller Sees the Mayor snd
Both His Bills Wil Be Altered.

Assemblyman Edward A. Miller of Brook-
lyn, who has introduced at Albany a bill
providing for the annual inspection of all
gas meters in the city and another authoriz-
ing the Mayor to appoint a commission
to investigate the operations of the gas
companies and to ascertain if there are
grounds for the charges that the com-
panies are charging extortionate prices
for gas, called yesterday on Mayor McClel-
lan at the City Hall., They had a long con-
ference and as a result it was decided to
amend both bills,

Mr. Miller told the Mayor that the Citizens'
Union, the Merchants' Association and
other organizations were opposed to the
first bill, because, as they asserted, of the
“graft” in the measure. They had pointed
out that to inspect every meter in the city
once a year would require a staff of from
300 to 600 inspectors. The Mayor informed
Mr. Miller that in supporting the bill he had
no thought of patronage, but was merely
actuated by a desire to protect the interests
of the residents of the city. It was de-
cided 8o to amend the bill that meter tests
should be made only when complaints
were made by consumers to the CCommis-
ui?nnr of Water Supply, Gas and Flec-
tricity.

In the case of the second bill it was de-
termined to insert a clause in it _directing
the commission to report on the purity
of the gas supplied by the companies. Mr.
Miller said that the Coroners had called
his attention to the great increase in'the
last year or two of deaths from gas asphyxi-
ation. They ascribed this increase to the
bad ingredients used in the manufacture
of gas at the present time. Any illuminat-
ing gas, however, will kill.

A VICTORY FOR MRS. BELL.

Her Lawyer Permitted to Examine Henry
Villard's Secretary.

‘WHITE PLAaINg, N. Y., March 5.—Mre.
Helen Villard Bell of Germany, who is con-
testing the will of herfather,the late million-
aire, Henry Villard, won an important
victory to-day in the Supreme Court at
White Plains, when Justice Keogh handed
down an opinion allowing her lawyer, George
