PUCCINI’'S NEW OPERA FAILS.

“Mme. Butterfly” Withdrawn at La Scala
—Geraldine Farrar's Success.

There is not likely to be an immediate
increase of the operatic répertoire from
the industry of Giuseppe Puccini, who has
just met disaster with his semng of John
Luther Long's “Mme. Butterfly.”

David Belasco made a thrilling and touch-
ing little play out of this Japanese story.
Signor Puccini saw it in London and was
so impressed that he immediately decided
to use it for a libretto. Luigi Illica, his
excellent librettist in other operas, made
1he 1talian version of the Long story.

The first performance of the opera in
Milan was a complete failure, and the com-
poser in his mortification requested the
direction of La Scala to return the score
{o him and withdraw the opera from repre-
sentation. He offered to reimburse the
theatre for any profits that might have

come from the performances announced.

The score is smd to be full of rﬂmin-
lscences of both “Tosca” and “La Eohéme;”
and he has borrowed from otner comnosers
gs well. Signor Puccini was ill when he |
wrote it, and so much occupied in other}
WAyS that his friends tried to persuade
him to postpone the roductinn of the
opera for a year. But he was determined
to have it ready by a oertaln time, and
the result is that the work has been declared
unworthy of him in every way.

There 1a the usual talk of a cabal at the

first representation, but that no longer
has any significance in this country. Every
recent failure of Pletro Mascagni has been
explained on that ground. Yet the failures
continue.

Puccini has been the means of present- '
ing in a new field a young American singer
of whom much has been heard. This is
Geraldine Farrar, who has left the troubled
scene of her labors at the Berlin Opera
House, She is at Monte Carlo, where sghe
ls to appear as Mimi in “La Bohdme" with

snor Caruso and will later be h as |

ietle and Marguerite. |

She remained in Berlin Iomi’l enough to i
finish her contract and witness her absolute
vindication from the char &ee that she had
allowed the attentions of the Crown Prince
of Prussia to become too serious. Her
victory over her defamers was absolute
and she left Berlin in glory.
