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UP THEIR MINDS
LAW ABIDING.

Also Talks of Watered Stock and Its Effect
In Lowering Wages—kis Beller That
the Tarit Has Nothing to Do With
the Ralsing of Workingmen's Wages,

NEw Rocnenie, N. Y., March 6.-—The
Rev. Dr. W. 8. Rainsford of New York
delivered an address this afternoon at the
People's Forum in New Rochelle on the sub-
ject, *Some Points on which Employers
and Labor Unions Ought to Agree.’

“Labor unionism,” he declared, “must
ocome to be truly American. 1 am not using
ths term in a spreandeagle sense but (o de-
garibe a common sense idea, The labor
unions, if they are going to become the
means of civilizing and lifting up the work-
ing class, must leiarn to bhe trily Amerfean
and so truly progressive.”

“A great many people,” he continued,
“are geared to ceath of the labor unions
and I don't blame them. The farmers,
are worse scared than any other class at
the labor unions.

Dr. Rainsford praised John Mitchell
and eaid that he had proved to be an un-
usually wise and honest man, but he gaid
Debs was dangerous, He characterized
him as a good man but unbalanced in his
ideas and therefore dangerous as a leader,
Labor unionism in the Far West, he said,
was in the hands of bad men, men who
didn't hesitate to use violence and then
to employ political agencies to cover up
their violence

“The trusts are inevitable, and men have
only their hands, nothing clse. It should
be the part of a clergyman to help all move-
ments which have tor their foundations the
welfare of humanity. If the association
of great masses of capitial are necessary
they can only be met and dealt with by the
wider association of the toilers in their em-
ploy. Some people preach that everything
should be left to competition,  Now, in
my opinion, if life was left only to com-
petition it would soon be torn apart, There
must be a modifying influence.  In Ireland
there is an old saving that where you find
a nettle you will also find a healing dock,
and this is the philosophy that underlies
our great accumulations of capital. We
Americans have a tendency to run things
hard. When we find a great idea we run
it too hard. The trust idea is being run
too hard, and the labor union idea is being
run too hard also. But as the trust is in-
evitable, so is the labor union inevitable. |

“But I would urge the labor unions to go
glow. Their policy of to-day is to force
the non-union men to join them. The labor
union does not give the non-union man time,
It wants to get converts too guickly, and
in its haste it keeps out men of the very best
class, who are conservative in their ideas
and opposed to coercion. Labor unionism in
the West is in bad hands. I know of one
man who antavonized the labor unions
there and was murdered.  Within three
months after the crime three men with
whom the State expacted to prove its case
algo were done away with, This happened
at a mine in Colorado where my son 1s
working, and 1 know what I am talking
about. The labor unions must make up
their minds to be law abiding. No one loses
80 much as the workingman when the law is
ignored. There is a strong feeling among
the American people that the labor unions
wink at the breaking of the law., I know
that they don't do that generally, but that
is an accusation that will have to be lived
down. No velling or sereeching will refute
it, It must be put down by the unions them-
gelves. I would urge on my friends the
pecessity of education,

“I think Mr. Mitchell has proved himself
a wise and exceptional leader of the union
men. When von are walking on dangerous
ground and big causes are to be won or lost
it is better to put the best man forward.
T have just read to-day in the newspapers
that the miners of the bituminous coal
region in session in Indianapolis are about
to disregard his advice and go on a strike
because of a five cent reduction per ton in
the price of mining coal, If this is true
it Wiﬁ be a great calamity. I hope the great
union which he has done so much to build
up will think over the matter most care-
fully before it rejects his advice.

“And now I want to add that employers
and employees, whether they like it or
not, should prepare for drastic changes
in the laws. In Massachusetts a great
deal of good has been done by the law re-
gtricting corporations in the issue of stock.
In that State it has been made illegal for
corporations to issue stock except for
value proved. I think that this legislation
could be adopted elsewhere with great
profit. The watering of stocks misleads
the investor, but therg is another person
it hits harder. That is the employee.”

Dr. Rainsford then spoke of the water-
ing of the stock of the Metropolitan Traction
Company. He said he mentioned this cor-

ration eimply because it was near at

“New York has been asleep,” said he,
*while vast fortunes in franchises which
ought to go to the coffers of the city have
been diverted to the pockets of individuals,
Great properties which are capable of pay-
ing vast dividends are watered so that
they pay the most frugal returng, and as a
result the employees are expected to work
long hours for small wages.

