STRAUSS CONDUCTS  AGAIN

“DON QUIXOTE” AND “TIL EULEN-
SPIEGEL” PERFORMED.

Als. That Exciting Love Scene From |

‘‘Feuersnoth” and Some Songs—Mrs.

Strauss Sings as Defere — The

Orchestra Shows Improvement.

Richard Strauss, assisted by Mme. Paul-
ine Strauss-de Ahna, gave another concert
of the music of mentality yesterday at Car-
negie Hall. Heretofore the publication of
his personality by the apostle of the cross
rhythm, and the false relation has not been
attended by any demonstration of general
Jjoy, but yesterday, like one of Mr. Strauss's
own unexpected staccato barks on a clarinet
in the midst of a cantabile fof the strings,
there burst upon the astonished vision such
an array of afternoon bonnets and upturned
faces thereunder as could only have been
summoned from vasty deeps by the wand
of some wizard dwelling near the sacred
fount of inspiration in Union Square.

Mr. Strauss offered for consideration
yvesterday his- “Don Quixote,” the love
sceneé from his “Feuersnoth,” and “Til
Eulenspiegel,” together with three “Mother
Songs” sung with orchestral accompani-
ment by Mrs. Strauss and four songs for
which the composer himself smote the
piano, It was a solid two hours of Strauss
music, yet the audience enacted a master-
piece of polite patience,

The composer was on his good behavior
yesterday. He seemed to have reached
a realization that while the New York
public might not be wholly worthy of art,
of his variety, it possibly could tell when
it was offered funeral baked meats in lieu
of a festal repast. Mr. Strauss conducted
as if he were really concerned in the doings
of the afternoon, and as he had been able
to get some additional rehearsals with
an orchestra not altogether composed of
substitutes he secured some interesting
results, Last, but not insignificant, some-
where behind the horizon of the true art
the sun of Wetzler had set. Mr. Strauss
rersonally conducted the entire proceed-
n&n and did all the bowing.

vothing new is to be said about “Don
Quixote.” The orchestra skilfully dis-
posed of this amazingly ingenious travesty
on a symphonic poem. The more one
listens to the composition the more he
is satisfied that it is wholly a product of
the head., Ther¢ is no more heart in it than
there is in an oyster. It is less emotional
than ‘*Also Sprach Zarathustra.'' It is more
coldly calculating thau “Ein Heldenleben."
But it is consummately clever.

The “Feuersnoth” bit, which Father
Paur used to conduct with so much gusto,
is one of Strauss's most mugical concep-
tions. And it is short, which is a virtue
quite too uncommcn in his works. It was
ﬁllyed better here by the venerated Phil-

armonic Society, but probably there
were few Philharmonic subscribers in yes-
terday's audience. At any rate there was
a good deal of hearty applause, where-
upon Mr. Strauss pranp(]?' scored an en-
ocore for the number. e is cheerfully
liberal in the matter of encores. He does
not, require much coaxing.

His conducting of “Til Eulenspiegel”
was masterly. fe and at home in the
land of the purely grotesaue, Strauss was
hiresell. The ironic humor of the thin
waR never before brought out here wit
such pungent accen! as il was vesterday.
The compoeer revelled in the composition
and the orchestra felt the ma%ic thrill of
inspiration. The analysis which has been
obscure in some of the cleanest readings
we have had was as transiucent as glass.
It war an instructive performance. Itspoke
volumes of the composer s philosophy.

Mre. Strause sang a little better yester-
day because she had songs which would not
gemtit her to employ constantly her wiry

ead tones. But she will not serve as a
model for the interpretation of her Richard.
The three *Mcther” songs—* Meinem Kinde,”
*Mutterlaendelei” and “Wiegenlied "—showed
Strauss at his best as a writer in the “volk-
sthitmliches lied” style. The songdgiven
with piano were “Allerseelen,” “Befreit,”
“0O Stisser Mai,” and “Kling.”" Every one
knows the beautiful “Allerseelen,” but per-
bura not so man( had previously heard the
still more beautiful “Befreit.” is is one
of Strauss’s masterpieces. *“Kling” was
encored.

CONRIED HAS GOT SEMBRICH.

Bat Whether He Will Engage Nordlea for
Next Year He Won’t Tell.
Heinrich Conried declimed last night
to say whether he had engaged Mme.
Nordica to be a member of the company at
the Metropolitan Opera House next year,
“I shall not announce a single engage-
ment,” he said last night, “until the per-

sonnel of the company is complete. I
only wish that it was now finished and that

the hardest part of my work was over.
But until the company is complete nothing
will be said.”

Mr. Conried admitted that he had gone on
Tueaday to Washington to settle the final
terms of Mme. Sembrich's contract for
next year. She is to return as the first
colorature .ornno of the company. Her
differences with Mr. Conried were due to
the refusal of the prima donna to sing more
than twice a week. He wanted here to ap
with Bignor Caruso three timesa week in
the I n ra.
