PRINCE LANCELLOTTI VENTURES
CLOSE TO A REBUKE.

Protests Against Reception of One of the
Queen’s Ladies-In-Walting—Pope Re-
pifes “‘the Misiaken Have Even Greater
Need of Us and May Be Converted.”

RomE, March 12.—The two houses of
Massimo and Lancellotti are faithful to
the Vatican, but show an absolutely ven-
omous resentment toward the liberal ten-
dencies of the Pope. Prince Lancellotti,
who is the proprietor of the Voce Della
Verita, the Clerical organ, the other day
was unable to contain himself any longer
during an audience and cried out: “Most
Holy Father, all rules have exceptions.
Liberals should not approach the throne.”

Pope Pius responded quickly, and look-
ing the Prince straight in the eye, said:
“Signor Prince, we are the father of all
Catholics, whether Liberal or Clerical. In
fact, the mistaken have even greater need
of us and may be converted.”

The Prince retired discomfited and
raging.

The cause of his remonstrance was a re-
ception accorded bLy the Pope to a lady-
in-waiting of Quecn Helena. It seems
that his Holiness had received the pupils
of the nuns of the Sacred Heart, among
them the children of the lady-in-waiting.
When he heard her name he said, graciously,
to the children® “Take my kindest wishes
to your mamma. She came to see me in
Venice, why not in Romce?”

The delighted children told their mother,
who immodiately asked for and obtained
an audience. The doleful Prince is so ir-
reconcilable that he actually has always
kept & vow never to enter a Roman theatre
while the Eternal City is in the hands of the
Italians.

Runkle DeMott and Ervin Fields were taken
deathly sick, and some of them were in a
eritical condition when the j.nysician ar-
rived. The patients goon rallied, although
Mrs. DeMott suffered from the effects
of ‘the poisoning for three weeks. Fried

. oysters were gerved this time, and, as they

had been left standing in a tin basin over

' night, ptomaine poisoning was thought

to have been the c1uge.

Yesterday it was discovered that a pack-
age of rat poison had been removed from
its hiding place. The wrapper had been
tampered with, and a portion of ita con-
tents was missing. Stillwell questioned the
girl closely, and, he says, she admitted
placing the rat poison in the succotash
and oysters, The servant was repri-
manded on the morning of the attempt to
poison the family. Sheriff Jacob Dietz
said to-night the girl had admitted to him
the administering of the poison,and that her
reason for doing 0 was because of her
dislike for Mrs, Stillwell. Stillwell got
the girl from a home in New York. She
