We should like to credit tho report

Russias recent declaration that
during the present contest food will
treated by her as contraband of war

What is needed is the formulation of
principle to be embodied in a
which like the Declaration of Paris shall
be binding on all the signatories So far
as a principle may be deduced from the
general though not unvarying practice
of belligerents it may be set forth thus

Food is contraband when it is con-

signed to a blockaded port or to the
known representatives of a belligerent
Government because it isthcn presumed
to be intended for military purposes
When not presumably designed for
military purposes food is not contraband-
of war That we repeat is the rule to
which practice has usually though not
always conformed

In its recent proclamation of inten-

tions tho St Petersburg Government-
has drawn no such distinction That
Government ha announced that all
food consigned to will bo treated
us contraband of war no matter for
what purpose it is apparently intended
