esn fire was marvellously accurate, The
inhabitants were terror-stricken. Many at-
tempted to construct rude  bomb-proof
shelters. A shell fell among a crowd of
eurious sightseers who were gazing at the
attacking fleet and killed twenty-five of
them. Three Government clorks were
Willed while hurrying from the Port Admiral's
office.

! The most elevated fort at the entrance
of the harbor was the moet seriously
damaged. There was one tremendous
explosion which civilians attributed to the
blowing up of a magazine, but whethar
the surmise was correct or not is unknown,
as the Russian authorities forbade any
inquiries heing answered.

A two-funnelled cruiser that was an-
chored a cable's length from the Retvizan,
probably the Diana, was struck at the
waterline, and rat on fire. Eighty per-
sons on board perished.

CHANNEL PARTLY BLOOKED,

The Russians sank two old steamers
belonging to the China Railway Company,
laden with stones, in the entrance of the
channel in a line with the lighthouse and
thus reduced the naviagable way to a chan-
nel less than 300 feet wide, This is marked
by buoys. During the bombardment the
desperate operation was being carried out
under fire. The steamers lie in the shape of
the letter V.

The day after the hombardment
Russian warships left the harbor to scout
for the Japanese fleat. It was rumored
that twenty-five Japanese veesels were
on the way to deliver what would have
been probably the last attack on the doomed
fortress. In consequence of this there was
a panic in the town, which was not allayed
by the return of the scouting vessels and
their report that the coast was clear.

The food supply at Port Arthur is stili
sufficient for the needs of the garrison, but
it is entirely under the control of the mili-
tary authorities, who issue daily rations,
which are so small that the population is
in a state of continual discontent.

There are still no signs of evacuation.
Cossacks are arriving by rail at the rate
of 1,500 daily.

Since the bombardment Admiral Alexieff
and Admiral Makaroff have issued a nume=
ber of encouraging proclamations. There
has been a great improvement in discipline
gince the arrival of Admiral Makaroff.

Repairs to the damaged warships are
proceeding with all possible speed, but the
Retvizan and Tzarevitch are in a hopeless
condition.

Youse has failed to work, ita instruments
having been disturbed by currents sent out
bz the Japanese ships equipped with the
wircless system.

8AY THE PLEET HAS GONE.

The Norwegians insist that when they
left the Russian fleet had sailed with the
view to making a dash for Vladivostok,
leaving in. the harbor only the Retvizan,
Tzarevitch and BSevastopol. The latter
is in the dry dock, having been seriously
damaged by two shells. It is probable,
however, that the vessels had merely gone
on another scouting expedition.

During the bombardment the Russian
flect did not return the Japanese fire, ex=
cept the Novik and Boyarin, which left the
harbor during the engagement, with bands
playing, to attempt to rescue the torpedo
boats which were in peril of capture,

While reserving
the right to examine measures and to ad-
vise respecting steps proposed, they have
let it be understood that they support the
Government in all necessary financial
measures.

Marquis Saiongi, leader of the Constitu-
tional party, declared that the people were
prepared for every sacrifice and hardship
to bring to a successful end the war on
which the Fupire's future was staked.
Clount Okuma, leader of tha Progressives,

made a similar statement.

He said he was confident that Japan
would win because it was a struggle of civ-
ilization againgt barbarism. M. Mahi, an
ex-member of the Cabinet and a prominent
Progressive, insisted that Japan should
demand the cession of the Amur and mari-
time provinces, besides establishing a sphere
of influence in the Liaotung promontory.

WHEN RUSSIA WINS.

Her . Flag to Be Raiscd Over Mikado's
Palace, St. Petershurg Thinks.
Spectal Cahle Despatch to TRE SUN.

Loxpox, March 17.—The St. Petersburg
correspondent of the Telegraph reports that
extreme optimism prevaile in Government
circles, whero the only difference of opinion
concerns the extent to which Japan has
crushed Port Arthur. That place is re-

! garded as not being at all likely to be cap-

tured, and Vladivostok is held to be im-
pregnable.

The Siberian Railway is working ex-
cellently. It will transport 8,000 troops
daily from the spring onward. The Japan-
ese will be driven back step by step through
Corea and will be pursued to their own
islands.

When Gen. Kouropatkin was bidding
farewell to the Czar his Majesty commanded
him not to return until he had upfurled
the Russian flag over the Mikado's palace

Everything is expected to move smoothly
during the peace negotiations, because it
hae been intimated to Great Britain that
she may, if necessary, be actively attacked
in India, while the United States will not
riek the consequences of hindering Ruseia
in dictating terms to Japan.

Bishop David H. Moore of the Methodist '
Episcopal Church, who for the last forty
years has supervised the Methodists in |
mastern Asia was an eyewitneas of the |
naval engagement off Chemulpho, Corea,
on Feb. . Bishop Moore was less than half
a mile from the cruiser Korietz, when she
was blown up. He had left Shanghai for |
Chemulpho a few days previous to the
engagement off the latter port and disem-
barked from the Russian steamship Sun-
gari only a few hours befora that veesel
was destroyed. R

This and other information about affairs
in Corea was received by the Methodist
Missionary Society yesterday in two letters
from Bishop Moore. They were the first
from the Bishop since his arrival in Corea,
although, in response to inquiries concern-
ing his safety, made after the loss of the
Sungari, cable despatches had came from
the Bishop telling of his safe arrival. The
letters were under dates of Feb, 18 and 15,
respectively. The first,among other things,
said: |

I reached here last Monday morning in the
Sungari, a Russian ship, which with two
Russian cruisers was destroved the next nig ht.
Doubtless you have heand of the naval en-

agement off this harbor, the opening of the
ong-expected war hetween Japan and Russia.

