Mathews
sfter the race walked into the press stand
snd saidl that Arden’s not being placed third

bad cost him $5,000. He displayed a large
peckuge of pool tickets and showed that
he had stood to win a fortune if Arden had
vm!:” ard F. J. Bryan was in the press stand
st the time and informed Mathews that he
wss likely to get into trouble for displaying
wich & number of tickets and all but making

the accusation that the horses were not placed
ss they finishied because they were heavily
played, Mathews replied  that he never
wunted to impress any one with the fact that
snything wasw rong.

The incident wus all but forgotten until
Murray and Breifogel, two

correspandents, appeared before the stewards
end niode the charges that Mathews had
stated that the judges did not place Arden
third because too much money was bet on
pim. Charles F. Wilson, the trainer of Arden,
was sunmoned before the stewards. He

that Mathews had told him that Chicago
turf correspondents had been paid to boost
bis Scotch Thistle in the columns of his paper
and had also reflected on the hm-grity of the
lacal and visiting turf correspondents. The
pewspaper men at once demanded an in-
vestigation
