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MILLIONS; KO WRITING

LAWSON SAYS HE AND ROGERS
OLEARED 346,000,000.

Testimony in the Gas Suit in Which Lawson
Says He and Mr, Rogers Had Deals
Amounting to More Than $100,000,»
000 Without Written Agreements.

BosToN, March 28.—Thomas W. Lawson
was on the witness stand during the entire
day, giving tes!{mony In the suit over the
gas reorganization here that surprised
his hearers in the Supreme Court. In ex-
planation of not having a written agree-
ment with Henry H. Rogers about the
gas oonsolidallon, Mr, Lawson said:

“Henry H. Rogers and I have had dealings
for nine years pas. to the gxient of over
$100,000,000 without any wri'ing having
passed be'ween us ooncerning them. We
had cne deal which netted $46,000,000, con-
cerning which no wriling ever passed be-
tween us,”

When asked if he had any conversation
with Mr. Rogers about the $1,000,000 worth
of New England Gas and Coke Company
stock, which, it was said, Lawson received
fcr not opposing the rearganization of that
ctneern, Mr. Lawson said:

“In 1000 Mr. Rogers said to me: ‘You
have done good work in selling that block
of New England Gas and Coke.' In 1001 I
said to Mr, Rogers: ‘Billy Elkins tells me
that you took from the New England Gas
and Coke Company $1,000,000 of New Eng-
land Gas and Coke stock, and agreed that
it was to be paid to me and that in con-
sideration of that being paid to me, I should
withdraw my cppesition to them, and he
tells e that he was one of a committee
of three consisting of Henry M. Whitney,
Roger Pruyn and himself, who were ap-
pointed by the board of directors to pay
vou that $1,000,000 of rtock for me, and
that they paid it to you.'

“Mr. Rogors said that this could not be
&0, ] said: 'Billy Elkins came to me at
the Horse Show and said that he was sur-
prised after I had received a million dollars
from them that I should still be before the
Legislature opposing them.

* ‘I said to Billy Elkins that he lied, as I
had never received a dollar from the New
Eugland Gas and Coke Company in any
form. I said that you had not delivered
the atock to me and that he or any other
man who said you had lied.

“I told Mr. Rogers that Mr. Elkins then
asked for a conference and we had a long
conference at New London., Elkins then
said: ‘I don't see how it is possible. I
wa3 one of the committee of three to pass
that stock to you." I said that I had never
heard of it. He said: ‘You have sold it.’
I said: ‘Yes, I find I have sold it, but it
was Mr. Rogers's stock and not mine.’
T said to Mr. Rogers: ‘You not only took
the stock from the New England Gas and
Coke Company to give to me, but you em-
ployed me to sell it so that I might be on
reocord in every way as having sold it/

“Mr. Rogers said: ‘It {s not so.’ I told
Mr. Rogers that I had asked Mr. Elkins
how, if he was on the committee of three,
that he could have shown a receipt from
Mr. Rogers that the stock had been turned
over to me. He eaid that Mr. Whitney
had been made a sub-committee of one
to turn over the stock, and that he had
turned it over.to Hugh J. Grant. ‘Now
Mr. Elkins asks me to approve of the con-
solidation they are getting under wayy
1 said to Mr. Rogers.

“Rogers replied: ‘That {s ancient history
and it is something we had better not talk
about any more now. If any transaction
of that kind took place, it was one that 1
thought was necessary. It was not done
to injure you or place you in any false posi-
tion. Wehad better not say anything about
it, and you had better turn in on the con-
solidation.'

“This particular conference was at Mr.
Rogers's house, Afterward I said to him
that I had talked with Mr. Elkins and had
told him that hs had better go and see C. D,

Burrage and talk it over with him, that 1"

was sick of the whole transaction and what-
ever Rogers and the others interested de-
cided to do, he could talk to me about later.”

Mr. Lawson then told of a conversation
with Mr. Rogers in which Mr. Rogers said
Henry M. Whitney had told Mr. Winsor
that he (Mr. Whitney) had passed the coke
stock over to Mr. Lawson. Mr., Lawson
told Mr. Rogers that he had found out that
Mr. Winsor supposed he was right and
that in thinking so had gone about with a
paper inducing men to blackball Mr. Law-
son as a member of the Eastern Yacht
Club.

Mr. Lawson said he had thought Mr.
Winsor said this maliciously, but had since
found out that Mr. Winsor thought he was
acting in good faith and that he believed
Mr. Laweon had received $1,000,000 New
England Gas and Coke stock to refrain
from opposing the scheme.

