FINANCIAL AND COMMERCIAL.

TUESDAY, April 5.
The sentiment of nine out of ten of the
professional operators in the stock market
toward the rise in security prices yesterday .
was one of uncertainty, if nol positive |
{
‘

scepticism. To-day it must be admitted
that this sentiment suffered a change.
Yesterday the general oriticism was made
that the market was a “one stock” affair
and that the advance in this one quarter,
that is to say, in the Union Pacific common !
shares, was for reasons that according i
to all ordinary standards of judgment
boded no good to the general list of secur-
ities. But to-day dealings in Union Pacific
common were no longer the leading feature
of Stock Exchange business. The stock
referred to was comparatively quiet, rest-
ing, apparently, while the usual amount of
speculative profit taking oecurred, but
sustained by an ample buying power which
80 absorbed all these liquidating sales that
the final price of the irsue was little re-
moved from that of the preceding day.
Disclosure of the peculiar reasons for the
advance was still not made, but current
opinlon ig now almost unanimously to the
effect that the immediate cause of the rise
lias been buying by that group of capi-
talists commonly spoken of, at least, as
the most powerful in the country. Strength
in the market as a whole to-day was gener-
ally dispersed and there was a breadth
and vigor in the dealings that has hitherto
been lacking. This characteristic was
evinced in the very opening transactions
and continued until the close of business.
Atchison, Missouri Paciflo, Southern Pacifio
and the other leading railway stocks, Con-
solidated Gas and the local traction issues,
and the securities of the iron and steel
producing and manufacturing companies
all advanced in price from 1 to 2 points.
The day’s news was much more favorable
to values than it has been recently. The
rains that set in yesterday afternoon over
the winter wheat belt to-day continued
unabatedly so that there was decided weak-
ness In the grain market and no little buy-
ing of railway stocks by Western specu-
lators. The price of cotton also fell heavily.
Reports of railway earnings from the
southern part of the country continued the
splendid showing that they have recently
been making, the Southern Railway's
groxs earnings for the fourth week in March
exhibiting an increase of $74,082, and the
Touisville and Nashville's of $68,331. Net
earnings of the Rock Island road for Feb-
ruary, however, decreased $367,667. Two
or three small bank failures in the interior
of the country attracted but little attention.
The general tenor of all foreign cable ad-
vices was of a growing ease of money in
tha financial centres there and of an increas-
ing friendly feeling toward American se-
ourities. Decided weaknees developed in
the local sterling exchange market, caused,
it was sald, by sales of bills drawn in pay-
ment for foreign purchases of stocks hera
and also by the appearance in the market
of a large quantity of cotton bills. In the
afternoon the market recovered somewhat
from Its early weakness, but, on the other
