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LESSONS TAUGHT BY THE WAR

RELPLESSNESSOF THE IRONCLAD
IS ONE, SAYS COL. CHURCH.,

He Belleves That the Petropaviovsk Was
Torpedoed—Recalls Erliason’s Declara-
tion That Money SKpent on  Bat{le-
ships s Wasted—Thinks |t True.

Col. William C. Church, edttor of the
Army and Navy Journal, and Edwin A.
Grosvenor, professor of international law
in Ambherst College, talked to the Con-
gregational Club at the St. Denis last night
about lessons to be gained from the war
in the Far East.,

Col. Church, who spoke on “Lessons for
the Army,” included in his speech some
remarks on the navy from Park Benjamin,
historian of the Naval Academy, who
sent his regards to the club. Nothing,
he declared, in beginning, has shown better
the utter helplessness of the ironclad as
a factor in a sea fight than the recent sink-
ing of the Petropavlovsk.

“1 should declare she was msunk by a
torpedo,” said Col. Church, “whatever the
reports state, It is said there were three
distinct explosions before she sank. That
would indicate a torpedo struck her first
and exploded, her own magazines were
set off by the concussion, and afterward
her boilers exploded.

“Ericsson, the Monitor's inventor, had a
theory that battleships were torpedo food,
and declared that money spent on battle-
ships was wasted. Indications are that he
spoke as a prophet.

“This war sets forth, as never before, that
war's victories are won in times of peace.
The man who strikee the first blow has the
first place., Declarations of war occupy a
place minor to what they once did. It
was Gen. Forrest who defined the art of
war as getting the ‘mostest men there
fustest.’'

*Japan'r simplicity of living, and her art
of keeping an army cheaply is a lesson
which, while it may not affect the Russians,
is to be studied and remembered by us.
But there is a broad lesson to be had from
this war. Japan is teaching it. Hereafter
the East must be treated on an equal plane
with the West—even the Tibetans with their
leathern cannon.”

. Grosvenor told his hearers that
diplomacy, broadly defined, was the science
and art of international negotiation, and
that ideal diplomacy was hardly more than
afl nt of the imagination.

“Never,” he added, “can it be shown in
history that diplomacy prevailed when
one of two opposed natlons was bent on
ﬂgﬁhtlng. Diplomacy has its innings after
the fighting is concluded.

The statement that Russia has not kept
bher promises he declared to be misleading,
“Russia, in Manchuria, has never violated
a promise she made, either in word or spirit.
Sﬁ’o has observed every pledge she made
as well, if not better, while I do not say it
d ragingly, than we have those we made
to Cuba, and a hundred times better than
England has in Egypt.”

ALBANY, April  18.--Attorneyv-General
Cunneen, in answer to an inquiry, said that
a clerk with whom a certificate of nomi-
pation is filed, where nominations are
made by patition. has the right to deter-
mine whether the parties named in the
oertificate are legal voters. He might
avail himself, the Attorney-General said,
of nutside evidence, by affidavit, for the
purpose of determining the legality of a
osrtificate of nomination filed with him,
but it would only be proper for the clerk
to do this when the question is raised and
the affidavits produced by the contesting
partiee. The clerk must receive and file
such ocertificates of nomination, if the cer-
tificate is regular on ite face and no evi-
detce is presented showing frregularity

ASPHALT ARRBITRATION.
A Permanent Agreement Drawn Up and
the Unlons Are to Vote on It

After an all-day conference, a com-
mittee of the Central Federated Union
and representatives of the asphalt com-
panies agreed yesterday on an arbitration
plan, subject to the approval of the unions,
by which all strikes and lockouts in the
paving trade will be avoided. Park Com-
missioner Pallas headed the C. F. U.
committee,

The arbitration plan covers the questions
of wages, hours and conditions of work.
It recognizes the unions of engineers,
pavers, rammers, bluestone cutters and
selters, flaggers and safety engineers, but
does not recognize the asphalt laborers as
a union. Thev come into the agreement,
but not as an organization. ‘Ine com-
panies reserve the right to employ union
or non-union laborers,

The agreement is similar to that between
the C. F. U. and the Rapid Transit Contrac~
tors' Association, except that the latter
ends with the construction of the subway,
while this is to be permanent.

It provides for a vearly conference to
read just matters in dispute

Another meeting will be held to-day to
hear what the union say about it.

The striking laborers have been return-
ing to work for the last two days, and
it is now & question of their noce.ﬂt ng the
agreement to losing the strike. The
skillad workers are on strike in sympathy.

Country Lithographers for Arbitration.

Though the vote of the New York unions
of lithographers was against the arbitration
agreement recently submitted to them, re-
turns from other cities indicate that the
total vote through the country will be in
favor of the agreement. Most of the princi-
)al cities outside of New York have been
eard from. As this is a national fight,
the New York unione will have to accept
if outvoted.

Joe Leiter Recognizes Miners’ Unlon.

CARBONDALE, Ill., April 18.—An agree-
ment has been signed between Joseph
Leiter, who has recently become one of
the largest coal operator s in Illinois, and
the United Mine Workers, whereby Leiter
recognizes the union and his mines and
miners will hereafter be strictly union.

CRUISE OF THE MIDSHIPMEN.
Twelve Ships to Be Used to Take the Boys

to Sea This Summer.

ANNAPOLIS, Md., April 18.-—~The annual
summer cruise of the midshipmen will be
on a more extensive scale and of a more
instructive character this year than hereto-
fore. Twelve ships, representing four
types of the navy’s fighting power, have
been selected to take the middies on the
cruise,

The boats selected are the battleships
Texas and Massachusetts, the old cruiser
Hartford, the monitors Arkansas, Nevada
and Florida, the practice cruiser Chesa-
peake and five torpedo boat destroyers
vet to be designated. These vessels com-
prise the coast squadron, the Texas being
the flagship, and Rear Admiral J. M. Sarnds
will be in command.

This is the first time that o many vessels
have been used for this purpose, but the
Navy Department has laﬁou this step so
as to afford the opportunity of instructing
the midshipmen in the handling of the
various vessels of the navy.
