There was as much
a8 40 and 50 to 1 against the Montana colt in
some books, but Doctor told his friends that
he did not see how the colt could win and
consequently he and they refrained from
taking a chance. Cormack rode Silver Days
as if thousands of dollurs had been placed
on him. He began whipping him on the far
turn and never let up until he had the race
won. It was such an energetic display of
horsemanship that the onlonkers were sure
that somebody had scorched the ring, but
affer the race Doctor said mournfully:

“What do you think of it? 1 did not bet
a penny on the ecolt!”

1t was a day of rejoicing and fat bank rolls
for the bookmakers. Their biggest haul
was in the Arverne Stakes, when Peter Panl
was beaten to a standstill. The crowd fairly
loaded the money on Bradley's gelding, the
sheet writers having cramped fingers when
the speculation ended.
