(OMMISSION MERCHANT ACCUSED
OF A BANDITLIKE ACT.
mporting Man ways L. S, Armstirong of
Pilludelphla Lured 1Hm te His OMee
and There Robbed Him of His Money
andl Jewelry- -Merchant Held in Ball,

PHiLAUELPHLY, April 19, - John B, Coover
VMekeeo, a sporting man of New York, told a
atme novel tale of bucking a faro bank,
coming to Philadelphia and being ussaulted,
powid and robbed of all he had to-day
before Magistraute  Kochersperger.  When
he finished, Edward 8, Armstrong, a com-
inission merchant of Kl"l' nlumllng. with
offices at 108 Spruce street and a house at
1740 Diamond street, was held in 81,600
Pl ot charges of assault and robbery,
As e was leaving the court room he was
rearrested and held in $1,200 bail on & third
charge of conspiracy.

Mehee testified that he had known Arm-
rirong tor about four years., Early in
March hemet him at the Flanders Hotel, and
wrmstrong told him that he had won 85,000
o the horses, but had recently lost about
$5,000, and would like to know how to get
square, MeKee and Armstrong agreed to
pat in 82,000 each and try their luck agaiust
o bank at 218 West Forty-fifth sureet,

“We put up the money,” continued
MeKee, “and went to New York. “At first
we won about $3,000, but luck turned and
we went broke. Armstrong beefed about
losing the money. Three or four days later
I received a letter from Armstrong and
raine to Philadelphia. We bhad a shad
supper, and Armstrong suggested that
we take four stacks instead of two and try
it again. A few days later I came here
wgain. 1 called Armntroni up on the tele-
hone. He told me that he was giving a
little spread down at his office that night
and invited me to come down.

"1 thought a commission office a rather
strange place for a dinner, but said that [
would be there. As I entered the door
the room was pretty dark. Armstrong
met me, and as he took my hand two men
seized me from behind. 1 hey tied me up,
and another man tried to force a dirty
handkerchief into my mouth. I refused
to open my mouth until one of the men
drew a knife.

“After 1 was tied up they threw me on
an old freight elevator. It worked by
hand. My feet stuck over one end, and
Armstrong toid one of them to double my
knees up 8o I wouldn’t be hurt, At the
third floor they threw e off and Armstrong
dismissed the other men. He then de-
manded the $3,000 he had lost, and told me
I would have an hour to think it over, and
that I would be kept there until I did. Then
Armstrong went away, but left a man with
a knife on guard at the head of the stairs.

“This was at 7 o'clock. It was 10 when
Armstrong came back. After his return
he told me it was no use a(iuealing. as he
was a thirty-second degree Mason and that
there was a sewer back of his place where [
could be thrown. He told me the fellows
downstairs were thieves and that he had
waved them from going to jail. He had a
candle in one hand and a revolver in the
other. At last he ordered me to give him
my diamond ring.

He took the diamond pin from my tie
and my purse with $187, In my inside vest
pocket he found a $500 bill and $600 in ones.
After getting these things, he said that he
would spare my life because of the love of
some one between us. He said that the
men would come and release me, but as they
were thieves he would take ;my watch, stud
and ouff buttons to prevent me from being
rabbed.

“I pleaded to ba untied before the men
came, a8 I was afraid they might attack
ma again and I was badly done up. After
about twenty minutes the men came and
untied me, put me in & cab with the cur-
tains drawn, and carried me to the Hotel
Flanders, where I told my story to the
clark at the desk, who knew me. Three
daye later Armstrong ocalled me up at the
Colonnade and told me that when I gave
him 83,000 I would get back my things.

“He has $1,289 of my money, a $150 ring,
A $200 pin, a $1756 watch, my 8756 cuff buttons,
and a diamond eigar cutter.®

Cross-examination failed to shake McKee.
Armestrong entered no deferce. Bail was
furnished for him at once.

Arked to explain a “rise and fall” system,
which he mentioned, McKee said: “It takes
iwo to play it. You copper the losing card
and bet in fours, sixes and eights to equalize
on the fall of the cards.”

According to the report, a story that the
Lody of a Christian, probably a Syrian,
Liad been seen by travellers on the main
roadl between Salmas and Koi, started an
investigation by the Christians there. The
dead man proved to he lsrail, Mr. Lubures's
servant.  His hody was found lying in
the road, ten or (welve miles from Dilman,
He Liud been shot through the body, his
coat and boots removed and his watch
taken away. A part of the chain still
hung,

Tracks which led from the body of the
murdered man, und off over the lills to
the vast were 1ollowed by guards through
q-e partly melted snow and softened eartl.
Fromn the tracks there uppeared to be six
horses in the murderers' party. Bix miles
back, in a secluded valley, difficult of access,
wastound the body of the inurdered mission -
ary. It lay on the ground, stripped of
all clothing except underwear aml shirt,
and a pair of old natlve socks. Ou the
ground near by, with an old pair of native
shoes, lay Mr, Lubaree's hat.

