UNREST IN COREA.

Presence of Japaaecse Troops Canses Great
Discontent.

SHANGHAI, April 22.—The desertion of
five companies of picked Corean soldiers
completely armed, which were recently sent
to the northeast provinces, has seriously
aflected the peasantry, already restless ow-
ing to excessive taxation and the presence
of the Japanese. It is generally believed
that the deserters have joined the Tonghak
revolutionary party, which has been creat-
ing disturbances on the northeastern coast.

A gents of the Tonghak party are inciting
the people of Beoul and the central digtricts,
amserting that the Japanese purposely
burned the imperial palace at Seoul.

Unconcealed discontent exists wherever
the Japanese troops are stationed, because
they seize or force the sale of all animals
required for their needs, thereby paralyz-
ing agriculture at the beginning of the
ploughing season,and occupy houses with-
out making any payment,

Many Corean officers resent this whole-
sale ocoupation and would attempt to oppose
it,but the people are inert and are not united.

1t is expected that within three months
Japan will take control of the real admin-
istration of Corea through powerful Japan-

.gse advisers, leaving the Coreans the mere
joutward forms of government in order to
i placate the people. This will be, perhaps,
!llm best for both parties, for Cores is help-

Tentative
and indirect inquiries have been made of
lLondon bankers and of bankers in this
clty to mscertain its probable reception in
these two places if the loan is brought out.

A banker who {8 conversant with the
matter said yesterday that the Russian
financial agents had found that liberal
subscriptions to the loan would be received
from the bankers of Berlin, Vienna, Paris
and Amsterdam. He added that it was
exceedingly doubtful if any part of the
loan could be placed in either London or
New York and that this much had been
intimated to the Russian Government. It
in beliaved, however, that the loan will
be brought out.

The small loan of about $16,000,000, bear-
ing § per cent. interest, was quoted yester-
day on the Paris Bourse, according to
cables, at 95. The $100,000,000 loan, if brought
out, it was said, would probably bear 5
per cent. interest, and would consist of
treasury bonds placed at 98.

No information regarding a loan to the
city of Moscow, said to have been bid for
by New York bankers, could be obtained
from local bankers.

WHY THE VARIAG DIDN'T RUN.

Storles of the Survivors Told In Constane
tinople of the Horrors Abeard.

CONBTANTINOPLE, April 7.—Some of the
survivors of the Variag, 208 of them, in-
cluding the first officer of the ship, arrived
in Constantinople a few days ago, en route
to Russia. The more seriously wounded,
with the Captain, will follow in another
transport. That the men on the Variag
were heroes fighting bravely against un-
equal odds no one can gainsay, be he ever
po ardent an admirer of Japan.

One of the impressive things about tle
men was that not a single biunejackut of
the 208 had on a Russian cap. As to head-
gear they were a motley assembly of sail-
ors of different nations, for after the battle
the men in the other ships in the harbor
who had witnessed and cheered their heroic
sotion were eager for souvenirs, The
only thing the sailors had to give was their
caps, 8o thers was a general exchange.

The first officer of the Variag said that
soon after the engagement began the elec-
tric steering geer was damaged. In the
din of the battle, with bursting shell and
booming guns, no human voice could be
heard.

For some minutes the vessol was ex-
posed to the merciless fire of the enemy,
not being able to take a position to avoid
the raking of the decks by shot and shell.
During this time the men at the guns never
faltered. Others came to take the places
of their fallen comrades with the knowl-
adge that a like fate was awalting them.
Before the ship could be veered about 100
men at the guns were killed.

The Russian priest who was on board said
that after the first few moments he went
below to administer the last rites to the
dying. The deck was then so slippery with
blood and so covered with particles of hu-
man bodies that he had difficulty in orossing
it. When the disablement of the steering
gear became apparent a young Count vol-
unteered to guide the rudder, but he had
only been a few moments at his post when
a bursting shell shattered his body. His
hand was left grasping the tiller.

