The transaction, on the face of the state-
ment, appears to have ended with the installa-
tion of a telegraph instrument, and an appeal
to the moral sense and civic pride of the
well  known, respectable and distinguished
gentlemen who compose the directorate of
the Western Union Telegraph Company.

I felt it my duty, in reply to inquiries by the
press on this episode, to speak briefly of the
great wrong which the majority of the pool-
rooms perpetrate on the hard-working and
poor people of the city, who are the most
oonspicuous victims.

getting the information from other cities
where it is placed upon the wires of riva
companies, trunsmitted back to New York,
and there distributed by the information
bureaus, or news agencies, as they are some-
times called, to their customers throughuut
the city It is a matter of no great interest
to me, but_this condition of affairs leaves the
Western Unlon (‘omr»an?' largely dependent
upon the loyalty and inte rnr of its em-
ployees. If they are unfaithful, leaks must
occur, and its returns be diminished by con-
gpiracies ani the ingenious methods of those
whom it employs and who know ita secreta.

The policy of the company at present 'f'
pears to be to deal as much as possible with
distributing exchanges conducted by syp-
dicates, and to supplant the Morse instru-
ment with the telephone and to rely upon the
ability of its corps of detectives, wiremen
and telegraphers to prevent leaks,

The efforts of these men are under the
direction of two_prominent employees of the
company, and they ﬁurry with them lt_)_tura
of introduction to what are known as “wire
rooms,” or rooms having telegraph con-
nection, where they are admitted and may
scrutinize the premises and overlook all trans-
actlons to see that no one outside is furnished
with the racing news The standing nguce
to all wire rooms is that, should they be f und
supplving information,, their wire will be
cut immediately. One blg operator was
driven out of business by this threat.

Some of these branch offices pay so much
to the company for each telephone or pay a
lump sum for the “bunch.” In the case of
the wire rooms, the telegraph operator, &
selected employee of the company, ects
the toll of the comrny every night and also
his own wages. The toll iz generally $25
a day to the company and 810 for the
operator. .

In the moming he goes to the Western
Union Telegraph building, on Broadway, in
company with others, and hands in this
money, which is checked off against his name,
and then starts off for the day's business,
keeping the $10 for himself.

The responsible men who have charge of
the rucing department of the Western Union
Telegraph Compahy have a better opggr-
tunity to learn and actually know more about
poolroom men and the poolroom business
than any other people in New York. They
were evidently caught off their
Mr. Goddard'’s case, and I do not flatter my-
self that they could be trapped on a similar
arrangement again. .

In the case of the telephone service, the

Iroom man pays each morning in advance.
ﬂn hus to have an operator from thecompany,
or his own man must make himself known
at headquarters. In the case of the tele-

hones, each day a password {8 given out;

When application i3 made for a direct
wire for a wire room, a reliable emplo?'ct'.
known among poolroom men by a tamiliar
name, is sent out. He is an able strategist,
exceedingly clever, and a perfect artist at
his work. No matter what the difficulties
are he will get in a wire, and one that will
not be readily detected. He is well paid by
both the company and the poolroom people.
He knows every wire in New York that reaches
to the company's office. So far as I am aware,
no on® knows his full name.

Ir. one wire room, which is a perfect fortress,
r.nd where the scrutiny tor adinission is of the
strictest character, the Morse instrument is
kept in a garret, and the betting odds, de-
tails and result of the race are put on a board
which goes down through a slit in the culllng
ageinst the wall, and after is has served i
use it is hauled back again into its place, no
one in the other rooms by any possibility
knowing who are the operators in the garret
above. The operator there, as in other cuses,
is an empiayee of the Western Unjon Tele-
graph Compeuy.

What arrangements exist between the tele-
hone company and the telegraph company
am free to say I do not know. If you want

to fet a telephone service from the Western
Union Company yo. have to go first to the
telephone company and secure their general
service, he poolroom men always request
that their names and business address be
not put in the book. This request seems to
be understood, for the telephone company
then demands three months rental in ad-
vance, collecting $18.75,

The Western Unjon charges 810 to $12
day for .the service. In certain districty
the telephone’s central office is an im
factor, and bas to be kept in what the pool-
room 1men call a “sweet” condition. Whether
the telephone messages over a certain num-
ber are paid for in a “bunch” or separately
is not material to the question in hand.

The place to cut the telegraph wire that
gupplies the poolrooms of New York is at
195 Broadway in the racing dagurt‘mnnt of
the Western Union Telegraph Building.
The company's policy at present looks ap-
parently to transferring this department
over to a sporting syndicate, to possibly
relieve tender consciences and the obvious
inconsistencies of otherwise good men.

Will this do so? As I am only concerned
in the daily details of carrving on the police
work of this great city, that is a question 1
do not feel called upon to answer. If the
Western Union company is not willing to

ive the Police Department its confidence,

t cannot expect in return that I will place the
prope information of the police
at the disposal of its racing department.
We will continue to do our work in our own
wav fer the suppression of the vice of pool
relling, 1 fear without the aid or sympathy
of the Western Union Telegraph Company,

Bartolomeo Russo, who lives in Wil-
liamsburg's Little Italy, is sorry now that
he ever fell in love. He has had an awaken-
ing. The awakening came when he dis-
oovered what he thinks was a plot laid by
the relatives of the fair Giuseppa Rototo
of 930 Flushing avenue, Brooklyn, to kill
him just because, on account of the illness !
of his sister, he has asked Giuseppa to wait
a little longer before they got married,

The plot was explained in all ita details
to Magistrate O'Reilly in the Ewen street
police court yesterday morning after Russo
had put his enemies to rout and captured
their guns. They were exhibited. to the
Magistrate as proof of what Russo's end
would have been had he not discovered
the plot and informed the police. The guns
