It was a clear case of
fouling, and both H. Phillips and Alldebrand
lnst no time in going before the stewards
with protests  Michaels was questioned, too,
whila a hig crowd gathered outside the
stand  “Father Bill" had made up his mind
ta have a run-off, but his nerves were sud-
denly iarred when the stewards decided to
disqualify Colonsay, giving first, second and
third money, reapectively, to Hello, The
sontherner and Shorthose. While at the
post Riawatha ran away a mile, which caused

a delay that was undoubtedly harmful to
krortho«t- because of his burden. He gave
{wenty-filve pounds to Colonsay, scale weight,
ten to Hello and fourteen to The Boutherner.
The pace was made bx The SBoutherner, with
Hello close bebind, Colonsay third and Short-
hose next on the rail, to the top of the'long
straightaway to the wire. Colonsay joined the
two leaders at the last furlong pole and the
trio fought it out to the end.

[hers was a heartbreaking finish in the
Harlem Selling Stakes, at a mile, in which
sheriff Bell, 18 to 5, beat Unmasked, 13 to 5,
by a whisker. Cormack rode Sheriff Bell In
faultless atyle, but Fuller, who had the mount
on Unmasked, evidently forgot the shortest
way home, for he took the Domino gelding to
the outeide when he had a chance to get the
rall.

GOSSIP ¢ OF THE THE RACETRACK.

RI€ MONEY LOST ON ELWOOD
AND EMBARRASSMENT.

Newten Bennington and Jehn A. Drake
Back Them Heavily tn Vain, but Cash
on Helle and Ort Welly—H. P. Whitney
leases Hrookdale for Five Years,

Newton Bennington, John A, Drake and
their turf associates lost a fortune yesterday
through the defeats of Charles Elwood and
Embarrasement, both from the Bennington
stable. Charies Elwood ran a couple of
poor races at Aqueduct and Jamaica, and in-
cldentally spread the hoof that caused him
80 much trouble last year. Bennington and
his trainer, Fred Burlew, then decided that the
Pmnonpnm colt would do better among
high class selling platers than winong real
otake horses, so they pointed him for the
Harlem Selling Btakes, run yesterday. El-
wood, patched up, had worked a mile in
140)%, and Burlew told Bennington that he
could not be boaten, even by such oonaistent
performers as John McCue's Unmasked and
M. L. Hayman's 8heriff Bell, This information
was imparted to Drake and company and when
the layers quoted @ to § against Elwood they
were almost knocked off their stools by the
hustling commissioners who went up and
down the line betting $1,000 at a clip. When
the bugle sounded Elwood was at 4 to 5,and a
moment before the barrier went up he was
At 7 to 10. He showed no improvement over
his races at the Queens County and Metro-
politan Jockey Club tracks and was pro-
nounced a “hound” by the wiseacres along
the rails.

Embarrassment was regarded as a medium
for retrenchment in the ffth race. Again
the Bennington and Drake commissioners
went about the ring placing heavy wagers on
the Knight of Ellerslie oolt, and again the
money was burned in quick order. There
‘was no time for excuses, however, so the com-
bination went to Bennington’s Hello in the
last race. When the dead heat was run there
was a panicky feeling among the plungers
but there wus a quick sigh of relief when
Colonsay was dlsqualified. On Mr. Drake's
Ort Wells, who took the firet race, the same
ocombination cashed heavily, getting the
generows odds of ¢ to 6. The Drake colt
should have been 1 to 4 instead on his impres-
sive performance.

Had Fuller used better judgment on Un-
masked the Domino gelding's owner, John
MoCue, who is manager of Frank J. Farrell's
stable, would have been a heavy winner on
the day. McCue had a big bet on Unmasked
to win and loet it by a couple of inches. But
he cleaned up on ssveral other races, includ-
ing the success of Monadnock, and broke
even on the day. Dave Johnson bet a bunch
on Elsie L. in the second race, but he was
not the only one to lose through the unex-
pectedly poor performance of the St. Leon-
arde mare.

It was announced with authority yesterday
that H. P. Whitney has leased Brookdale
farm, over in New Jersey, for five years,
with the option of purchasing it outright at
the expiration of the lease. It is understood
that Hamburg, Meddlar and other stallions,
together with about rixty broodmares, will
betransferred to Brookdsale from La Belle in
Kentucky. James R Keene's horses have
been in the habit of wintering at Brookdale,
but in future,. it is said, they will be quar-
tered at Sheepshead Bay. Mr. Whitney will
assume control of Brookdale in September.
