Inspect

steel Corporation Plants—May, Hows

ever, Help In Ending the Long

and Costly Fight for Plttsburg,
John D. Rockefeller, Jr., the Standard
0il representative in the United States
steel (‘orporulirm. accompanied by the
corporation’s president, W. K. Corey, and
one or two other directors, left here on
Wednesday night and arrived in Pittsburg
vesterday morning. The trip started a
rumor that it was planned to bring about
a treaty of peace between Gieorge J. Gould
and the PennsylVania Railroad Company.

Those who ought to know something
about Standard Oil interests said that there
might be something in the story. The
official explanation of, Mr. Rockefeller's
trip, as given out at the Standard Oil Build-
ing yesterday afternoon, was:

“Mr. Rockefeller is a director of the
I'nited States Steel Corporation, but has
never inspected its plants. The opportunity
offered for him to,make a very thorough
inspection of the plants in or’near Pitts-
burg, accompanied by Mr. Frick and Mr.
(orey. That is the reason why he took
the trip.”

From anothér source came this explana-
fion.

“Young Rockefeller has long wanted to
inspect the principal branches of the United
States Steel Corporation and he took this
opportunity to do so. At the same time,
he will have a look-in at the souabble be-
tween the Goulds and the Pennsylvania
people. When George Gould got a terminal
n Pittsburg, through the Pittsburg, Car-
negie and Western Railroad he had the
;-n'v‘pnr! and such cooperation as he needed
of John' D. Rockefeller.

“When the Pennsylvatia people found
aut that Gould really intended to get soma
of the freight business out of Pittsbirg
they retaliated with a war against the West-
ern Union Telezraph Company, with the
result that the Postal I»l--'ruph Company
now  aas t_)u- moncpoly of the business
ﬂlnnz the lines of the Pennsylvania. )

“The war between ‘the Pennsylvania
people and the Goulds has been expensive
ta both rides. For a long time friends of
hoth have desired that the fighting should
gtop. It was finally concluded that, if
arhitration were (o be resorted to, the
Rockefellers were the ones to act as arbi-
trators.

“The Rockefellers are now the dominant
foree in the United States Steel Corpo=
ration. But the Pennsylvania Railroad
(C‘ompany owns some steel works of its
awn. President Cassatt and his associates
have no desire to get into a rumpus with
the United States Steel Corporation. It
was suggested, if voung Mr. Rockefeller
should firel it convenient to make an in-
~pm‘nnn of gomie of the plants of the com-
pany in which he is a director, it mieht
he possible for him to attend a meeting
hefore he returned home which would
result in an amicable arrangement hetween
the (ionld system and the Pennsvivania

svetem."

Pittshurg Terminal Company, which was

recantly organized as a holding company
for the Gounld properties in the vicinity of
Pittaburg, would he ummrwl soon by the
Pennsylvania Railroad, was alko said
that, as a result of the ps-nr-ﬂ negotiations,
a new working arrangement would be es-
tablished between the Pennsvivania Rail-
road and the Western Union by which the
talerraph company wonld, in the future,
divide business alonz the lines of the Penn-
svivania system with the Postal.

MUST SELL EXCHANGE SEAT
Says the Ceurt, but the Broker Says No,
and Appeals.

Judge Holt of the United States District
Court has made a ruling about the sale of
a bankruptov seat in the New York Stook
Exchange, which, if affirmed by a higher
court, will, it is said, upset Wall Btreet
precedents.

The ruling was made in the case of Ed-
ward Sanford Hatch of Hurlbutt, Hateh &
Co., stockbrokers, of 71 Broadway, against
whom a petition in bankruptcy was filed
last August. Their liabilities were $175,000,
and their assets about $34,000, exclusive
of Mr. Hateh's seat on the exchange.

Simpson, Werner and Cardoza, attorneys
for Henry B. Ketcham, trustee in bank-
ruptey, applied to Judge Holt for an order
to compel Mr. Hatch to sell his seat and to
pay over to the trustee the proceeds of the
sale, the money to be applied to the pay-
ment of the debts of the firm. Mr, Werner
learned from the secretary of the Stock
Exchange that it was the invariable custom
of the exchange to refuse to sell the seat
of a member unless requested to do so by
such member, and to refuse to sell at the
instance of a trustee in bankruptey and
to refuse to admit a purchaser by such
sale. The exchange, however, would obey
an order from Mr. Hatch, executed in
writing, directing the exchange to sell his
seat and to pay the proceads to the trustee
in lmnkrupt('y

Mr. Hatch refused to execute such an
order for the sale of his seat, and Simpson,
Werner and Cardozo upplled to Judge Holt
for an order compelling Mr. Hatch to exe-
cute such an ordp”

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FALL RIVER BOATS STOPPED.

STRIKE TIES UP SIX; THE BIG
PLYMOUTH GETS AWAY.

Freight Handlers, Then the Clerks, Fore-
men, Watchmen and Finally the Fire-
men Quit—To Force the Discharge
of an Old Employee, the Company Says.

The firemen on the Fall River and Provi-
dence line boats struck late yesterday
afternoon in sympathy with the freight
handlers at the Warren street pier. This
tied up seven boats, including the Ply-
mouth, the City of Taunton and the City of
Brockton. The Plymouth, however, got
away at 8 o’clock, some three hours late.

The Priscilla was able to depart on
Wednesday night, as the firemen had not
struck then, She is due here again t his
morning.

Early in the day seventy-five otherems-
ployees had quit work in sympathy with
the longshoremen. The new strikers in-
cluded the freight clerks, watchmen and

hree dock foremen. This complicated
matters 50 much that an order was issued
by the company to refuse freight for the
present . '

In the morning a tug was sent out with
some of the employees of the company and
secured about 300 Italians along the river
front. They were put to work getting the
perishable freight off the pier. The strik-
ers made their headquarters at Hudson
Hall in Spring street, where they held
meetings all day. A representative of the
company said last evening:

“The strike of the freight handlers was
not due to any demand for higher wages
or shorter hours, but to force us to dis-
charge an old and valued employee bLe-
«cause he does not belong to the union.

“Up to the time the firemen struck we
were making good headway. Their strike
aimply delays matters. We will be able
to get some of the boats out between now
and daybreak, I expect. The strike should
not last long. The cause is too inadequate.”

The police of the Old slip and Oak street
and Church street stations were busy yes-

terday and last night guardin Llropeny
along theriver front from a possl attack
by the striking longshoremen. William

Forcs & Co. of Old slip and Front street
asked for protection for a lighter which
was being unloaded at Pier9,and two polica-
men guarded it all «hr and one man was
stationed there last night, but there was
no disturbanoe.

men to the New Haven Line pier at the
foot of Peck slip last night. The Fall |
River and Providence Line ple were

ang ahead of the North River strikers
v running their boats in at the East River
piers, and they feared that the strikers
would go over to the East River in a body
and try to clear out the men at work there.

STEEL PLANT CLOSING DOWN.

Departinents of the Cambris Company
Stop Work Because of Bad Business.

JoHNsTowN, Pa., May 10.—The rail mill,
the nine-inch mill and the plate mill, all
departments of the (ambria Steel Company,
are closed down, and the employees are idle
The cause of the shutdown is due to lack
of business, To-night the men employed
in the same company's (onemaugh mine
were notified that it would shut down in-
definitely on Saturday.
