Mmmy Osborne Asked: Whese Meney Have

The Aldermen’s public hearing yesterday
pn the application of the Port Chester Rail-
road Compaity for the right to crose streets
In The Bronx was the liveliest held in the
Pity Hall in many a day.

Jimmy Oshorne, who appeared to oppose
the Port Chester application, asked a man
who Intimated that he was acting in the
Interests of a rival corporation to step out-
side and repeat the insinuation, and when
the invitation was not accepted called the
man a liar, President Gotahall, in answer
lo a telephone mesrage thut a personal at-
tack wae to be made upon him, hurried
to the hearing from the bedside of his in-
jured wife; John B. MoDonald, the subway
contractor, in a tilt with Little Tim Sullivan,
refused to make known the names of the
financiers back of the company, and charges
wera made by the representatives of both
the Port, Chester and Westchester com-,
panies that each corporation had tried to

sell out to the other.

For the first hour the hearing was orderly
enough. Speakers frem towns and villages
through which the railroad will pass asked
that the franchise be granted, and argued
that the Westchester company’s charter
was ille: al.*

John B. McDonald said he was one of the
witnesses who appeared before the State
Railroad Commission ard the Snprgmo
Court and satisfled those bodies that *we
are acting in pood faith in seeking to build
this road and we are able to build the
road:” Then the storm broke in this
fashion:

Little Tim Sullivan—Will you give to the
committee the names of some of the men con-
nected with the Port Chester company?

Mr. McDonald—] don’t think there is a
vice-president, and I don't think there will
be any need of one until the reorganiza ion
of the company, which will be necessary when
we can get to work. y

Mr. Sullivan—At y])resent the most Ims

ortant point the Aldermen would like to
now is, who will finance the railroad if we
give consent to the building of it?

Mr. McDonald—1 will appear privately
before vour committee and give you all the
information you need.

Mr. Sullivan—We don’t want to grant a
franchise without knowing who is behind the
company, because, if we did, it is ble
that some man might go peddllnz it all over
town. You are the first man of responsibility
who has identified himself with the Port
Chester company. Will you build the road,
or will it be some one assoclated with you?

Mr. McDonald—We will show you all about
that when we are ready to build the road.

Alderman Goodman—Mr. Gotshall has al-
ready stated in writing that he is ready to tell
the committee in executive session who will
finance the company.

Mr. Sullivan—This commmittee will do noth-
‘:nx in executive session. This is a publig

earing, and we ousht to know the names of
every one connected with the company.
all this come out now. There willbe nosecrecy
in this mutter if | have my way.

Mr. McDonald—I can assure you that the
road will be buijlt if we get the consent of the
Aldermen, but it would be dangerous to us to
tell you publicly the name of the banker who
will inance the company. We have to meet
now the opposition of other railroad com-
panies entaring the city, who do not want to
see this railroad built.

Alderman Downing wanted to know
if it wasn't a fact that Mr. Gotshall tried
to sell ovt to the Westchester company.

“That is unqualifiedly false,” Mr. MoDon-
ald said warmly.

NINE YEARS FOR ROTHSCHILD.

RE GETS A STAY, SEEKING FOR
CERTIFICATE OF DOUBT.

Presecutor Remarke That if He Is Re-
leased on Ball Pending Appeal There
Are Three Other Indictments to Try
Him On Beside the Weissell Case.

David Rothschild, president of the
wreoked Federal Bank, was sentenced
to State prison for nine years by Recorder
Goff in the General Seesions yesterday.
Justice Gaynor of the Supreme Court of
Brooklyn immediately granted a stay of
the execution of eentence, and an order to
Recorder Goff to show cause why a cer-
tificate of reasonable doubt should not
issue. This is returnable on Thursday, in
Brooklyn, and if the certificate'is granted
Rothschild can get out on bail while his
appeal is pending.

Assistant District Attorney Rand, who
prosecuted Rothschild, told the Recorder
that there are three other indictments
pending, and he also submitted an affi-
davit of Manager Hassel of the Federal
Bank, which declared that $756,000 in rail-
road bonds which Rothschild held as ad-
ministrator of the estate of William Weis-
sell had been hypothecated by Rothschild.
Mr. Rand sald that the extreme penalty
of ten years for grand larceny ought to be
given to Rothschild, who stood noncha-
lantly at the bar, smiling, well dreesed ard
evidently confident that his lawyers would
keep him out of jail.

To reporters Assistant District Attorney
Rand intimated that if Rothschild is to
remain out of State prison, and therefore
acoessible to prosecution, the opportunity
to try him on the other indictments and to
take the Weissell case to the Grand Jury
would be utilized.

WHY MERCHANT SHIPS ARE FEW.

Costs Sometimes 80 Per Cent. More te
Build One Here Than in Eurepe.

The Merchant Marine Commission,
created by the last Congress to investigate
the decline of American shipping and to
suggest remedies, met yesterday in the
rooms of the Board of Trade and Transpor-
tation. Senator Gallinger of New Hamp-
shire is chairman, The other members are
Senators Lodge of Massachusetts, Penrose of
of Pennsylvania, Martin of Virginia and
Mallory of Florida, and Representatives
Allan L. McDermott of New Jersey, Charles
H. Grosvenor of Ohio, Edward 8. Minor of
Wisconsin, Thomas Spight of Mississippi
and William E. Humphrey of Washington.

One shipowner and several shipbuilders
were before the commission. All the ship-
builders said that some form of subsidy
was needed to build up the merchant marine.
They gave figures to show the increased cost
of ship construction in the United States
over England. The figures varied all the
way from those of Lewis Nixon, who said
that ships cost from 30 to 40 per cent. more
here, to those of Rear Admiral Bowles,
president of the Fore River 8hip and Engine
Company and Rear Admiral in the United
States Navy, who asserted that he knew of
cases of a difference of 80 per cent.

Lewis Nixon said that the high cost of
ship construction here is partly 5110 to the
lack of specialization among American
shipyards. In England one yard builds
tramp steamers and another produces
battleships. In this country, gowever.
yachts, tugs, ferryboats, tramps and battle-
ships are all built in the same yard. This,
Mr. Nixomsaid, causes the price of the lower
order of boats torise because of the complex