"fdon‘t know of any class of men in New
York who are so poor{y paid as the motor-
men on our street.cars, yet as they go daily
through our crowded thoroughfares just
as much, if not more, is required of themn as
of the splendid class of men who drive the
Iooomodvm on our great railroads. Some-
body geta the money from this watered
stock, and it is not the men who hold the
gtock or those who run the cars. There
should be an addition to our laws that a
corporation can't load itself down with
watered stock so that it can't pay living
wages to its employees,  The moral senti-
ment of the American people is against
such practices, and the time will come when
they will rise up and demand a remedy.”

"(\“e must algo look forward to changes in
the tariff. I believe personally that a high
tariff is an exceedingly dangerous policy.
1 am not denying for a moment l‘mt. it
has worked well in come cases, but 1 do
say that it means wealth by the process
of legislation. When men can get rich
by getting bills through Congress instead
or by honest work we are in a dangerous
gtate. It has meant in many cases that
the home market has been kept too high.
The time must come when we must have
a definite issue which deals with the tariff.
The belief that the tariff has anything to
do with high wages is a bugbear.”

THE OLD BELL SAVED.

It Rang for Gettysburg and Appomattex
and Tolled for Lincoln's Death,

ORrANGE, N. J., March 6.—The bell
which hung in the belfry of the old Orange
Methodist Church for half a century has
been saved from the scrap heap. The
old church ig being torn down to make
room for a modern office building. David
L. Pierson, a local historian, started a
movement to purchase the bell and it is
now in possession of the church and will
be hung in the new building in a con-
spicuous place,

Mr. Pierson found that the bell had sig-
nalled the victory at Gettysburg on July
4, 1863, the surrender of Lee on April 9,
1885, and had tolled when President Lin-
coln was assassinated,

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SWIMS 100 YARDS IN 58 SECONDS.

Richard Cavlll Eﬁws World’s Reoord in
Australia.

The latest copy of the Sydney Referee to
hand contains an account of a wonder-
ful swimming performance by Richard
“Splash® Cavill, champion of the Antipodes.
The affair was a 100-yard invitation ruace,
in addition to a programme which included
the 500 yards Australian championship at
Farmers Domain Baths, near Sydney, the
lust week in January. This bath is 45 yvards
long, so that two turns were necessary in
swimming the hundred. Cavill was op-
posed by Aleck Wickham, a colored native
of the South Sea Islands, and he gave the
Australian the race of his life.

Both left their marks at the crack of the
gun and struck the water together, but
Cavill's plunge was longer,and when.hecame
to the surface his head showed in the lead.
But the South Sea lslander spurted, drew
lavel with his opponent, passed him and
was leading by two yards at the first turn.
The time for 45 yards was 23 seconds, which
completely eclipses all former records, and
especially the long standing one by Bishop.

cavill never lost his form and ploughed
along and after passing 60 yards began
slowly to creep up on the darky. Tw('ulr
vards from the finish Wickham led Cavill
by a head and shoulders, yet flve yards
further on Cavill was level, and then ensued
one of the grandest struggles ever seemp in
a swimming rice At the second turn, which
wns 00 yards, both touched together and the
time wis 51 3-5 seconds, a new world’s rec-
ord  However, Cavill made a better turn
and had a slight advantage when they
straightened out for the finish a few yards
awny  Amidst the greatest cxcitement Cavill
won by a vard in 58 seconds. Wickham's
time was 60 seconds

Cavill's time supplants the former world's
record of 68 3-5 seconds, made in the summer
of 1902 at the Hornsey Baths, England. The
American tank record for the 100 is 1 min-
ute 1 2-5 seconds, by Harry Ie Moyne
at the New York A C. about a ienr ago. A
short time after beating Wickham, Cavill
turned out for the 500 yards championship,
and, swimming away from his opponents,
won by 40 yurds in 8 minutes 31 seconds,
establishing 'a new Augtralian record The
old record was 8 minutes 36 4-5 seconds, by
Cavill himself, at Hellings Baths, Woolloo-

mooloo Bay, April 12, 1902. The American
record is 6 minutea 51 3-5 seconds, by E.
Carroll Schaeffer, at Philadelphia, ec. 11,
1901,