In case the Russians throw over a_column into
Corea, the bloody field of Ping Yang is not
unlikely to be once more the scene of carnage,
It is too fearfully cold to move our women
and children now overland—the river to the
coast at Chinampho being frozen solid. Wa
dare not leave our property. So, if the Rus-
sjans move that way, the missionaries in
Seoul and Chemulpho will go northward and
will bring the women and children down,
leaving the Ping Yang men to guard the
property.

I do not relish the idea of leaving the flald
when this war is on.

Organized False Masonio Lodges in Jersey

The old man appeared in Jersey City
last spring and introduced himself as the
Grand Proxy of the order of Free and Ac-
cepted Masons of the State of Ohio. He
algo said that he was Past (irand Maater
of New York and New Jersey. A lot of men
believed him,

Cruger organized Temple Lodge No. 1
and induced a score or more to join it.
The meetings were held in rooms at 116
Newark avenue. He charged $5 for the
initiation fee and agreed in several in-
stances to accept payments on the {nstal-
ment plan, He finslly cut the fea down to
83 and some of the supposed Masons be-
came .suspicious that he was not what he
represented himself to be. Several men
who tried to visit a local lodge were ac-
cused of being impostors, Then the vener-
able organizer left town,

Fred A. Stubhouse of 346 Fourth street,
who had been swindled by Cruger, swore
out a warrant for his arrest. The old man
was invited to visit Temple Lodge rooms
last night and to the surprise of the police
he came. Sergt. Harrington, who is a
g[ason, and Detective Bennett, arrested

im.

Cruger admitted the charge of swindling.
He said he organized fraudulent lodges as
a source of revenue and to “get square”
with the order, from which he was expelled
twenty years ago.

ARBITRATE OR QUIT.

Some Unlon Lithographers Will Sign and
Stay—Most Quit on Saturday.

As each of the 10,000 employees of the
Lithographers' Association reported for
work yesterday he was required to sign
the association's arbitration agreement.
If he failed to do so he was considered to
have discharged himself. The notice ac-
companying the agreement said:

Through the failure of the national bOdi;
to enter into an arbitration agreement wit
our association, we are compelled to treat
with our employees individually, Tt is self-
evident to every thinking man that stable
conditions must be established, based on
the knowledge that neither strikes nor lock-
oute can take place I'he benefits of such
conditions n}':f:-ul alike to employees and
employers e individual agreement here-
with presented to you embodies the prin-
ciple of arbitration of all disputes or griev-
ances which may arise between us. It is
for the best interesta of our employees and
ourselves that it should be signed bg’ us
and all of our employvees, and we must there-
fore request that the attached agreement
be signed by you if you desire employment
with us. Failure to return the agreement
will be understood as the resignation of
f'our position in our establishment and will
he accepted, to go into effect at the end of
your work week.

It was said at the headquarters of the
Lithographers’ Arsociation that some mem-
bers of the unions had signed the agree-
ment. The officers of the local and national
unions denied this. Most of the litho{-
raphers will work till the end of the week.
The lockout i then expected to affect 20,000
men.

VOTE OF SOFT COAL MINERS.

Safe Majority for the Proposition to Take
a Wage Redaction.

INpIANAPOLIS, March 16.—Reports re-
ceived at headquarters of the United Mine
Workers from the locals that voted yester-
day on the proposition to accept the opera-
tors' 5 per cent. reduction show that the
miners have voted not to strike,

In the Indiana locals the reduction is
accepted by a majority of 3 to 1. In
Illinois some districts have voted unani-
mously for a strike and some quite as
strongly against it. It is believed that
the vote of the Illinois district will show
a majority in favor ofa strike. Reports
from Pennsylvania show a majority in
favor of acc.pting the reduction. Votes
from Ohio show a slight majority against
a strike. The miners of Iowa have given
a pronounced majority against a strike.

President Mitchell said to-night that he
has no doubt that the reduction has been
accepted and that the joint scale com-
mittee of the miners and operators will
be called together carly next week to si
the scale which will be in force for the
next two years.

BRYAN MAN TALKS HEARST.

Immediately After Getting a Cocky Letter
From the Nebraskan.

Dr. John W. Cox of the Bryan camp in
this city was at the Democratic Club last

night.

“I had a letter from Mr. Bryan this morn-
ing,” he said. “Mr. Bryan seems to be very
cocky. 1tell you, boys, the only way to beat
Roosevelt this year is to put up a man who
is directly opposed to every one of Mr.
Roosevelt's principles. Put up a man like
Judge Parker and you might as well divide
the campaign fund bet ween Roosevelt and
Parker, because Roosevelt would win
easily. I would bet 980 to 1 on that,

REFUSED TO INDORSE ' PARKER.

Anti-Hill Men in Monroe County Demo-
cratic Committee Defeat the Resolution.

RocHESTER, March 16.—Two attempts
were made at the meeting of the Demo-
cratic oounty committee this= morning to
secure the indorsement b¥ the committee of
Judge Alten B. Parker for President, but
the resolution was defeated by the anti-
Hill men. The objectors asserted that in
the interest of harmony the delegates to
the State convention and the national
delegates from this county should not be
instructed .

The anti-Hill men obtained control of the
county committee at the organization
meeting in January for the first time in
several . The action of the committee
to-day is not indicative of the sentiment of
the county, however, as there is hardly any
question that a solid Hill delegation will be
sent to Albany.