This completed the direct examination of
Mr. Lawson, and Mr. Hemenway, of counassl|
for Mr. Rogers, cross-examined him, Re-
plying to questions about the proposed
consolidation of the Tri-Mountain, St
Maryz and Copper Range companies, Mr,
Lawson eald the proposed amalgamation,
to be made by Robert Winsor, had never
been carried out,

He added:

“We lost $1,000,000 on the transaction by
having one of the ies to the transaction,
as we say on Lhe Street, ‘dump’ a lot of the
stock on us at $100 a share, where it is selling
on the Btreet to-day at $48 or $490.”

The
plan has not been explained in detail to the
employees, but will be laid before them
soon. The men on the elevated road have
learned that it is proposed to divide the

nsion fund for sick and death benefits
into five g In proportion to the amount
the men pay into the fund. The amounts
to be paid into the fund are 50 cents,
$1, $1.50, 82 and $250 a month. The
men who me the highest sum can
receite §1 a day for fifty-two days in case
of gickness or disability, and their wives
will receive a death benefit of $1,000. The
other accident and death benefits are in
proportion. The proposed retirement pen-
sions have not yet been slated.

The employees say that they can see no
benefit in a pension system in which they
pay all the money. me of them belong
to mutual benefit societies already.

ABEEL 70 THE GIRL, $75,000.

SHERIFF'S JURY GIVES MISS AN-
DERSON ALL SHE ASKS.

“J. Ogden Goelet, Jr.,”” Does Not Defend
Her Sult for Breach of Promise, and
She Wl Collect the Money When She
Can—8She Tells of Her Experience.

After a brief inqueet, a Sheriff's jury
returned a verdiot yesierday, awarding to
Miss Eleanor K. Anderson, daughter of a
Sixth avenue restaurant keeper, $75,000
as compensa!'ion for the failure of James N.
Abeel, alias “J. Ogden Goelet, Jr.,"” to marry
her, as she says he promised to do in Octo-

ber last.

Abeel did not defend the suit, Qut Sheriff
Erlanger told the jury that he had ad-
mitted the allegations. He was not in
court at the inquest.

Miss Anderson, dressed all in black,
testified that, while she was employed
as a telephone operator in the Grand Union
Hotel, earning $100 a month, Abeel made
her acquaintance under the assumed name
of *J. Ogden Goelet, Jr.”

As the newspapers have told, she was
impressed by the name, and by a letter,
purporting to be signed by J. B. Van Emery,
vice-president of the Western Union Tele-

raph Company, in which “J. Ogden Goele*,

r.,” was introduced to all the employees
of the company. Then Abeel, who had sent
her flowers and leiters from the Waldorf,
gave her a $100,000 check, which he afier-
ward got back from her, and proposed
marriage. She accepted him, with the
consent of her parenis, and the two went
to see Father Lavelle at the Cathedral
rectory, and made arrangements to be
married on Nov. 2, )

Abeel disappeared the next day, leaving
his suit case in Misa Anderson’s home,
This case was produced in court. Itcon-
tained a shirt and other personal effects,
and a hundred visiting cards inscribed
“J. Ogden Goelet, Jr.”

On Feb. 5 Abeel was brought here, on
extradition rmeedlnga;frzlrp anrlinn,()nr.
char, with forging the alleged letters o
incmmtion. and was held by Recorder
Goff in $5,000 bail for trial.

Miss Anderson’s sister was called yester-
day to give corroborative testimony, and a
copy of a marriage ocertificate was put in
ovf nce, showing that Abeel was married
at Long Meadow, Mass., on Nov. 16, 1002,
to Edith Deforest, his present wife. He
was then 26 years old and his bride 23.

The jury took less than two minutes to
arrive at a verdict awarding Miss Anderson
$75,000, all she asked for.

B. H. Stern of Stern & Sporberg, counsel
for Miss Anderson, conducted the case.
He said afterward that he understands
that Abeel will inherit a considerable sum
from his grandfather's estate, and that it
is against this that Miss Anderson expects
to levy for her verdiot.

DIVORCE DECLARED INVALID.

Anchorstar Got a Decree in Rhode Isiand
and Married Again.

Supreme Court Justice Dickey in Brook-
iyn yesterday decided that a decree of
absolute divorce obtained by Gustav
Anchorstar in Rhode Island was invalid
because Anchorstar was not a bona fide
resident of that State, and also becausa
the petition in the case was not served
upon Anchorstar’s wife, Anne,

The couple were married in Brooklyn
in 1803. ve years later they separated.
In June, 1801, Anchorstar began an action
for absolute divorce against his wife in
Providence, R.I.,on the ground of desertion.
A decree was granted on Dec. 2, 1001, and
the following month Anchorstar married
Emma Snyder.