The party investigated aud found that
Mr. Labaree had been killed by dagger
thrusts in his head and body. Up to the
spot where the murder occurred nsither
he nor the murderers had dismounted.
Continuing on the robbers' tracks, until
they came out into the lower Sulmas plain,
books and papers belonging to Mr. Labaree
were found torn to pieces. Some were
gathered up and taken home, Some dis-
tance further the tracks were lost.

“Those who murdered Mr. Labaree may
have been Kurds," sayve the report, “aa
some natives were assaulted and robbed
by Kurdish brigands a few davs previous, "

The Rev. Dr. Benjamin Labaree, the
father of the murdered missionary, has
written to the Presbyterian board, declar-
ing that his son's death seemed not to be
an act of Kurdish brigands, but rather ore
of religious fanaticism. Under the leader-
ship of one Sevryid a band of ruffians of
the worst sort has gathered, bent, so Dr,
Labaree declares, on a fanatical crusade.

“The outlook for us is a stormy one,”
he writes, “if that be true. The four mis-
sionary organizations in the country, the
American, English, French and Russian,
will probably appeal to Teheran for more
efficient administration at Urumia.”

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WORK OF A GANG O EAST SIDE
SLAVS, THE POLICE SAY.

Pollee Find In One Prisoner’'s Room a Bot-
tle Labelled “‘Heroln,'” u New, Mor-
phinesLike Drug - Boston Frank, Who
Took Too Much Polson, Was of the Gang

Johaun Buboursky, supposed to be a
Slavic miner, died at the I'irth street sta-
tion early yesterday morning from the
effects of what the police are sure were
“knockout drops.” He was found un-
conscious by the police in u room in the
flat of Benjamin Lentz, & Hungarian, at
221 East Eleventh street.

Lentz had had the room for a week,
the police learned, end uccording to Benno
Rulend, the janitor of the building, he had
brought the ruiner to his room and there
made him drink port wine in which he
had put & drug.

In intervals of consciousness, which
the miner haa before he died, he identitied
Lenutz as a man who had given him & drink.
He also identified several articles us his
which were found in Lentz's pockets, Lentz
and Ruland were arrested.

According to the police, Lentz is one of
a gang of rast Side Slavs who have been
very busy “doing up” inuocent fellow-
countrymen by drugging and robbing them,
They would do tis, the police say, for a
two-dollar bill,

When the police searched Lentz's room
they found three bottles which were turned
over to the Coroner. One of the bottles
was labelled “herom” and was empty.
Heroin is a drug discovered ouly a few
yeurs ago, and is a derivative of orphine.
t isn't used much but the police think that
posaibly Lentz had been experimentiug
with it, although they say that Buborsky
had all the wppearatice of having taken
chloral, One of the other bottles, De-
tective Wasserman eaid, contained what
appeared to be chloral. The contents
will be analyzed, however, and an autopsy
will be performed on the rpiner's body.

The police were led to the East Eleventh
street place, which was raided only last
Saturday as a disorderly house, through
finding Ruland, the Jjanitor, and Leutz
fighting in the street. Ruland then told
the policeman who arrested him of the
man that Ientz and others had brought
to_the house.

He said that after “dor‘uxg" him Lentz
had announced he had done a good job
and was going away. He wanted Ruland
to get the miner out in the morning. It
was then that the fight started. Ruland
said that when he chased Lentz out of the
houre somebody had set upon him in the
hall and hit him on the head. He kept
after Lentz, howaver.

When the police got to the house they
found the miner siretched out on the bed
unconscious. A man named Henry War-
ner of 115 East 115th street told the police |
that he had seen a man who, he thought,
was Buborsky accosted by some fellow
countryman in a Second avenue car on
Monday night.

Lentz denied that he had drugged or
robbed the man. He and Ruland were
held without bail by the Coroner. The
Fifth street police are of the opinion that
Lentz belongs to the same gang to which |
a Slav named “Boston Frank"™ belonged.
He died ten daye ago at 135 Fast Thirteenth
gtreet ag a result of knockout drops.

Investigation since, the polica say, has
shown that in this care Frank was one of
the gang and that he had taken some drug
as an experiment to see whether it would
suit their purpose and how much to use.

The police got Stephen Matros, the al-
leged leader of this gane, in that case,
He was held without bail for tha Grand
Jury vesterday.