The man in the crow's neat had a horrible
experience. A shell struck the iron work
about the platform, ripping it up and
winding it about his feet and legs with
such foroe that they had to be literally cut
out, leaving his feet in the mass of iron.
The cook had both arms and legs shot
away close to the trunk. Yet, strange to
say, he is recovering.

The Captain, who was made totally
deaf by the explosion, has been appointed
aide de camp to tha Emperor, and all the
survivors are to receive the cross of St.
George. In anticipation they were wear-
Ing yellow ribbons in their buttonholes
while they were in Constantinople. The
loas of this ship, the best and fleetest in
the Russlan navy, was a noble instance
of the strong protecting the weak and
going down to desatruction rather than
desert. The Korietz was a very small
vessel. In Russian they do not even apply
the word meaning ship to so small a boat.
She was no larger than a yacht. The
Variag would easily have outdistanced
the Japanese vessels and suffered little
damage, but to do this would have meant
the desertion of the Korietz, leaving her
to fight alone the unequal battle. So she
stayed and protected her to the last. It
meant the loss of valuable lives and a swift
crulser, but as the transport bearing the
survivors sailed up the Bosphorus flags
were flying and bands playing as a tribute
to the act.

Pennsylvania, New York and Long Island
Railroad Company to use for platform and
(raoku{n under a plane twenty feet below
the curb line of the adjoining streets, which,
however, i8 not to interfere with the erection
of supports necessary in the construction
of the post office building. The bill car-
ries no appropriation for the building, that
being left to the future.

Work—Midshipman Caffec’s Heroism.

RONTHE MISSOURI

WABHINGTON, April 22.—The first authen-
tic account of what occurred on the battle-
ship Missouri when the explosion which
killed more than thirty officers and men
occurred on April 13 has been received by
the Navy Department in the form of an
official report from Cajt William 8. Cowles,
the Missourl's commander. Many a deed
of heroism was performed,and Capt.Co wles
gives praise to those who performed them.

One new thing brought out by the report
is that an enlisted man died while trying
to rescue his comrades. He was Master-
at-Arms H. H. Elliott. Two other men,
Shipfitter §. . Burgess and Electrician
J. N. Leary, were injured while doing
rescue work. Capt. Cowles himself went
{ into the handling room and brought out
Ordinary Seaman Donnelly, but this gal-
lant act was unavailing, a8 Donnelly was
dead,

Acoording to press reports from Peusa-
cola one of the Missouri's officers started
the vessel shoreward, intending to beach
her, but Capt. Cowles checked this intention
in time to save his ship. Capt. Cowless
report shows that this was not so. He
says that he ordered that the vessel Le
taken into shoal water and that she came
to anchor in thirty-three feet.

Lieuts. Davidson and Weichert, Lieut,
Gridley of the Marine Corps and Midship-
man Neumann were killed in the turret,
where fifteen enlisted men also met instant
death, Midshipman Ward died in the
handling room below with eleven men.
Four men who were taken from the handling
room are still living. They are J. M.
McDade, R, Starr, F, U, Schaub and W. 8.
Wells, Ordinary S8eaman W. Bongard was
at his post of duty when the explusion
took place, but, Capt. Cowles rays, was
blown overboard or jumped overvoard
after escaping from the turret,

Capt, Cowles wrote his report three days
after the tragedy. His story follows:

At 11 o'clock A M, April 13, off Pensucola,
Fla, while at record practice on range No 3,
and after the fifth snot from the jeft gun,
after turret, had fired, 1 heurd an explosion,

looked aft and saw a great flame burstiug
fromn the after turret soundipg fire and

collision quarters, I directed Lieut. Com-
mander R K. Hill, U 8. N, to take her into
shoal water He afterward anuchored her