Mrs. Anchorstar recently began an action
for a separation, and yesterday Justice
Dickey granted a decree, holding that the
divorce obtained by her husband was null
and void. He also ordered Anchorstar to
pay his wife $4 a week alimony.

BLUE LAWS FOR BROOKLYN.
Magistrate Furlong Gives & Man 6 Months
for Whistllng In Street on Sunday.

William Murphy, a florist, of 9 Dennett
place, Brooklyn, was arraigned before
Magistrate Furlong in the Adams street
court yesterday on a charge of disturbing
the Sabbath by whistling a popular air
on Fulton street. He was sentenced to
six months in the penitentiary. On second
thought his Honor paroled the prisoner.

Murphy was arrested while strolling along
the street in the early evening, accompanied
by two young women. Some one had the
extreme audacity to pucker up his lips
and emit the tune of “Bedelia” while pass-
ing Patrolman Owens of the Adams street
station, who was standing at Boerum place.
The prosaic officer of the peace, having failed
to become imbuod with the spirit of spring
and the freshness of the bright sunshine
that had disappeared in the west only a few
minutes before, stretched out his hand
and grasped a coat collar. It happened
to be Murphy's.

Despite the fact that the prisoner and his
two female companions declared that it
was a youth a few steps in advance who
had so far forgotten himself as to whistle
a pogula.r air in the streets of Brooklyn
on the Sabbath, Murphﬁ' was taken to
the police station and locked up.

“This is a serious offence,” said Magistrate
erongr:hen Murphy was brought before
him, “There is too much of this disturbing
of the peace on the Sabbath. The people
of Brooklyn want a quiet Sabbath. It is
wioked and unlawful to make a noise on
SBunday. Six monthsin the penitentiary.”

Magistrate Furlong while sitting in the
Adams street court recently ordered a
patrolman to make a charge of disorderly
conduct against a prisoner whose arrest
had been the result of a complaint of as-
sault made by a young woman, also a
prisoner. The officer refused to do so on
the ground that it was against his con-
science.

After imposing a sentence of six months
in the penitentiary on young Murphy,
the Magistrate ordered him to stand aside
until several other cases were disposed of.
On the statement of Murphy that the officer
was mistaken and that his stock of lowers
would probably perish unless he was per-
mitted to send some one to attend to them
his Honor reopened the case and hear
more evidence. Subsequently Murphy was
paroled.

THE SARATOGA MURDERER.

Millward Showed No Concern When Are |
ralgned for Kiling Wife and Child., |

SARATOGA, March 28.—Victor E. Mill-
ward, who is accused of murdering his wife
and ohild and setting fire to their flat, may
be feigning insanity, but whether mentally
deranged or not he exhibited no perceptible
concern or distress when arraigned before
Police Justice William J. Delaney this
afternoon. The prisoner was held without
bail to the May term of the Grand Jury,
and has been lodged in the county jail.

Millward tried to obliterate all traces of
his Sunday morning crime by setting fire
to his flat in the Ryan Building on Caroline
street, where he had poured kerosene on
the bedding, carpets and curtains, His
strange demeanor subsequent to the com-
mission of the crime and his utter indiffer-
ence since lead to the general inference
that he is insane, as there is no known
motive which might have led him to murder
his wife and child. Under the direction of
Coroner McCarty the prisoner is being ex-
amined as to his sanity. He s 22 years
old and was married in July, 1902.

NEW NEW JERSEY LAWS.

Insurance Act Amended to Ald Home Com-
panles—Labor Department Created.

TRENTON, N. J., March 28.—Gov. Murphy
signed to-day Senator Horner's bill amend-
ing the Insurance act by providing that
where any tax or other burden is imposed
by another State or a foreign oount? on
an insurance company of New Jersey, doin
business in such other State, in exoess o
the tax imposed by New Jersey on foreign
corporations, the tax levied on such com-
panies doing business in this State shall be
raised to a similar rate. The purpose of
the act is to prevent foreign corporations
enjoying greater privileges in New Jersey
than are accorded New Jersey corporations
in other States.

The Governor has signed also the law
creating a new factory department under
the title of the Department of Laber, and
amending the child labor laws. The act
takes effect on Sept. 1.

SETTLED OUT OF COURT.

Miss Chatterton’s Breach of Promise Sait
Against Franklin Plerce Compromised,

BosT6N, March 28,—The action for $76,000
damages for breach of a promise to marry
her, brought by Miss Jessie A. Chatterton
of New Haven against Franklin Pierce,
a business man of Springfield, was settled
to-day out of court.

The suit was bought by Miss Chatterton
in the United States Circuit Court several
months ago and had been assigned for trial
this afternoon.