in five and one-half fathoms. The other
ships on the range followed us and ofivred
every nssjstance and were ready to suve
liven, a8 they probably expected us to blow
up. 1 believed the ship to be in imminent
danger and went quickly to the flre and
found the turret impogsibie to enter, Streams
of water were already directed in it. All
entrances were barred with the dead and
dying—two on top of turret, one caliing
for help, and every one trying to reach him.
Pagsing around the turret I saw Fatner
Gleesou, who offered to send a wireless for
me to the Admiral, and I went below, reached
the berth and splinter deck and found Lieu-
tenant-Commander J Orchard, U, S N,
directing streams of water below into the
upper and thence overflowing into the jower
handling room, in addition to those directed
below from the turret by Lieut R. White,
U.8 N Met Gunner Cox, whosaid: “Magu-
zines all flooded | fire not yet under control *
Then Lieut C, Davis, S N, coming
up the ladder, raid: “There is a man at
the foot of this ladder who is alive and help-
Jess " 1 went down and felt about, found
J. T. J. Donnelly, ordlnary seaman, and
brought bim up, being assisted by Chief
Machinist G. Crofton, a man on the gick list,
who had thrown away a crutch. Mr. Davis
mentions this man especially. I afterward
returned and pulled out three more, whom
1 couid not recognize, and finally ordered up
Midshipman A. G. CafTfea, who heroically per-
sisted in remaining in the lower handling room
up to his neck in water and much overcome
by thefun.es had toveled out  Heafterward
resumed his place on deck and assisted the
navigator in a very poor condition  These
three, Lieut. Davis, Midshipian Cafee and

Chief Machinist  Crofton, came under iy
immediate observation

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STRIKE IN NEW HAVEN SHOPS.

Bollermakers Go oul—-:al Mechanies Want
a Shorter Day and Greater Pay.

NEw HaveEN, April 22,-The 300 boiler-
makers employed in the shops of the New
Yors and New Haven road in this vicinity
went out on strike at 8 o'clock this evening
because the company refused to cut down
the working hours from ten to nine hours
aday and to increase their pay 15 per cent.

The officers of the Boiler:nakers' Union
said to-night that every bhoilermaker on
the system between New Yorx and Boston
was included in this strike. For a week
a committee tried unsuccessfully to have
the conpany agree to their demands. It
was stated to-night that the company
was willing to grant the demand for a
shorter day, but would not advance the
waqges,

It wassaid to-night that the car workers
machinirts, blackamiths, steamfitters an
other mechanies in the shopa of the aysten
had applied for the same hours and the san @
increase in wages as the hoilermakers,
and that the company will make its answer
known in a few days.

It was estimated that 5.000 ernployees of
the company have applint through their
unions for shorter hours an ! more pay.

VICTORY FOR ARBITRATION.

Flevator Constructors’ Dispute Settled
Under Bullding Trades' Agreement.

The dispute between the Elevator Con-
structors’ Union and the Elevator Manu-
facturers' Association was settled
in accordance with the t.rbltrntlo’;l“?m’d.!
ment of the Building Trades Employers'
Assoiation. )

The elevator constructors struck more
than a month ago for an edvance in wages
from $4.25 to 8525 a doy. The emplovers
made a complaint to the general arbitra-
tion board of the employers' association
which decided that the strike was in viola-
tion of the agreement. The strikers were
ordered back to work pending arbitration
and after some demur most of them re-
turned. !

The demands were referred to a special
arbitration committee of employers and
representatives of unions, which after
soveral meotings arrived at a decision yes-
terday evening by which the elevator con-
structors will ger 85 a day.

At a general meeting of the union late
last night this decision was ratifled, and
all the men gtill on strike were ordered to
return to work to-day,

FORE RIVER STRIKE ON.

2,600 Men Go Out for a Difference of |

an Hour a Week.

Quincy, Mass, April 22.—The strike of
2,000 workmen at the yard of the Fore
River ship and Foreign Company was
formally declared in effect to-uight, the
action of the men in leaving their work
last Monday having been sanctioned by
the Brotherhood of Boiler Makers, Ship-
wrights, Caul! ers and Joiners.

The men ask for a 6¢-hour week and
Baturday afternoons off. The ocompany
offers them a 65-hour week with Saturday
afternoons off, and pay for the extra hour.
The men say they ghould have time and a
half for the extra hour,
